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APPENDIX F. INVENTORIES OF MARKED GRAVES AT GOWA-TALLOK SITES 

Suaka's f i r s t c h i e f , Hadimuljono, developed the typology of 
s t y l e s of Makassar I s l a m i c graves which has s i n c e been 
followed i n Suaka's c u l t u r a l resource s u r v e y s . As reported by 
Kallupa (1985:49-50,59 and examples), the system recognises 
tombs (Type A), markers of masonry s l a b s (Type B ) , and 
markers which include curved s u r f a c e s as we l l as s l a b s (Type 
C ) . SSPHAP's typology covers these s t y l e s w i t h i n a more 
complicated and comprehensive c l a s s i f i c a t o r y system. Further, 
the surveys by Suaka continue the t r a d i t i o n (inaugurated 
p r i o r to Indonesian independence) of c o n c e n t r a t i n g on the 
cemeteries of the high a r i s t o c r a c y . Most have ac c o r d i n g l y 
been gazetted, d e s c r i b e d to va r y i n g degrees, and sometimes 
even t r e a t e d to maintenance and r e s t o r a t i o n programs.^ Hence 
I d i d not consider i t as necessary, i n my attempt to 
re c o n s t r u c t the Makassar s o c i a l landscape, to focus SSPHAP's 
a t t e n t i o n on these best known complexes as on p r e v i o u s l y 
overlooked graveyards. 

Ambary (1985) s t u d i e d four cemeteries r e s t o r e d by Sauka 
( i n Soppeng, Bone, Bantaeng and Jeknekponto), and analysed 
a r i s t o c r a t i c I s l a m i c grave s t y l e s i n terms of concerns with 
p r e - I s l a r a i c o r i g i n s . A f u r t h e r r e s u l t of t h i s l i n e of 
i n v e s t i g a t i o n has i t that the main South Sulawesi s t y l e s were 
adopted i n surrounding regions which came to f a l l under the 
sway of the v a r i o u s Bugis-Makassar s u l t a n a t e s (Ambary, pers. 
comm.). I n c o n t r a s t to Ambary's gl o b a l p e r s p e c t i v e s , however, 
the counterpoints on SSPHAP's canvas a r e only l o c a l i n scope. 
The i s s u e of s y n c r e t i s t I s l a m i c b u r i a l p r a c t i c e s r e v o l v e s 
around SSPHAP's attempt to t r a c e c o n t i n u i t i e s between 
p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l grounds (recognised p r i m a r i l y by evidence 
of looted antiques) and I s l a m i c cemeteries (recognised 
p r i m a r i l y by marked g r a v e s ) . S i m i l a r l y , s t y l e i s r e l a t e d to

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c u l t u r a l i n f l u e n c e mainly i n terms of a r e a l s t y l e s and l o c a l 
c e n t r e - p e r i p h e r y r e l a t i o n s h i p s . 

S t y l e i s a l s o the only usual means to date the I s l a m i c 
graves, but here SSPHAP faced the f o l l o w i n g d i f f i c u l t i e s , ( i ) 
P a r t i c u l a r s t y l e s , e.g. stone arrangements, have probably 
been employed f o r c e n t u r i e s , ( i i ) I n v e n t o r i s a t ion of the 
graves, and hence the a v a i l a b l e typology of s t y l e s , very much 
evolved as a p r o c e s s during fieldwork. Also, there was 
i n s u f f i c i e n t time to check the c o n s i s t e n c y of our 
c l a s s i f i c a t i o n s during any i n d i v i d u a l i n v e n t o r i s a t ion or 
a c r o s s graveyards. Given a l s o that s t y l e s graduated and 
overlapped r a t h e r than conform to c l e a r - c u t types, SSPHAP's 
c l a s s i f i c a t i o n s may not be h i g h l y r e l i a b l e , ( i i i ) Many of the 
e a r l i e r marked graves, i f not the v a s t m a j o r i t y , have 
s u r v i v e d steady d e t e r i o r a t i o n over time only i f they have 
been r e s t o r e d by the l o c a l community. These r e s t o r a t i o n s may 
of course lend a s p u r i o u s l y modern appearance. 

Given a l s o s p a t i a l v a r i a b i l i t y , any attempt to s e r i a t e 
grave s t y l e s would appear doomed at the o u t s e t . Rather I here 
t r y to t a b u l a t e my a v a i l a b l e information using f l e x i b l e 
c a t e g o r i e s which circumvent as f a r as p o s s i b l e the uneven 
nature of the r e c o r d s (both w r i t t e n and photographic), as i t 
were c o d i f y i n g t h e i r r a t h e r i m p r e s s i o n i s t i c composition. I n 
the end, d a t i n g has to depend on comparisons with the r a r e 
c a s e s of i n t e r r e d i n d i v i d u a l s of known year of death;* 
c i r c u m s t a n t i a l evidence such as a s p a t i a l a s s o c i a t i o n with a 
p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l ground; unusual o r i e n t a t i o n s , e i t h e r badly 
a s t r a y from an a c c u r a t e north-south a x i s , or c l e a r l y 
east-west; c o n s i s t e n t r e l a t i o n s h i p s of major s t y l e s with 
p a r t i c u l a r b u i l d i n g m a t e r i a l s ; and our o n - s i t e impressions of 
how o l d the marked graves looked. 

As d e t a i l e d below, the v a r i o u s s t y l e s can be shown by a 
combination of c a r d i n a l numerals standing f o r the type of 
m a t e r i a l used, and c a p i t a l l e t t e r s standing f o r the s t y l e of 
marked grave. Main v a r i a t i o n s w i t h i n p a r t i c u l a r s t y l e s are 

* As implied by the s i t e d e s c r i p t i o n s the e r r o r s which can 
r e s u l t when information r e l i e s s o l e l y on o r a l t r a n s m i s s i o n , 
i n c l u d i n g the e f f e c t s of o v e r l a y s of l o c a l i n t e r p r e t a t i o n , 
often o b s t r u c t the attempt to r e l a t e p a r t i c u l a r Makassar 
nobles mentioned in the h i s t o r i c a l t e x t s to p a r t i c u l a r graves 
a s s o c i a t e d with a "known" (named) a n c e s t r a l f i g u r e .

A component c o n t a i n i n g two or more m a t e r i a l s , or whose 
ma t e r i a l was not c l e a r l y recorded as per the above, can be 
i n d i c a t e d with s l a s h e d c a t e g o r i e s . E.g. b r i c k s p l a s t e r e d with 
modern cement can be expressed as 3/5; f a b r i c s d e s c r i b e d 
merely as "cement" can be denoted as 4/5. Of course, many 
marked graves c o n t a i n m u l t i p l e components b u i l t w ith 
d i f f e r e n t m a t e r i a l s , and these can be shown by alphanumerical 
combinations i n which the l e t t e r symbolises the " s t y l e " . 

At the broadest l e v e l , s t y l e can be d i v i d e d i n t o 
s t r u c t u r e s marking the presence of a grave i n the ground, 
above-surface s t r u c t u r e s c o n t a i n i n g a b u r i a l (here c a l l e d 
s e p u l c h r e s ) , and s t r u c t u r e s p r o t e c t i n g a grave's l o c a t i o n . 
The f i r s t category can be f u r t h e r d i v i d e d i n t o i s o l a t e d 

^ I do not know p r e c i s e l y when cement was f i r s t produced i n 
Makassar, but some c l u e s i n Seger (1987) suggest a date very 
e a r l y i n the 20th century. Already manufactured i n Java by 
1889 (p.45), cement was imported i n t o the other i s l a n d s by 
1901 (p.191), and i t s consumption exceeded i t s importation 
( i . e . i t was l o c a l l y manufactured) i n the other i s l a n d s by 
1913 (p.193). While the e a r l y 20th century production outside 
of Java occurred p r i m a r i l y i n Sumatra's West Coast (p.186),

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markers, arrangements and grave markers. P r o t e c t i v e 
s t r u c t u r e s can be d i v i d e d i n t o tombs, s h e l t e r s and c o r r a l s . 
The more e l a b o r a t e graves c o n t a i n a l l s o r t s of conceivable 
combinations of these b a s i c elements, defined below. 

I s o l a t e d m a r k e r s S i n g l e elements, or p a i r e d elements at the 
head and foot of the grave. The same l e t t e r s are used when 
these elements occur enclosed i n a s t r u c t u r e . T h e i r code i s : 

R: A s i n g l e stone or clump of stones, u s u a l l y at one end of 
the grave; 

S: P a i r e d stones or p a i r e d clumps of stones, at e i t h e r end 
of the grave; 

T: I s o l a t e d nisan;'* 
U: P a i r e d n i s a n at e i t h e r end of the grave. 

Arrangement^^ C l u s t e r s of o b j e c t s , u s u a l l y n a t u r a l stones but 
a l s o p o s s i b l y b r i c k s or b l o c k s of cement, which have not been 
bonded together. Designated by O, with two main v a r i a n t s : 

0 ( i ) : Arrangement d e f i n i n g o u t l i n e of grave, with no i n f i l l ; 
0 ( i i ) : Arrangement c o v e r i n g grave, or at l e a s t comprising a 

s u b s t a n t i a l p i l e of o b j e c t s . 

G r a v e m a r k e r s . S u r f a c e s t r u c t u r e s , made i n e i t h e r one or a 
few p i e c e s , or from components bonded together, marking where 
the corpse had been b u r i e d i n the ground. Denoted P. 

Sepulchres. E l e v a t e d s t r u c t u r e s , f i l l e d with e a r t h , of 
s u f f i c i e n t dimensions and s o l i d i t y t o suggest that the corpse 
was i n t e r r e d above the p r e v a i l i n g ground l e v e l . Denoted Q. 

The v a r i o u s s t y l e s of P and Q suggested a t y p o l o g i c a l 
c l a s s i f i c a t i o n based on the shape when viewed from above and 
the degree of e l a b o r a t i o n of the s i d e s . These a r e : 

Case-tpps. Ground-level s u r f a c e c o n s t r u c t i o n s , u s u a l l y 
cement, e n c l o s i n g a narrow r e c t a n g u l a r space. 

•* Nisan could be l o o s e l y t r a n s l a t e d i n E n g l i s h as "worked 
g r a v e s t o n e ( s ) " , except that other m a t e r i a l s besides stone can 
be employed. Most of the Makassar examples se r v e as 
a r c h i t e c t u r a l accoutrements to the marked grave. 
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Slabbed. Low s t r u c t u r e s e n c l o s i n g a space which i s broader 
than the s i d e of the s t r u c t u r e . The s t r u c t u r e i t s e l f might : 
have rounded or r i g h t - a n g l e d r e l i e f . 

Boxes. D i f f e r from the above by being t a l l e r and dominated by 
perpendicular angles. Also enclose a space broader than the 
s i d e of the s t r u c t u r e . 

S l a b r s M ^ d . C h a r a c t e r i s e d by t h i n s i d e s , u s u a l l y t a l l , which 
enclose a space much broader than the width of the s i d e s . 

Cases. S t r u c t u r e s of perpendicular angles which enclose an 
aperture more narrow than the s i d e of the s t r u c t u r e . 

Simple. Unelaborated examples of the above. 

R e l i e y e d . Examples of the above which c o n t a i n b e v e l l e d edges, 
footings, concave s i l h o u e t t e s , or other minor e labor at ions, 

Stepped. Examples of the above with a stepped s i l h o u e t t e 
leading up to the top aperture. 

Combinations of the above are shown with c a p i t a l l e t t e r s :

There a r e two a d d i t i o n a l types of marker not included i n 
the above. One, denoted V, i s ramped along i t s long a x i s , low 
at the foot but r i s i n g g r a d u a l l y or i n s t e p s towards the 
head. The other, denoted W, i s a cuboid s t r u c t u r e l a c k i n g any 
enclosed aperture. 

Markers and s e p u l c h r e s are o f t e n c o n s t r u c t e d as one pie c e 
with n i s a n , u s u a l l y a t head and foot but o c c a s i o n a l l y j u s t at 
the head. Such c a s e s are denoted by N. 

Whether i s o l a t e d , enclosed, or p a r t of a s t r u c t u r e , n i s a n 
show a b a s i c range of forms, designated by Roman numerals. 

( i ) "Simple", recorded i n the cemetery i n v e n t o r i e s as "nisan 
umum" (usual n i s a n ) . Most are pentagonal i n shape, or roughly 
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s e m i - c i r c u l a r with b a s a l studs or an a p i c a l stud, but others 
can r i s e i n s t e p s to an apex or incorporate s l i g h t 
c r e n u l a t i o n s . Very much a d e f a u l t c l a s s f o r unexceptional 
examples. ^r;-.-: 

( i i ) C renulated. T r i a n g u l a r i n general shape but with fancy 
r e l i e f along the s i d e s leading to the apex. 

( i i i ) Handle-shaped. Covers a wide range of t a l l n i s a n with a 
narrow stem supporting a complex head with a convex 
s i I h o u e t t e . 

( i v ) S c e p t r e s . T a l l , narrow-stemmed n i s a n g r a d u a l l y widening 
towards the top; e i t h e r rounded or r i g h t - a n g l e d s i d e s . 

(v) T a b l e t s and pegs. Cuboid nisan, i n c l u d i n g v a r i a n t s 
rounded at the edges. U s u a l l y a very simple n i s a n , f u r t h e r 
d i s t i n g u i s h e d from ( i ) by being s m a l l . They grade i n t o : 

( v i ) S t a f f s . D i s t i n g u i s h e d from standing stones by g r e a t e r 
length and masonry work (e.g. p o l i s h e d f i n i s h ) . E i t h e r 
c y l i n d r i c a l or cuboid. 

( v i i ) Dollop-shaped. A lone n i s a n at Benteng T a l l o k which 
cannot be grouped with the other forms. I t i s shaped l i k e 
t h r ee s l i g h t l y f l a t t e n e d b a l l s p laced on top of each other. 

Types of p r o t e c t i v e s t r u c t u r e s can now be d e t a i l e d . 

Tombs. Grave s h e l t e r s of very s o l i d m a t e r i a l s and 
c o n s t r u c t i o n p r e s e n t i n g the main v i s u a l s p e c t a c l e , shrouding 
the grave i n darkness or even preventing a c l e a r view. 
Designated as X, with nine v a r i a n t s recognised here. 

( i ) The v a r i a n t with a m u l t i - t i e r e d slabbed roof, found at 
the S u l t a n Hasanuddin, Arung Palakka and T a l l o k R a j a 
complexes (Table F-1) where i t i s a s s o c i a t e d with known dates 
of death between 1639 and 1724. 

( i i ) S i m i l a r to ( i ) but with less-developed t i e r i n g of the 
roof. A s s o c i a t e d with a known date of death of 1650. 
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( i i i ) S i m i l a r to ( i i ) but with a t r u e arch at the entrance 
r a t h e r than a c o r b e l a r c h . A s s o c i a t e d with a known date of 
death of 1742. 

( i v ) Kobang tombs - igloo-shaped domes with four e x t e r n a l l y 
v i s i b l e arched t r u s s e s , atop a square- or r e c t a n g u l a r - w a l l e d 
base, u s u a l l y with prominent corner p i l l a r s . The word kobang, 
which would be r e l a t e d to Indonesian kubah (cupola, dome), 
appears to be a l o c a l term f o r t h i s s t y l e , and was a p p l i e d i n 
the Dutch c o l o n i a l r e p o r t s (Oudheidkundinge Dienst, 1949:7). 
I very r a r e l y i n v e s t i g a t e d the i n t e r i o r s of these tombs. 
Associated with known p o s t - I s l a m i s a t i o n dates of death from 
1654 onwards. 

(v) A v a r i a n t of the above i n which the w a l l s r i s e w e l l above 
the j u n c t i o n with the cupola. Unique to or at l e a s t best 
developed with the tomb of S u l t a n Sahaduddin (died 1696) and 
h i s wife Daeng T a l e l e ( d i e d 1725) . ^ r _.,'^-

^^ri) Mosque-like tombs, d i f f e r i n g from the kobang owing to a 
f u l l y rounded dome without e x t e r n a l l y v i s i b l e arched t r u s s e s . 

( v i i ) House-like tombs with a r c h i t e c t u r a l f e a t u r e s stamping 
the c o n s t r u c t i o n as p e c u l i a r l y South Sulawesi i n s t y l e . 

( v i i i ) House-like tombs b u i l t i n the European s t y l e . 

( i x ) Suspected or reported tomb but with only the v e r t i c a l 
w a l l s ( i n c l u d i n g the prominent corner p i l l a r s ) s t i l l extant. 

S h e l t e r s . Designated Y. These grade i n t o the tombs but as a 
c l a s s are d i s t i n g u i s h e d by l e s s s o l i d c o n s t r u c t i o n and more 
open s i d e s . Sometimes the roof i s supported only by a frame. 

C o r r a l s . Designated Z. D i s t i n g u i s h e d by a l a c k of evidence of 
r o o f i n g . 
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A d d i t i o n a l d e s c r i p t i o n s a r e shown with the f o l l o w i n g small 
l e t t e r s : 

ns: Grave o r i e n t e d along a north-south a x i s . 
' ew: Grave o r i e n t e d along an east-west a x i s . 

c : Decorated with ceramics, e i t h e r i n s e t or perched on top. 
d: Carved d e c o r a t i o n s not c o n t r i b u t i n g to shape, e.g. 

f l o r a l p a nels, Makassar or Arabic s c r i p t , v e r t i c a l 
r u n n e l s . Not i n c l u d i n g attached plaques, 

p: Platforms extending w e l l beyond the p r e c i s e l o c a t i o n of 
the grave or i t s p r o t e c t i v e s t r u c t u r e , even l i n k i n g two 
or more graves or p r o t e c t i v e s t r u c t u r e s .
