
CHAPTER 10. THE TALLOK HEADWATERS 

10.1 I n t r o d u c t i o n 

The Pabundukang and D i c c e k a n g t r i b u t a r y s y s t e m s , w h i c h ' 
o r i g i n a t e i n t h e rugged l a n d s c a p e o f Camba F o r m a t i o n b e h i n d 
t h e c o a s t a l p l a i n (Photo 1 0 - 3 ) , b r i n g down most o f t h e w a t e r s 
of t h e Sungai T a l l o k . Lower down t h e s e s y s t e m s d r a i n a 
r o l l i n g l a n d s c a p e d i r e c t l y n o r t h e a s t o f t h e u p p e r - m i d d l e 
J e k n e k b e r a n g ( F i g u r e s 5-2 and 1 0 - 1 b ) . v 

SSPHAP s u r v e y e d t h i s a r e a b e c a u s e P a t t a l l a s s a n g and 
P a c c e l l e k a n g , two of Gowa's B a t e S a l a p a n g o r c o u n c i l of n i n e 
d i s t r i c t heads, would be l o c a t e d h e r e by t h e 1693 map ( F i g u r e 
5 - 5 ) . A l s o , T a l l o k ' s o r i g i n s t o r y ( 1 2 . 2 . 1 ) i n v o k e s 
s e t t l e m e n t s u p r i v e r from t h e T a l l o k mouth. As t h e s e c o n d 
r e a s o n i n v o l v e s "Moncongloe", and b o t h Moncongloe L a p p a r a and 
Moncongloe B u l u l o o k e d l i k e p o s s i b l e matches, SSPHAP r a n a 
t h i n t r a n s e c t between t h e two l o c a l i t i e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 ) . 

The s u r v e y e d a r e a c e n t r e s on Kecamatan Bonto Marannu,'' 
Kabupaten Gowa, and c r o s s e s i n t o Kotamadya Ujung Pandang and 
Kabupaten Maros. The f i e l d w o r k , c o n d u c t e d between Oc t o b e r and 
December 1986, was s t r u c t u r e d a c c o r d i n g t o t h e r e p o r t s of 
a n t i q u e - b e a r i n g s i t e s from our i n f o r m a n t i n Campaga Lomo 
( 9 . 2 ) . However, a p l a n n e d e x t e n s i o n of t h e s u r v e y a r e a 
southwards t o Bontomanaik c o u l d not be r e a l i s e d ( 5 . 3 ) . 

As P e t e r B e l l w o o d p o i n t e d out t o me, t h e T a l l o k a p p e a r s 
d i r e c t l y a n a l o g o u s w i t h t h e c o a s t a l r i v e r s o f A u s t r a l i a ' s 
Kakadu N a t i o n a l P a r k ( s e e J o n e s , 1 9 8 5 ) . A p r i m a r y 
c o n d i t i o n i n g f a c t o r i n b o t h c a s e s i s t h e d e e p e r c h a n n e l s 
i n c i s e d d u r i n g t h e P l e i s t o c e n e e r a when lower s e a - l e v e l s 

^ Bonto Marannu would appear t o be a q u i t e s i g n i f i c a n t 
h i s t o r i c a l toponym, s p e c i f i c a l l y b e c a u s e of i t s a s s o c i a t i o n 
w i t h Kg Bonto Marannu who was p o s s i b l y t h e s i n g l e most 
important m i l i t a r y l e a d e r i n g r e a t e r Gowa's r e s i s t a n c e d u r i n g 
the Makassar War ( s e e Andaya, 1 9 8 1 ) . However, our q u i t e 
e x t e n s i v e s u r v e y of Kecamatan Bonto Marannu d i d not r e c o v e r 
any e v i d e n c e which might l i n k i t w i t h t h e h i s t o r i c a l toponym. 
The Bonto Marannu shown on the 1693 Dutch map 
( F i g u r e 5-5) would appear t o l i e w e l l t o t h e n o r t h , i n t h e 
v i c i n i t y of Sungai Bonelengga where a p p a r e n t l y no modern 
toponym even r e m o t e l y l i k e Bonto Marannu h a s s u r v i v e d . A more 
l i k e l y l o c a t i o n f o r t h e h i s t o r i c a l toponym of Bonto Marannu 
i s n e a r Jongaya i n Ujung Pandang c i t y ( T a b l e 1 4 - 3 ) . 
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p r e v a i l e d ( s e e F i g u r e 1 1 - 1 a ) . Hence t h e T a l l o k mouth i s today 
an i n l e t , and t h e s e a ' s t i d e s a f f e c t t h e T a l l o k w a t e r s a s f a r 
a s P atadang Toa, a p p r o x i m a t e l y 15 k i l o m e t r e s upstream but 
o n l y f o u r m e t r e s above s e a l e v e l ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 ) . F u r t h e r , the 
deep P l e i s t o c e n e v a l l e y s of t h e t r i b u t a r i e s a s s o c i a t e d w i t h 
t h e Pabundukang have been t u r n e d i n t o b r oad b a s i n s by 
s e d i m e n t a r y i n f i l l ( P hoto 1 0 - 1 ) . 

The T a l l i s i t r i b u t a r y o r i g i n a t e s i n one of t h e s e mature 
v a l l e y s . The t r i b u t a r y c a l l e d B a l a n g T a l l o k h a s a p p a r e n t l y 
r e t r e a t e d headward t o c o n n e c t w i t h t h e T a l l i s i , c u t t i n g 
t h r o u g h a " p e n i n s u l a " of Camba F o r m a t i o n i n t h e p r o c e s s . T h i s 
Camba F o r m a t i o n " p e n i n s u l a " a p p a r e n t l y c o n t i n u e s a s a 
s u b - a l l u v i a l r i d g e r u n n i n g n o r t h w a r d s between B a l a n g T a l l o k 
and Sungai Sabeng. The l a t t e r i s a p p a r e n t l y f e d by t h e Sungai 
M e n j a l l i n g and L e l e n g a n g , a s t h e lower r e a c h e s of t h e 
Bantiraurung and B a l a n g Papa r i v e r s a r e c a l l e d ( c f . F i g u r e s 
5-2, 5-6 and 1 0 - 1 b ) . I n d e e d t h e S u n g a i Sabeng, B a l a n g T a l l o k 
and Mangalorang t r i b u t a r y a l l f o l l o w s u b p a r a l l e l , northbound 
c o u r s e s w i t h i n a p r e d o m i n a n t l y swampy a l l u v i a l l a n d s c a p e . 
T h i s p a t t e r n s u g g e s t s t h a t t h e s e s t r e a m s do not d r a i n t h e 
l a n d s c a p e a s s u c h . R a t h e r t h e y mark minor s y n c l i n e s where the 
l a n d s u r f a c e d r o p s below t h e w a t e r t a b l e o f an a r e a of broad 
d i s c h a r g e (most o f w h i c h u l t i m a t e l y f i n d s i t s way i n t o t h e 
S u n g a i T a l l o k ) . h i a / v . . n s - - - ^ ? - -

The e a r l y 2 0 t h c e n t u r y D u t c h l a n d - u s e map shows t h e 
p o p u l a t i o n c o n c e n t r a t e d around t h e swampy d e p r e s s i o n s which 
a r e i d e a l f o r sawah ( F i g u r e 5 - 3 ) . The 1969 I n d o n e s i c i n 
l a n d - u s e map, however, shows t h a t o v e r much o f t h e s u r v e y 
a r e a , h a b i t a t i o n moved away from t h e mature v a l l e y s towards 
t h e main r o a d s shown i n F i g u r e 1 0 - l b . C o n g r e g a t i o n of t h e 
p o p u l a t i o n a l o n g t h e motorways h a s s i n c e p r o c e e d e d throughout 
t h e s u r v e y a r e a , and i s i n d e e d a p r o f e s s e d p o l i c y o f l o c a l 
government.^ I n t h e l o n g term t h i s p r o c e s s had a p p a r e n t l y 

^ A c t u a l l y t h e r o a d s s t r i k i n g due west and e a s t from Marannu, 
and t h e r o a d s t r i k i n g s o u t h e a s t w a r d s from Manyempang Baru

have drawn them b a s e d on my e x p e r i e n c e d r i v i n g through t h e 
a r e a . The r o a d from Lamuru t o " T a s s i l i B a r u " west of Marannu 
i s now dominated by s t r i p development, w h i l e t h e kampungs of 
P a t t i r o , Moncong-Moncong and s o u t h Macinna ( B i r i n g B a l a n g ) 
have a l s o r e l o c a t e d n o r t h e a s t w a r d s a l o n g t h e p a s s i n g road. 
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o r i g i n a t e d by a t l e a s t c.1900, b e c a u s e t h e l a r g e s t 2 0 t h 
c e n t u r y s e t t l e m e n t , now c a l l e d Marannu, a p p e a r s t o have 
d e v e l o p e d l a r g e l y a s a t r a n s p o r t node ( 1 0 . 2 . 4 ) . 

Hence a s a r u l e of thumb SSPHAP's s i t e s show e v i d e n c e of 
o c c u p a t i o n , f o l l o w e d by abandonment d u r i n g t h e 19th and 
e s p e c i a l l y t h e 2 0 t h c e n t u r y . The abandoned s i t e s were e i t h e r 
i n l a d a n g s ( d r y l a n d f i e l d s ) , o r c o v e r e d w i t h a t a n g l e d s c r u b 
dominated by what l o o k e d l i k e l a n t a n a , and s e c o n d a r y f o r e s t s 
dominated by bamboos and t e a k , sometimes s i n g l y , sometimes i n 
c o m b i n a t i o n o r e c o l o g i c a l t r a n s i t i o n . 

D e s p i t e t h e o f t e n a t r o c i o u s s u r v e y c o n d i t i o n s , a s m a l l 
number o f f l a k e d s t o n e a r t e f a c t s were u s u a l l y r e c o v e r e d , and 
l a r g e p r e h i s t o r i c s i t e s c o n t a i n i n g b a c k e d b l a d e s were 
r e c o r d e d a t Gentung and B a l a n g S a r i ( F i g u r e 10-1a; Appendix 
G ) . The p o i n t i s made s t i l l c l e a r e r by d i s t i n g u i s h i n g between 
t h e e i g h t h i s t o r i c a l s i t e s w h i c h o c c u r r e d on Holocene 
a l l u v i a l d e p o s i t s , and t h e o t h e r s w h i c h o c c u r r e d on t h e Camba 
F o r m a t i o n g e o l o g i c a l u n i t ( s e e F i g u r e 5 - 2 ) . O n l y two o f t h e 
former produced f l a k e d s t o n e a r t e f a c t s (Moncongloe L a p p a r a , 
P a c c e l l e k a n g Lama), whereas t h e l a t t e r p roduced them whenever 
t h e e x t e n t of a v a i l a b l e e x p o s u r e s r o s e above b e i n g t r i v i a l . 
I n a d d i t i o n , t h e T a l l o k headwater s i t e s p r oduced t h e two 
p o l i s h e d s t o n e a r t e f a c t s w h i c h SSPHAP's s u r v e y r e c o r d e d 
o u t s i d e t h e Benteng Tua c l u s t e r . 

The i n t e r s i t e d i s t a n c e s , g i v e n i n T a b l e 10-1, g e n e r a t e t h e 
c l u s t e r s o f s i t e s shown i n F i g u r e 10-2a. The P a t t a l l a s s a n g 
and Moncongloe c l u s t e r s r e l i a b l y i n c l u d e a t l e a s t t h o s e s i t e s 
d e p i c t e d . However, t h e l a r g e c e n t r a l c l u s t e r c a l l e d t h e 
P a c c e l l e k a n g c l u s t e r i s u n s t a b l e . F o r i n s t a n c e , t r e a t i n g 
T a s s i l i and Ganrang Jawa a s a s i n g l e a r e a - s i t e ^ would s e e 
T a s s i l i - G a n r a n g Jawa and t h e s i t e s n e a r them, i . e . a PPST 
group, c l u s t e r w i t h t h e P a t t a l l a s s a n g s i t e s . A nother way o f 
showing t h e same p o i n t i s t o f a c t o r i n t h e p o s s i b l e 
c l u s t e r i n g o f t h e BLK s i t e s s o u t h t o w a r d s Sumbarang where, 
r e p o r t e d l y , a n t i q u e s have been l o o t e d . The PPSTG group would 
t h e n c l u s t e r t o w a r d s P a t t a l l a s s a n g , and t h e now i m p o v e r i s h e d 

^ T h e i r c l o s e s t p o i n t s a r e s e p a r a t e d by l e s s t h a n 200 m e t r e s . 
F u r t h e r , t h e i n t e r v e n i n g t e r r a i n c o u l d w e l l have c o n t a i n e d 
" s i t e " , o n l y i t s d e t e c t i o n had been r u l e out by t h e t h i c k 
c o v e r of v e g e t a t i o n .

<: s i t e s beyond the s u r v e y boundary. Sanggarang, sboND i n s q u a r e b r a c k e t s , i s m a r g i n a l l y a c c e p t e d a s a h i s t o r i c a l toponym. I t s d i s t a n c e s have been uorked out o n l y 

t o t h e n e a r e s t s i t e s a s t h e s e a r e adequate t o show t h a t Sanggarang would not a f f e c t t h e s i t e - c l u s t e r i n g p a t t e r n s shown i n F i g u r e 10-2 ( a l t h o u g h i t c o u l d 
c o n c e i v a b l y c l u s t e r w i t h D i c c e k a n g , depending on where f u r t h e r s i t e s i n Kecamatan Handai might l i e ) . 

N.B. The narrow c h a n n e l s would have been e a s i l y c r o s s a b l e by s t r a t e g i c a l l y s i t e d f o o t b r i d g e s (Photo 10-2), s o none o f t h e i n t e r s i t e d i s t a n c e s i n v o l v e s 
r i v e r - c r o s s i n g s i n t h e s e n s e o f t h e b r a c k e t e d i n t e r s i t e d i s t a n c e s i n T a b l e s 6-1 and 9-1.

Main clustering events - Figure 10-1a. BBPB joins KNP at 889iii; PTT joins PGST at 1366gi; PMBEJH joins Moncongloe Lappara at 2063DI (HJPHBE is 2319iii from BBPBKHP); 
BLK joins BBPBKHP at 2257iii (BLK is 2283B froD PPSTG and 22910 from BS; BBPBKMPBLK joins PPSTG at 2651iii (PPSTG is 2702oi from PTTPGST; BBPBKMPBLK is 2955ID from BS 
and 3173 ID froo PMBEJNM). 

Note, i f Tassilik and Ganrang Jam treated as one site, and i t s distances to other sites are taken as the shortest distance froo either Tassili or Ganrang Jana, 
then after BLK joins BBBPBKMB at 2257b, the folloHing would occur.

Main clustering events - Figure IC^lh. BLK assumed to join southwards, cf. BLK to (Sumbarang) distance of 930m. BBPB joins KMP at 889m; PTT joins PGST at 1366a; 
PMBEJM joins Moncongloe Lappara at 2063m (PMBEJM is 2319m from BBPBKMP); PHBEJMM joins BBPBKMP at 2660m (PPSTG is 2809m from BBPBKMP); PPSTG joins PTTPGST at 2702a. 
Inclusion or exclusion of (Ujung) has no possible effect on these clustering events. 

Note, Sangarang to Patadang-Manyempang-Balang Patti-Embung (PMBE) is 2945m, to PMBEJM is 3488ai, to PMBEJMM is 3432m. 
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P a c c e l l e k a n g c l u s t e r w o u l d f i n d i t s c l o s e s t w i d e r l i n k w i t h 

t h e M o n c o n g l o e c l u s t e r ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 b ) . T h e h i s t o r i c a l 

e v i d e n c e ( 1 0 . 8 ) s u g g e s t s t h a t t h e 1 6 t h t o 1 7 t h c e n t u r y 

p a t t e r n s o f s o c i a l o r g a n i s a t i o n h a v e v a c i l l a t e d b e t w e e n t h e 

c o n f i g u r a t i o n s r e p r e s e n t e d b y F i g u r e s 1 0 - 2 a a n d 1 0 - 2 b .

F i e l d s a t t h e w e s t g i v e w a y t o s c r u b a t t h e e a s t e n c l o s i n g 

t w o s m a l l g r a v e y a r d s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 3 ) . T h e " o l d " g r a v e y a r d , 

w h i c h w e i n v e n t o r i s e d , h a s a t l e a s t n i n e r e c t a n g l e s o f 

a r r a n g e d s t o n e s , o r i e n t e d a t a r o u n d 3 3 0 ° f r o m n o r t h , h i d d e n 

a m o n g t h e s c r u b ( P h o t o 1 0 - 4 ) . 6 5 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s a t t h e f i e l d s 

a n d t h e o l d g r a v e y a r d c o n f i r m t h e r e p o r t e d l o o t i n g o f 

b l u e - a n d - w h i t e c e r a m i c s , s u p p l e m e n t e d b y S a w a n k h a l o k a n d 

c e l a d o n s , a t b o t h a r e a s i n t h e e a r l y 1 9 8 0 s . S S P H A P ' s t i n y 

s a m p l e o f s u r f a c e t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s a r e d i s t r i b u t e d a c r o s s a 

l a r g e e x p a n s e o f t i m e ( P h o t o 6 - 1 9 ; F i g u r e 1 0 - 7 ) . H e n c e t h e 

e v i d e n c e s u g g e s t s t h a t b u r i a l s o c c u r r e d h e r e f r o m t h e 

1 3 t h - 1 4 t h c e n t u r i e s u n t i l r e c e n t t i m e s , a l t h o u g h p r o b a b l y o n 

a s p o r a d i c b a s i s .

G e n t u n g ( G o w a 5 9 ) o c c u r s o n t h e n o r t h b a n k o f a t r i b u t a r y 

o f t h e P a b u n d u k a n g w h e r e i t e n t e r s t h e e a s t e r n m o s t s a w a h 

d e p r e s s i o n ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 ) . A s l i g h t l y h u m p e d k n o l l c o v e r e d 

w i t h s c r u b ( P h o t o 1 0 - 5 ) c o n t a i n s a t l e a s t 1 8 1 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s 

( F i g u r e 1 0 - 4 ) a n d 1 8 I s l a m i c g r a v e s m a r k e d w i t h s t o n e s ( T a b l e 

F - 7 a ) . R e p o r t e d l y l o o t e d i n t h e e a r l y 1 9 8 0 s , i t h a d p r o d u c e d 

l o t s o f S a w a n k h a l o k a n d " S w a t o w " w a r e s , p l u s a f e w c e l a d o n s . 

T h e k n o l l p r o b a b l y c o n t a i n s t h e s i t e ' s m a i n a r c h a e o l o g i c a l 

c o n t e n t s , e v e n t h o u g h m o s t o f t h e d e b r i s w a s f o u n d a m o n g t h e 

s t u b b l e n o r t h o f t h e k n o l l . T h i s i n c l u d e s 5 1 T o a l e a n - t y p e 

P a l a c i n i , a s s h o w n o n t h e D u t c h l a n d - u s e m a p s , w a s l o c a t e d 

j u s t e a s t o f t h e s i t e . I t h a d b e e n a b a n d o n e d b y 1969 
a c c o r d i n g t o t h e I n d o n e s i a n l a n d - u s e m a p ( s e e F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 b ) . 



s t o n e a r t e f a c t s among t h e l a t e r i t i c g r a v e l s , and 37 t r a d e w a r e 
p i e c e s d a t i n g m a i n l y between t h e 15th and 1 7 t h c e n t u r i e s 
( F i g u r e 1 0 - 7 ) . E v e n though t h e d e b r i s g i v e s no r e a s o n t o 
s u s p e c t o c c u p a t i o n d u r i n g p o s t - T o a l e a n t i m e s , ' and none o f 
t h e marked g r a v e s needs p o s t d a t e t h e 1 7 t h - 1 8 t h c e n t u r i e s , t h e 
s i t e i n c l u d e s a m a i n t a i n e d saukang. The 1 7 t h - c e n t u r y kampung 
of Gentung shown on t h e 1693 map ( F i g u r e 5-5) may have been 
l o c a t e d e a s t o f t h e s i t e , i n t h e v i c i n i t y o f t h e t i n y Gentung 
kampung shown on t h e e a r l y 2 0 t h c e n t u r y maps.^ 

S a i l e Tua (Gowa 61) o c c u p i e s b o t h l e v e e s o f t h e 
a f o r e - m e n t i o n e d t r i b u t a r y where i t meets t h e Pabundukang 
( F i g u r e 10-1; Photo 1 0 - 6 ) . I t s r e p o r t e d s t a t u s a s an o l d 
kampung c o r r e s p o n d s t o i t s d e p i c t i o n a s s e t t l e m e n t on t h e ~~ 
2 0 t h c e n t u r y maps. 151 h o l e s c o u n t e d among t h e t h i c k p a s t u r e 
and weedy c o v e r c o n f i r m t h e r e p o r t e d l o o t i n g o f t h e s i t e , 
b e g i n n i n g i n t h e e a r l y 1970s. B l u e - a n d - w h i t e , Sawankhalok and 
c e l a d o n w a r e s were i n d i c a t e d a s t h e main f i n d s , and one p i e c e 
was a c e r a m i c b i r d . A t r o c i o u s v i s i b i l i t y c o n d i t i o n s 
r e s t r i c t e d t h e o b s e r v a b l e s u r f a c e c o n t e n t s t o two g r a v e s 
marked w i t h p e b b l e s o r i e n t e d 30° from n o r t h , p l u s a few 
s h e r d s . However, t h e s p o i l heap from one h o l e c o n t a i n e d 64 
e a r t h e n w a r e and two t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s ( s e e F i g u r e 1 0 - 5 ) . Only 
1 5 t h - 1 6 t h c e n t u r y t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s were r e c o r d e d ( F i g u r e 
10-7),'' even though t h e s i t e would appear t o have been us e d 
b oth f o r o c c u p a t i o n and b u r i a l s o v e r a f a r l o n g e r p e r i o d . 

Teko (Gowa 60) d i f f e r s from t h e t h r e e p r e c e d i n g s i t e s by 
o c c u r i n g i n an a r e a o f l a d a n g s w e l l away from t h e sawah ^ 
d e p r e s s i o n . Two I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d s a p p r o x i m a t e l y 100 m e t r e s 
a p a r t , c o n t a i n i n g 19 " o l d " marked g r a v e s and t e n "new" marked 

= Only s i x e a r t h e n w a r e s h e r d s were r e c o r d e d (Appendix D ) . 
T h e i r g r e a t e r t r a n s p o r t a b i l i t y may w e l l have l e d t o t h e i r 
u n d e r - r e p r e s e n t a t i o n compared w i t h t h e h e a v i e r t r a d e w a r e 
s h e r d s and s t o n e a r t e f a c t s . Only e x c a v a t i o n c o u l d r e a l l y t e l l 
whether t h e s i t e ' s e a r t h e n w a r e s h e r d a g e h a s been almost f u l l y 
eroded away o r whether l i t t l e e a r t h e n w a r e s h e r d a g e had been 
d e p o s i t e d t h e r e i n t h e f i r s t p l a c e .

The a p p a r e n t l y h e i g h t e n e d emphasis on t h e 15th c e n t u r y 
g i v e n by t h e f i n e t r a d e w a r e p r o f i l e s ( F i g u r e 10-6) l a r g e l y 
r e f l e c t s t h e 1 5 t h - 1 6 t h c e n t u r y d a t i n g , r a t h e r t h a n t h e u s u a l 
16th c e n t u r y d a t i n g , which I a s c r i b e d t o t h e two Ming BW 
p i e c e s . These two p i e c e s , and t h e Sawankhalok p i e c e , c o u l d 
a l l w e l l be of 16th c e n t u r y v i n t a g e . 
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g r a v e s , were a s s o c i a t e d w i t h 47 and 107 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s 
r e s p e c t i v e l y . T h e s e were c o n c e n t r a t e d n e a r t h e g r a v e y a r d s but 
c o v e r e d much o f t h e i n t e r v e n i n g t e r r a i n . The i n h a b i t a n t s 
c l a i m e d no knowledge o f t h e f i n d s s i n c e o u t s i d e r s had done 
t h e l o o t i n g . T h i c k p a s t u r e p r e c l u d e d a s i z a b l e sample of 
s u r f a c e s h e r d a g e , a l t h o u g h a Swatow p i e c e was r e c o r d e d n e a r 
t h e "new" g r a v e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 7 ) . „ 

G i v e n t h e a v a i l a b l e t r a d e w a r e s , t h e o r i g i n s o f t h e PGST 
b u r i a l grounds c a n be d a t e d no l a t e r t h a n t h e 14th c e n t u r y a t 
P a l a c i n i Tua, t h e 15th c e n t u r y a t Gentung, t h e 16th c e n t u r y 
a t S a i l e Tua, and t h e 1 7 t h c e n t u r y a t Teko. Where r e p o r t e d , 
t h e t y p e s o f a n t i q u e s found g e n e r a l l y s u p p o r t s u c h a 
c h r o n o l o g y . F i g u r e 10-6 might be c o r r e c t i n e m p h a s i s i n g t h e 
c o m p a r a t i v e f r e q u e n c y o f 15th c e n t u r y p i e c e s , but t h e g e n e r a l 
t r a d e w a r e p r o f i l e i n F i g u r e 10-7 i s more r e l i a b l e a s t h e 
t r a d e w a r e sample i s s m a l l . ^ 

10.2.2 P a t t a l l a s s a n g Tua (Gowa 52) 

P a t t a l l a s s a n g Tua o c c u p i e s a f i s t o f g e n t l y s l o p i n g l a n d 
which k n u c k l e s i n t o t h e sawah d e p r e s s i o n below ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 ) . 
The g r a v e l l y c l a y s w h i c h dominate t h e s i t e ' s t o p s o i l a r e 
c o l o u r e d r e d d i s h g r e y t o b r i g h t y e l l o w i s h r e d . The e a r l y 2 0th 
c e n t u r y l a n d - u s e maps show t h e s i t e a s a s m a l l kampung 
dwar f e d by t h e I s l a m i c c e m e t e r y a t t h e kampung's so u t h w e s t 
b o r d e r . R e p o r t e d l y much o f t h e s i t e had been l o o t e d , 
p a r t i c u l a r l y a t s i x c o n c e n t r a t i o n s o f a n t i q u e f i n d s w h i c h 
i n c l u d e d "Swatow" a s t h e main t y p e , t h e n brownwares, 
Sawankhalok and some c e l a d o n s . One duni (wooden c o f f i n ) was 
r e p o r t e d l y found i n a d e c a y e d s t a t e , b u t no human bones. A 
s e v e n t h h a u l o f a n t i q u e s - b l u e - a n d - w h i t e , "Ming r e d " , 
Sawankhalok and some c e l a d o n w a r e s - was f o r t u i t i o u s l y 
r e c o v e r e d a s a r e s u l t o f e x c a v a t i o n s f o r t h e f o u n d a t i o n s of 
t h e s c h o o l on t h e modern r o a d ( F i g u r e 10-8).® The s i t e h a s 
been l a r g e l y o v e r t a k e n by d e n s e s c r u b o r c o n v e r t e d t o d r y l a n d

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f i e l d s , s o t h e l o o t e r ' s h o l e s w h i c h had not been ploughed 
back were g e n e r a l l y h i d d e n by r e g r o w t h . 

C h o o s i n g f i e l d s a t t h e r e p o r t e d a n t i q u e - b e a r i n g a r e a s and 
l e s s scrvibby a r e a s i n t h e I s l a n i c g r a v e y a r d s , we s u r v e y e d 
15,100 ni=* i n t o t a l , i n v o l v i n g an e f f e c t i v e exposed s u r f a c e 
a r e a o f 10,408 . U s i n g t h e l a t t e r a r e a s , we c a n d e m o n s t r a t e 
a c l e a r p a t t e r n i n g of t h e s i t e ' s s u r f a c e t r a d e w a r e s by 
p l o t t i n g t h e e f f e c t i v e d e n s i t i e s o f "Ming", "Qing BW" and p 
" r e c e n t " p i e c e s p e r zone, grouped t o r e f l e c t t h e bunched 
v a l u e s i n t h e d i s t r i b u t i o n o f d e n s i t i e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 9 ) . 

Zones 12 t o 17 a t t h e west c o n t a i n e d t h e o n l y " e a r l y " 
p i e c e s , t h e main d e n s i t y o f "Ming" p i e c e s , and d e c r e a s i n g 
d e n s i t i e s f o r t h e post-Ming t r a d e w a r e s . T h i s would appear t o 
have been P a t t a l l a s s a n g ' s e a r l i e s t b u r i a l a r e a and, a l o n g 
w i t h t h e s c h o o l y a r d , t h e main p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l ground. 
Zones 8, 9, 11, 18 and 19, w h i c h l i e between t h e I s l a m i c 
g r a v e y a r d s , c o n t a i n e d f a i r d e n s i t i e s o f "Ming" and "Qing" 
p i e c e s but few " r e c e n t " t r a d e w a r e s . They r e p r e s e n t f o u r 
a n t i q u e - b e a r i n g a r e a s w h i c h a r e b e s t i n t e r p r e t e d a s t e r m i n a l 
p r e - I s l a m i c t o s y n c r e t i c I s l a m i c b u r i a l grounds, "descended" 
from t h e s o u t h e r n b u r i a l grounds, and a n c e s t r a l t o t h e 
I s l a m i c graveyards.® Zones 1 t o 8 and 10, a t t h e n o r t h o f t h e 
s i t e , showed t h e r e v e r s e o f t h e p a t t e r n n o t e d f o r z o n e s 12 t o 
17. The d e n s e p r e s e n c e o f "Qing BW" and e s p e c i a l l y " r e c e n t " 
p i e c e s a c c o r d s w i t h t h e d e p i c t i o n o f n o r t h P a t t a l l a s s a n g a s 
kampung on t h e l a n d - u s e maps.^** R e p r e s e n t i n g P a t t a l l a s s a n g ' s 
t r a d e w a r e c o u n t s w i t h t r a d e w a r e p r o f i l e s e m p h a s i s e s t h e 
predominance o f Ming p i e c e s i n upper P a t t a l l a s s a n g , i . e . t h e 
main b u r i a l a r e a s , and t h e predominance o f post-Ming p i e c e s 
i n lower o r n o r t h P a t t a l l a s s a n g ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 6 ) .

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A p a r t i a l i n v e n t o r y o f P a t t a l l a s s a n g T u a ' s marked g r a v e s , 
a c c o u n t i n g f o r p e r h a p s h a l f t h e t o t a l number, r e c o r d e d 272 , 
c a s e s , most o f them s t o n e a r r a n g e m e n t s ( T a b l e F - 7 a ) - The 
s o u t h e r n m o s t example, a s s o c i a t e d w i t h Daeng M a l o t t e n g who i s 
a nenek raoyang f i g u r e , i n c l u d e s rough masonry b l o c k s w i t h i n 
two a r r a n g e m e n t s o r i e n t e d 335° from n o r t h (Photo 1 0 - 7 ) . The 
r e p o r t e d b u r i a l o f a nenek moyang n e x t t o a companion i s a 
common o b s e r v a t i o n a t SSPHAP's s i t e s , but t h i s v a r i a n t i s 
u n u s u a l i n t h a t Dg M a l o t t e n g ' s companion i s h i s dog.^^ The 
l a r g e l y abandoned, e a s t e r n g r a v e y a r d i s dominated by s t o n e 
a r r a n g e m e n t s o r i e n t e d 330° t o 340° from n o r t h . The w e s t e r n 
g r a v e y a r d i n c l u d e s t h e s h e l t e r e d g r a v e s o f T e t t a R u l e h a and 
T e t t a B o l l o n g a s s o c i a t e d w i t h a p l a q u e d a t e d 1948 (Photo 
1 0 - 8 ) , f i v e o t h e r s h e l t e r e d g r a v e s and a b r i c k s e p u l c h r e . 
O r i e n t a t i o n s from n o r t h v a r y from 315° ( T e t t a R u l e h a and 
T e t t a B e l o n g ) , t o 330° (most zone 9 and 10 g r a v e s ) , t o 
a p p r o x i m a t e l y 20° ( w e s t o f zone 9 ) . 

P a t t a l l a s s a n g Tua i s t h e l a r g e s t and c e r t a i n l y t h e most 
e l a b o r a t e b u r i a l complex e a s t o f P a t t i r o Tua ( s e e F i g u r e 
1 0 - 1 a ) . T h i s p a r t l y r e f l e c t s i t s l o n g u s e , w hereas n e a r b y 
b u r i a l g r ounds e i t h e r o r i g i n a t e d l a t e r o r have been 
abandoned, o r b o t h . The r e s t o f t h e e x p l a n a t i o n c o u l d l i e i n 
P a t t a l l a s s a n g ' s g r e a t e r p o p u l a t i o n , and a h i g h e r s t a t u s which 
c o u l d have a t t r a c t e d a l a r g e p r o p o r t i o n o f t h e b i l a t e r a l k i n 
upon t h e i r d e c e a s e . P a t t a l l a s s a n g Tua a l s o l i e s c l o s e t o t h e 
g e o g r a p h i c a l c e n t r e o f t h e PGST and PTT s i t e s ( F i g u r e 
1 0 - 2 ) . ^ ^ T h e s e p o i n t s a c c o r d w i t h P a t t a l l a s s a n g ' s membership

Moreover, t h e p o s s i b l e a n n e x a t i o n of t h e PPSTG s i t e s c r e a t e s 
a l a r g e r c l u s t e r of s i t e s w h i c h n e a t l y r i n g s t h e same sawah 
d e p r e s s i o n ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 b ) , s u g g e s t i n g t h a t t h e competing 
s u b s i s t e n c e i n t e r e s t s of t h e communities i n v o l v e d would have 
been most e f f e c t i v e l y h a r m o n i s e d t h r o u g h means of an , 
o v e r a r c h i n g a u t h o r i t y , i . e . P a t t a l l a s s a n g . 
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w i t h i n t h e B a t e S a l a p a n g throughout t h e 1 6 t h and 17th 
c e n t u r i e s ( M u k h l i s , 1975:61-62) and, a p p a r e n t l y , v m t i l t h e 
d i s s o l u t i o n of t h e B a t e S a l a p a n g a t around 1900 ( P a t u n r u , 
1983:120-130 p a s s . ) . I t c o n f i r m s a c o r r e s p o n d e n c e , a l r e a d y 
n o ted i n t h e p r e v i o u s c h a p t e r , between o u t l y i n g 
" a d m i n i s t r a t i v e c e n t r e s " and e l a b o r a t e b u r i a l grounds. 

10.2.3 Teamate A s l i (Gowa 53) 

A s h o r t d i s t a n c e from P a t t a l l a s s a n g Tua l i e two s m a l l , 
abandoned I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d s w i t h 19 s t o n e a r r a n g e m e n t s 
o r i e n t e d around 330° from n o r t h ( T a b l e F - 7 a ) . L o o t i n g a t t h e 
w e s t e r n g r a v e y a r d on t h e h i l l - t o p , a s e v i n c e d by 21 remnant 
h o l e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 0 ) , had r e p o r t e d l y y i e l d e d b l u e - a n d - w h i t e 
and Sawankhalok wa r e s , and a c e l a d o n p l a t e w i t h two molded 
f i s h i n i t s c e n t r e . W e were shown a 1 6 t h c e n t u r y Ming BW 
bowl (Photo 10-10) and a "Ming Swatow" p i e c e , and r e c o r d e d a 
b r o n z e fragment and some "Ming" t r a d e w a r e s h e r d a g e (Appendix 
D)-^"* F u r t h e r s h e r d a g e o c c u r r e d down t h e r o a d a s f a r a s the 
e a s t e r n g r a v e y a r d where an e x p e r i m e n t a l h o l e had r e p o r t e d l y 
r e c o v e r e d a bowl and a j a r l e t , b o t h b l u e - a n d - w h i t e . E x c e p t 
f o r t h e r e p o r t e d c e l a d o n p l a t e , t h e e a r l i e s t b u r i a l s would be 
d a t e d t o t h e 15th c e n t u r y ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 7 ) , w h i l e t h e s t y l e of 
I s l a m i c marker s u g g e s t s t h a t t h e b u r i a l grounds may have 
f a l l e n i n t o d i s u s e by t h e 1 7 t h o r 1 8 t h c e n t u r y . 

10.2.4 T a l l a - T a l l a (Gowa 50) 

T a l l a - T a l l a i s a s p i t of p a s t u r e and l i g h t s e c o n d a r y f o r e s t 
j u t t i n g n o r t h w a r d s i n t o sawah. A s h a l l o w s o i l t e s t found a 
d a r k r e d d i s h brown, g r a v e l l y c l a y w i t h a pH o f 6. A s m a l l 
I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d a t t h e west i s a s s o c i a t e d w i t h "Karaeng 
T a l l a " ( T a b l e F - 7 a ; Photo 1 0 - 9 ) . L o o t i n g r e p o r t e d l y took 
p l a c e i n t h e 1960s and t h e 1 9 8 0 s , y i e l d i n g b l u e - a n d - w h i t e . 

'3 These " f i s h b o wls" a r e g e n e r a l l y d a t e d t o t h e Yuan o r even 
t h e Song d y n a s t y . 

Time r a n out i n Ujung Pandang b e f o r e I c o u l d r e v i e w t h e 
n o n - l i t h i c a r t e f a c t s c o l l e c t e d a t Teamate A s l i . Hence I 
cannot d e s c r i b e t h e b r o n z e fragment r e c o r d e d a t t h e s i t e , and 
indeed I c a n o n l y assume i t was ( i ) c o l l e c t e d , and ( i i ) not 
some o t h e r copper a l l o y . , , . , j ,

Of t h e 240 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s , 174 c o n s t i t u t e d a band rxinning 
n o r t h w a r d s f o r 160 m e t r e s a l o n g t h e j u n c t u r e o f r a i s e d l a n d 
and t h e sawah t o t h e e a s t ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 1 ) . T h i s band, which 
r e p o r t e d l y p r o d u c e d t h e b u l k of t h e a n t i q u e s , c a n be r e a d i l y 
i n t e r p r e t e d a s a p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l ground which had 
c o n t a i n e d e a s t - w e s t o r i e n t e d s k e l e t o n s i n t e r r e d s i d e by 
s i d e . ^ ' I t a l s o p r o d u c e d most o f t h e s i t e ' s s u r f a c e t r a d e w a r e 
s h e r d a g e w h i c h matched t h e r e p o r t e d t y p e s of a n t i q u e s found, 
b e i n g dominated by l a t e 1 5 th t o 17th c e n t u r y b l u e - a n d - w h i t e 
p i e c e s , and complemented by Sawankhalok c e l a d o n and 
i r o n - u n d e r g l a z e p i e c e s (Appendix D ) . ^ * The d i s t i n c t l a c k of 
19th t o 2 0 t h c e n t u r y p i e c e s ( F i g u r e 10-6) matches t h e 
a p p a r e n t abandonment o f t h e I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d . 

The s i t e f a l l s j u s t e a s t o f a l a r g e s e t t l e d a r e a shown a s 
a compound kampung ( P a t t a l l a s s a n g , T a l l a - T a l l a , Ganrang Jawa) 
on t h e Dutch l a n d - u s e map. Today i t s e r v e s , under t h e name 
Marannu, a s t h e l o c a l a d m i n i s t r a t i v e c e n t r e f o r d e s a 
P a t t a l l a s s a n g ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 b ) . No o l d b u r i a l grounds. I s l a m i c 
o r o t h e r w i s e , were r e p o r t e d t o u s i n t h i s s e t t l e m e n t . Indeed 
i t would a p p e a r t o have grown a s a r e s u l t o f l o c a l 
i m m i g r a t i o n d u r i n g t h e 19th and 2 0 t h c e n t u r i e s . A c c o r d i n g t o 
t h e Dutch l a n d - u s e maps, i t was t h e t e r m i n u s o f a main ro a d 
from t h e s o u t h and a major p o i n t o f i n t e r s e c t i o n f o r t h e 
f o o t p a t h s w h i c h u s e d t o l i n k t h e T a l l o k h e adwater 
comm\inities. Y e t i t a l s o f a l l s c l o s e t o t h e c e n t r e o f t h e 
P a t t a l l a s s a n g C l u s t e r a s shown i n F i g u r e 10-2b. 

T h e s e p o i n t s would r e l a t e t h e kampung's modern growth t o 
some c o m b i n a t i o n o f ( i ) t h e entrenchment o f w i d e r t r a n s p o r t 
and communication l i n k s a f t e r t h e 19th c e n t u r y , ( i i ) a 
westward e x p a n s i o n o f t h e a r e a a d m i n i s t e r e d by P a t t a l l a s s a n g 
d u r i n g t h e 20 t h c e n t u r y , ^ ' ' and ( i i i ) P a t t a l l a s s a n g ' s

As a seeming b y - p r o d u c t o f t h e more c e n t r a l i s e d 
arrangement, a l o c a l v i e w h a s d e v e l o p e d t h a t T a l l a - T o x l a 
s t o o d i n something o f an a n c e s t r a l r e l a t i o n s h i p a s r e g a r d s 
not o n l y Marannu, but a l s o t h e kampungs of Sumbarang and 
B i r i n g Bonto i m m e d i a t e l y s o u t h of SSPHAP's s u r v e y e d a r e a . But 
T a l l a - T a l l a i s an i m p r e s s i v e s i t e i n i t s l u c i d i t y r a t h e r t h a n 
i t s s i z e . And d u r i n g t h e 15th t o 17th c e n t u r i e s i t seems t o 
have been a p e r i p h e r a l member of t h e P a t t a l l a s s a n g G e l a r a n g 
d i s t r i c t t h e n b a s e d a t P a t t a l l a s s a n g Tua. 

10.3 The PPSTG Group 
f 

10.3.1 T a s s i l i (Gowa 48) and Ganrang Jawa (Gowa 49) 

T a s s i l i and Ganrang Jawa a r e both a s s o c i a t e d w i t h I s l a m i c 
g r a v e y a r d s , s t i l l i n u s e , o v e r l a p p i n g l o o t e d a r e a s ( F i g u r e 
1 0 - 1 2 ) . Both o c c u r due s o u t h o f t h e T a l l i s i t r i b u t a r y ( s i c ) 
a t t h e w e s t e r n edge o f t h e e a s t e r n m o s t sawah a r e a ( F i g u r e 
10-1; Photo 1 0 - 1 1 ) . Kompleks Makam K a r a e n g T a s s i l i i s named 
a f t e r two s h e l t e r e d g r a v e s o r i e n t e d 320° from n o r t h , 
a s s o c i a t e d w i t h Kg T a s s i l i and h i s w i f e , i n t h e c e m e t e r y ' s 
e a s t e r n c o r n e r ( P h o t o 1 0 - 1 3 ) . To t h e e a s t i s a n o t h e r marked 
g r a v e under a s h e l t e r , a s s o c i a t e d w i t h "Daeng T a l l o " , 
o r i e n t e d due n o r t h (Photo 10-14).^® The r e m a i n i n g 238 o r more 
marked g r a v e s ( T a b l e F-7b) g e n e r a l l y f a l l i n t o two 
o v e r l a p p i n g c l u s t e r s o r i e n t e d a t e i t h e r 340°-350° o r 30°-40° 
from n o r t h , a p a r t from a r e s t o r e d example o r i e n t e d 280° from 
n o r t h (Photo 1 0 - 1 5 ) . 19 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s n o r t h o f t h e marked 
g r a v e s , a l o n g w i t h a l i g h t p r e s e n c e o f 1 6 t h c e n t u r y t r a d e w a r e 
p i e c e s r e c o v e r e d from t h e c e m e t e r y and t h e maize f i e l d n e x t 
t o i t ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 7 ) , i n d i c a t e a l a t e p r e - I s l a m i c o r i g i n f o r 
t h e g r a v e y a r d . ^ * 

The o c c u r r e n c e of a "Daeng T a l l o " i n t h i s c e m e t e r y might 
be r e l a t e d t o t h e a r e a ' s i n t r i g u i n g c o n c e n t r a t i o n of toponyms 
which a p p a r e n t l y evoke " T a l l o k " - T a l l a - T a l l a , P a t t a l l a s s a n g , 
Sungai T a l l i s i , B a l a n g T a l l o k ( c a l l e d t h e T a l l o k t r i b u t a r y i n 
F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 a ) . 

The t r a d e w a r e p r o f i l e b a s e d on f i n e c l a s s e s ( F i g u r e 10-16) 
would f u r t h e r r e s t r i c t t h e s i t e ' s a p p a r e n t o r i g i n s t o t h e 
16th c e n t u r y . However, s u c h p r e c i s e d a t i n g i s u n w a r r a n t e d 
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Kuburan Ganrang Jawa, a s h o r t d i s t a n c e t o t h e e a s t , 
p o s s i b l y h a s o l d e r o r i g i n s , t o j u d g e from t h e 44 l o o t e r ' s 
h o l e s i n zone 10 ( F i g u r e 10-12) and t h e " e a r l y monochrome" 
p i e c e found i n zone 8 ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 6 ) . I t s 56 c o u n t a b l e marked 
g r a v e s , w h i c h a r e o r i e n t e d 330°-360° from n o r t h , appear t o 
r e p r e s e n t t h e same l e n g t h y c h r o n o l o g y of I s l a m i c s t y l e s 
o b s e r v e d a t Makam K a r a e n g T a s s i l i ( T a b l e F - 7 b ) . The main a r e a 
of 118 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s , however, o c c u r s around 90 m e t r e s t o 
t h e e a s t i n zone 1. The q u i t e good s u r f a c e e x p o s u r e i n t h e 
v i c i n i t y ( P h o t o 10-11) r e v e a l e d a r i c h s u r f a c e assemblage 
(Appendix D) w h i c h i n c l u d e d a r i m fragment from a b r o n z e bowl 
(Photo 10-12; Appendix G ) . But o n l y one of t h e t r a d e w a r e 
p i e c e s d a t e s t o t h e 1 6 t h c e n t u r y , s o o c c u p a t i o n d e p o s i t s 
r a t h e r t h a n p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l s might have been plundered.^° 
I n s p e c t i o n of t h e l o o t e r ' s h o l e s r e v e a l e d a y e l l o w i s h r e d 
c l a y f u l l o f l a t e r i t i c g r a v e l s . The whole s i t e c o n t a i n e d a 
s t r o n g p r e s e n c e o f Qing and e s p e c i a l l y E u r o p e a n s h e r d a g e 
( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 6 ) , a l l o w i n g i t t o be i d e n t i f i e d w i t h t h e 
n o r t h e r n p a r t o f T a s s i l i kampung shown on t h e Dutch l a n d - u s e 
map. P r e s u m a b l y Ganrang Jawa was t h e s i t e ' s o r i g i n a l name, 
b e f o r e t h e name moved i n t h e 19th o r e a r l y 2 0 t h c e n t u r y t o 
t h e kampiing now c a l l e d Marannu (10.2.4).^** 

g i v e n t h e s m a l l t r a d e w a r e sample i n v o l v e d , e s p e c i a l l y a s t h e 
t r a d e w a r e s i n c l u d e a Sawankhalok c o a r s e s t o n e w a r e p i e c e ( i . e . 
1 5 t h - 1 6 t h c e n t u r i e s ) . The s i t e shows a h e a l t h y p r e s e n c e of 
e a r t h e n w a r e s h e r d a g e (Appendix D) which s u g g e s t s t h a t i t may 
have been under o c c u p a t i o n b e f o r e i t s u s e a s a b u r i a l ground. 
^° My n o t e s mention t h a t some of t h e h o l e s seemed t o p a i r o f f 
a l o n g an e a s t - w e s t o r i e n t a t i o n , s u p p o r t i n g t h e a l t e r n a t i v e 
i n t e r p r e t a t i o n t h a t zone 1 r e p r e s e n t s a l a t e r e t e n t i o n of 
p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l p r a c t i c e s w e l l i n t o t h e 17th c e n t u r y . 
Another p o s s i b l e i n t e r p r e t a t i o n i s t h a t t h e s o r t s of a n t i q u e s 
found i n zone 1 a r e v i r t u a l l y u n r e p r e s e n t e d among t h e s u r f a c e 
a r t e f a c t u a l d e b r i s i n t h e v i c i n i t y . 

i . e . t h e r e l o c a t i o n of a s i g n i f i c a n t p r o p o r t i o n of t h e 
o r i g i n a l Ganrang Jawa i n h a b i t a n t s t o p r e s e n t - d a y Marannu, 
i n v o l v i n g a d i s t a n c e of around h a l f a k i l o m e t r e , a l l o w e d the 
T a s s i l i i n h a b i t a n t s , o r i g i n a l l y b a s e d t o t h e west, t o 
r e l o c a t e t h e m s e l v e s i n o l d Ganrang Jawa. Today t h e T a s s i l i 
i n h a b i t a n t s a r e s t r u n g a l o n g t h e r o a d , and t h e i r abandonment 
of o l d Ganrang Jawa would appear t o have been w e l l underway 
by 1969 ( c f . F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 6 ) , even though t h e I n d o n e s i a n 
l a n d - u s e map h e r e c l o s e l y matches i t s Dutch c o u n t e r p a r t . 
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10.3.2 Sawagi (Gowa 51) ^ . .•̂ -̂  . . . 

Kuburan Islam Sawagi occupies an " i s l a n d " of Camba Formation 
i n the middle of the easternmost sawah area ( F i g u r e s 5-2 and 
10-1). The s o i l here i s a r e d d i s h brown c l a y f u l l of 
l a t e r i t i c g r a v e l s , while a s o i l t e s t i n the sawah j u s t north 
of the graveyard r e v e a l e d an a c i d i c , s t o n e - f r e e c l a y (pH 
S V z ) . The 171 marked graves, o r i e n t e d 350°-10° from north, 
d i s p l a y a wide v a r i e t y of s t y l e s (Table F-7b) i n c l u d i n g four 
c o r r a l s made of o l d l a r g e b r i c k s . O n e of these, under a 
s h e l t e r and a s s o c i a t e d with a painted wooden n i s a n , has the 
name JeraJc Lompo or "big grave" (Photo 10-16). The s t r u c t u r e 
r e p o r t e d l y marks the grave of a man who came from Maros to 
e s t a b l i s h h i s karaengship i n Sawagi. The f i e l d s southeast of 
the cemetery had been comprehensively looted, l e a v i n g 176 
remnant holes ( F i g u r e 10-13). The recorded tradeware sherdage 
produces a s t a n d a r d i s e d c h r o n o l o g i c a l histogram which gently 
r i s e s from the 15th to the 19th century, before plummeting i n 
the 20th century ( F i g u r e 10-16). T h i s agrees with the 
evidence of a l a t e p r e - I s l a m i c to modern I s l a m i c graveyard; 
the s i t e ' s d e p i c t i o n as kampung on the Dutch land-use map; 
and the apparent r e t r a c t i o n of settlement eastwards from the 
graveyard by 1969 ( F i g u r e 1 0 - l b ) . 

10.3.3 P a c c e l l e k a n g Lama (Gowa 57) 

The s i t e o c c u p i e s t h e n o r t h e r n l e v e e o f t h e Pabundukang 
t r i b u t a r y ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 ) . A s o i l t e s t r e v e a l e d d a r k y e l l o w i s h 
brown s i l t s , c o n t a i n i n g some g r i t and g r a v e l s , w i t h a 
s t r o n g l y a c i d i c pH ( 4 ^ / a ) . F o u r f l a k e d s t o n e a r t e f a c t s among 
t h e s u r f a c e d e b r i s (Appendix G) s u g g e s t t h e l e v e e had been 
d e p o s i t e d i n p r e h i s t o r i c t i m e s . 

At t h e n o r t h o f t h e s i t e l i e s Kuburan I s l a m P a c c e l l e k a n g 
which s e r v e s t h e modern kampungs of Pabundukang, P a t t i r o and 
P a c c e l l e k a n g ( c o v e r e d by t h e name " P a c c e l l e k a n g " i n F i g u r e 
1 0 - 1 b ) . The c e m e t e r y ' s 95 marked g r a v e s , w h i c h a r e g e n e r a l l y 
o r i e n t e d between 3 4 0° from n o r t h and due n o r t h ( T a b l e F - 7 b ) , 

=2 These b r i c k s , which a r e p o o r l y f i r e d and of s t r o n g r e d 
c o l o u r , show o u t s i z e d d i m e n s i o n s around 78cm by 35cm by 18cm, 
i . e . around t w i c e a s l a r g e a s t h e l a r g e f o r t r e s s b r i c k s ( c f .

However, 
s t i l l e a r l i e r o r i g i n s r e l a t e d t o a p e r i o d o f s y n c r e t i c b u r i a l 
p r a c t i c e s a r e i n d i c a t e d by t h e c o n s p i c u o u s p l u n d e r i n g o f one 
g r a v e ( P h o t o 10-17) and t h e e a s t - w e s t o r i e n t i o n of a n o t h e r 
(Photo 1 0 - 1 9 ) . Two l o o t e d a r e a s w i t h 130 h o l e s o c c u r west of 
a t t h e g r a v e y a r d ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 4 ) . 

To t h e s o u t h e a s t we c o u n t e d a f u r t h e r 114 h o l e s 
c o n c e n t r a t e d a round two e n c l a v e s o f 15 s t o n e a r r a n g e m e n t s 
v a r y i n g g r e a t l y i n o r i e n t a t i o n . E i g h t c o i n c i d e d w i t h 
l o o t e r ' s h o l e s , but eve n i f l o o t i n g h a s s c a t t e r e d t h e s t o n e s 
t o some d e g r e e , t h i s i n i t s e l f p o i n t s t o s y n c r e t i c b u r i a l 
p r a c t i c e s . C o n f i r m i n g t h e above-noted i n d i c a t i o n s , t h e s i t e ' s 
t r a d e w a r e s h e r d a g e shows a s t r o n g emphasis on 16th t o 17th 
c e n t u r y p i e c e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 6 ) . Hence u s e o f t h e b u r i a l ground 
a p p a r e n t l y began j u s t p r i o r t o g r e a t e r Gowa's a d o p t i o n of 
I s l a m , and c e r a m i c s c o n t i n u e d t o accompany t h e b u r i e d c o r p s e s 
i n t o t h e 17th c e n t u r y . ̂ * ~ * " ;̂ 

The s i t e a p p e a r s t o o s i m p l e , and i t s o r i g i n s t o o l a t e , t o 
be i d e n t i f i e d w i t h t h e P a c c e l l e k a n g G e l a r a n g t i t l e w h i c h was 
i n t e r m i t t e n t l y a d m i t t e d t o t h e B a t e S a l a p a n g d u r i n g t h e 16th 
and 1 7 t h c e n t u r i e s ( 1 0 . 5 . 1 ) . Moreover t h e s i t e ' s l o c a t i o n i s 
p e r i p h e r a l , whether a s s o c i a t e d w i t h t h e " P a c c e l l e k a n g 
c l u s t e r " c e n t r e d n e a r P a t t i r o Tua ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 a ) , o r w i t h t h e 
P a t t a l l a s s a n g c l u s t e r ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 b ) . I f , a s I s u s p e c t , t h e 
community w h i c h u s e d t h e b u r i a l groiind d u r i n g t h e 1 6 t h - 1 7 t h 
c e n t u r i e s was c a l l e d s o m e t h i n g o t h e r t h a n P a c c e l l e k a n g , how 
t h e n might t h e s i t e have a c q u i r e d i t s name? To answer t h a t 
q u e s t i o n , n o t e t h a t t h e e a r l y 2 0 t h c e n t u r y maps show 
Pabundukang a s t h e o n l y s e t t l e m e n t i n t h e v i c i n i t y . Hence t h e 
modern s e t t l e m e n t s a t P a c c e l l e k a n g ( F i g u r e 10-1b) need not 
have o r i g i n a t e d much b e f o r e 1969. A f t e r t h e o f f i c e

10.3.4 Pabundukang Tua (Gowa 58) "» - ' . 

T h i s s i t e c o i n c i d e s w i t h t h e s o u t h w e s t e r n s t r e t c h o f t h e 
e a r l y 2 0 t h c e n t u r y kampung o f Pabundukang which, b e f o r e i t s 
abandonment by 1969, had been s t r u n g a l o n g t h e Pabundukang 
t r i b u t a r y ( c f . F i g u r e s 5-2 and 1 0 - 1 ) . The sawah b e l t a t t h e 
s o u t h a p p e a r s t o have been r e c e n t l y e x t e n d e d i n t o t h e s i t e , 
beyond s c a t t e r e d o l d I s l a m i c g r a v e s ^ ^ s t r a n d e d on o u t p o s t s of 
s l i g h t l y r a i s e d l a n d o r p r o t e c t e d by s h e l t e r s ( F i g u r e 10-15; 
Photos 10-20 and 1 0 - 2 1 ) . The main g r a v e y a r d , however, o c c u r s 
i n zone 2 on t h e s t r e a m ' s bank. O r i e n t e d g e n e r a l l y between 
330° from n o r t h and due n o r t h , t h e 101 marked g r a v e s w h i c h 
c o u l d be c o u n t e d r e p r e s e n t a wide c h r o n o l o g i c a l gamut of 
I s l a m i c s t y l e s ( T a b l e F-Vb).^'' We c o u n t e d 121 h o l e s a l o n g a 
wedge of r e p o r t e d l y l o o t e d l a n d s e p a r a t i n g t h e main g r a v e y a r d 
from t h e s c a t t e r e d g r a v e s . A c o m p a r a t i v e l y r i c h s u r f a c e 
s h e r d a g e was r e c o r d e d a l o n g t h e whole l e n g t h o f t h e s i t e 
(Appendix D ) . The t r a d e w a r e s d a t e from t h e 1 4 t h - 1 5 t h 
c e n t u r i e s (Photo 10-22) t h r o u g h t o t h e 2 0 t h c e n t u r y ( F i g u r e 
1 0 - 1 6 ) . 

T h i s e v i d e n c e s u g g e s t s t h a t Pabundukang Tua was u s e d f o r 
b u r i a l s , e i t h e r c o n c e n t r a t e d i n c e r t a i n d e s i g n a t e d z o n e s o r 
d i s p e r s e d more w i d e l y t h r o u g h t h e s i t e , from t h e c e n t u r i e s 
i m m e d i a t e l y p r e c e d i n g I s l a m i s a t i o n u n t i l t h e p r e s e n t . B e f o r e 
i t s 2 0 t h c e n t u r y abandonment t h e s i t e was a l s o u s e d f o r 
h a b i t a t i o n , p o s s i b l y g o i n g back a s p r e - I s l a m i c times.^® 

2= " P a c c e l l e k a n g " a s shown on F i g u r e 5-6 i s p i n p o i n t e d a t t h e 
P a c c e l l e k a n g Lama s i t e , b e c a u s e t h e e x e r c i s e h e r e was t o show 
the degree of match between t h e 1693 and t h e modern toponyms, 
r a t h e r t h a n t o engage i n any s i t e i n t e r p r e t a t i o n .

b e f o r e plummeting i n t h e 2 0 t h c e n t u r y ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 6 ) . The 
l a s t p o i n t c o r r e s p o n d s t o t h e s t a t u s of t h r e e of t h e s i t e s as 
s e t t l e m e n t s abandoned a t around t h e mid-20th c e n t u r y .

10.4.1 Lamuru (Gowa 46) and Kuburan Tua Lamuru (Gowa 47) 

Lamuru o c c u p i e s t h e s o u t h e r n bank o f t h e T a l l i s i where i t 
c u t s t h r o u g h Camba F o r m a t i o n . S o i l t e s t s i n t h e lower, more 
w a t e r l o g g e d p a r t o f t h e s i t e ( F i g u r e 10-18) r e v e a l e d a 
s l i g h t l y s i l t y c l a y w i t h some l a t e r i t i c g r a v e l s , c o l o u r e d 
r e d d i s h y e l l o w t o d a r k r e d d i s h brown, w i t h an a c i d i c pH 
v a r y i n g between S V z and 6. One t e s t was done i n a remnant 
h o l e i n zone 2, m e a s u r i n g 2.5 m e a s t - w e s t by 1.4 m 
n o r t h - s o u t h ( P h o t o 1 0 - 2 8 ) , i n d i c a t e d a s t h e f i n d s p o t of 
s e v e r a l i r o n weapons a s s o c i a t e d w i t h a fragmented but 
r e c o g n i s a b l e d u n i . I t c o n t a i n e d t h r e e p i e c e s of wood which 
our i n f o r m a n t i d e n t i f i e d a s h a v i n g come from t h e duni (Photo 
1 0 - 2 3 ) . A f t e r s u b m i s s i o n f o r r a d i o c a r b o n d a t i n g , t h e 
f r a g m e n t s r e t u r n e d an u n c o r r e c t e d d a t e o f 340 + 70 BP 
(ANU-5922), w h i c h c a l i b r a t e s t o (340) 355 (430) BP w i t h a 
s i n g l e S.D. r a n g e between 310 and 495 BP ( c f . S t u i v e r and 
P e a r s o n , 1 9 8 6 : 8 1 0 ) . T h i s 1 6 t h t o e a r l y 1 7 th c e n t u r y d a t e 
c o r r e s p o n d s e x c e l l e n t l y not o n l y w i t h t h e Ming and Wanli 
p i e c e s d o n a t e d t o SSPHAP by t h e r e s i d e n t s ( P h o t o s 10-24 t o 
1 0 - 2 7 ) , but a l s o w i t h t h e main b u l g e i n t h e s i t e ' s t r a d e w a r e 
p r o f i l e ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 6 ) . But t h e p r a c t i c e of b u r i a l s h e r e had 
o r i g i n a t e d t h r e e t o f o u r c e n t u r i e s e a r l i e r , a s i n d i c a t e d by 
t h e s e v e r a l monochrome p i e c e s found among t h e s u r f a c e 

t s h e r d a g e (Appendix D; F i g u r e 10-16) and a c o a r s e monochrome 
bowl we were shown from t h e d i g g i n g s .

The s i t e h a s a s m a l l I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d but i t d a t e s o n l y 
from t h e 1960s ( T a b l e F - 7 c ) . R a t h e r , t h e c e m e t e r y of d i r e c t 
r e l e v a n c e t o t h e p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l s would appear t o be 
Kuburan Tua Lamuru, 400 m e t r e s t o t h e e a s t ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 ) . I n 
t h e c e m e t e r y ' s n o r t h e a s t c o r n e r a r e f o u r c o n t i g u o u s , 
r e c t a n g u l a r o r s q u a r e s t o n e a r r a n g e m e n t s w h i c h had o r i g i n a l l y 
i n c l u d e d some l a r g e , o l d r e d bricks.^° One arrangement 
appeared t o c o n t a i n t h r e e e a s t - w e s t o r i e n t e d g r a v e s , w h i l e 
a n o t h e r c o n t a i n e d "Makam Takba" w h i c h e v o k e s t h e s e v e r a l 
"Makam Takbakka" a l o n g t h e J e k n e k b e r a n g . The two s h e l t e r e d 
g r a v e s were r e p o r t e d l y a s s o c i a t e d w i t h "Somba G a r a s s i k " and a 
Chinaman who was l u c k y a t gambling ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 9 ) . Most o f 
t h e 44 marked g r a v e s a r e modern ( T a b l e F - 7 c ) , s u g g e s t i n g t h a t 
what had been a s m a l l , o l d I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d h a s been 
r e c e n t l y r e t u r n e d t o s e r v i c e . N e i t h e r s u r f a c e s h e r d a g e nor 
e v i d e n c e of a n t i q u e l o o t i n g was r e c o r d e d . 

Lamuru's s a u k a n g s i t s a c r o s s t h e r o a d from t h e a r e a o f 
p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l s . I n d e e d t h e s i t e a p p e a r s t o have 
s u p p o r t e d a modest d e g r e e o f s e t t l e m e n t e v e r s i n c e c e a s i n g t o 
f u n c t i o n a s a b u r i a l a r e a ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 6 ) , and t h e e a r l y 2 0th 
c e n t u r y Dutch map d e p i c t s t h e s i t e a s t h e t i n y kampung o f 
Lamuru ( c f . F i g u r e 5 - 3 ) . However, t h e t h r i v i n g community of 
around 60 h o u s e h o l d s a t t h e t i m e o f our s u r v e y c l a i m e d t o 
have o r i g i n a t e d from Bonto Sunggu ( 1 0 . 5 . 2 ) . The name Lamuru 
i s i t s e l f a B u g i s name a s s o c i a t e d w i t h a s e c o n d - o r d e r kingdom 
of p r e - I s l a m i c o r i g i n s i n t h e upper Walanae v a l l e y ( e . g . 
M u t t a l i b , 1 9 7 8 ) . A p p a r e n t l y our s i t e a l r e a d y had t h i s name by 
1693 ( F i g u r e s 5-5 and 5 - 6 ) , s o t h e i m p l i e d i m m i g r a t i o n of 
Lamuru B u g i s would have had t o o c c u r e a r l i e r . T h i s c o u l d have 
happened i m m e d i a t e l y a f t e r t h e M akassar War, p o s s i b l y 

o v e r e x p o s e d . U n l i k e t h e p i e c e s donated t o SSPHAP (Ph o t o s 
10-29 t o 1 0 - 3 2 ) , t h e monochrome's p r o v e n a n c e had been 
f o r g o t t e n by our i n f o r m a n t s .

I have no p h o t o g r a p h i c d o c u m e n t a t i o n of Kuburan Tua Lamuru 
and Bonto Sunggu-Soppeng b e c a u s e my camera b a t t e r y f a i l e d i n 
the f i e l d .

10.4.2 Bonto Sunggu A s l i and Soppeng (Gowa 55) 

T h i s compound s i t e o c c u p i e s t h e n o r t h w e s t c o r n e r of t h e 
" p e n i n s u l a " o f Camba F o r m a t i o n d i s s e c t e d by t h e T a l l i s i ( c f . 
F i g u r e 5 - 2 ) . The name Soppeng, b e s t known a s a f i r s t - o r d e r 
B u g i s kingdom whose p r e - I s l a m i c " v a s s a l s " had i n c l u d e d Lamuru 
( C a l d w e l l , 1 9 8 8 : 1 3 1 ) , i s h e r e a s s o c i a t e d w i t h t h e lower, 
s o u t h e r n p a r t o f t h e s i t e ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 1 ) . 194 h o l e s remain 
from t h e e x t e n s i v e l o o t i n g w h i c h r e p o r t e d l y o c c u r r e d d u r i n g 
t h e 1970s and e a r l y 1980s. The s m a l l sample o f s u r f a c e 
t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s f a l l s a l m o s t e n t i r e l y between t h e 15th and 
17th c e n t u r i e s , a s would be e x p e c t e d o f an i m m e d i a t e l y 
p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l ground ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 6 ) . The a r e a l a c k s any 
t r a c e s o f I s l a m i c g r a v e s , and i s d e p i c t e d a s u n o c c u p i e d on 
t h e l a n d - u s e maps.

I t i s h a r d t o s e e 
why t h e name Soppeng s h o u l d have become tagged t o t h i s a r e a , 
u n l e s s i t had i n d e e d been founded o r a t l e a s t dominated by 
Soppeng B u g i s i n p r e - I s l a m i c t i m e s . 

The t h i n c a r p e t o f "Ming" s h e r d a g e c o n t i n u e s u p h i l l 
t h r o u g h Bonto Sunggu, a l t h o u g h h e r e accompanied by an 
emphasis on Q ing t r a d e w a r e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 6 ) . J u s t p a s t a t i n y 
but p o s s i b l y o l d I s l a m i c b u r i a l a r e a ( T a b l e F - 7 c ) i s a s e c o n d 
l o o t e d a r e a w i t h 33 h o l e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 0 ) . R e p o r t e d l y t r i e d 
r e c e n t l y on an " e x p e r i m e n t a l " b a s i s , t h e a r e a y i e l d e d 
a n t i q u e s of t h e same t y p e s t h a t we were shown a t Lamuru. The 
p r o f i l e o f t h e h o l e s r e v e a l e d a d a r k r e d d i s h brown, c l a y e y 
s o i l l i g h t l y s p e c k l e d w i t h l a t e r i t i c g r a v e l s . The 

T h e r e i s no c a l l t o i d e n t i f y t h i s minor s i t e w i t h t h e 17th 
c e n t u r y Bonto Sunggu k a r a e n g s h i p , e s p e c i a l l y a s Bonto Sunggu 
i s not a r a r e toponym. 
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comparatively l i g h t presence of European and "recent" 
tradeware sherdage w i t h i n Bonto Sunggu ( F i g u r e 10-16) accords 
with i t s t i n y area of kampung as shown on the Dutch land-use 
maps. • * ' . .V-:-:..- ^:-ii'v,. ' 

Lamuru and Soppeng-Bonto Sunggu are c l e a r l y coupled 
s p a t i a l l y , toponymically and c h r o n o l o g i c a l l y , and f u r t h e r by 
invoking a s i m i l a r s e t of paradoxes. Both evince continuous 
occupation from the 14th-15th c e n t u r i e s onwards, but w i t h i n a 
p a t t e r n of c y c l i c a l population i n c r e a s e and decrease. They 
are c e n t r a l w i t h i n an a r e a of apparent Bugis influence,^'* yet 
c o n s t i t u t e the p e r i p h e r a l members of some other s i t e c l u s t e r 
i n every s p a t i a l a n a l y s i s ( F i g u r e 10-2). T h e i r b u r i a l 
p r a c t i c e s appear to have been avowedly Makassar r a t h e r than 
a g r a r i a n Bugis i n immediately p r e - I s l a m i c times ( c f . 13.2.2), 
p r e c i s e l y when s i g n i f i c a n t Bugis immigration to these s i t e s 
apparently occurred. I n a l l they appear to have acted as a 
window for l o c a l immigration and t r a n s m i g r a t i o n , p o s s i b l y 
because they d i r e c t l y accessed land which could support 
settlement by farmers, but which was l e s s a t t r a c t i v e i n the 
long term than land accessed by adjacent h i s t o r i c a l s i t e s . 

10.5 The KMP and BBPB Groups 

10-5.1 P a t t i r o Tua-Balang S a r i (Gowa 63) 

The s i t e embraces two k n o l l s of Camba Formation which look 
d i r e c t l y over the mature v a l l e y a s s o c i a t e d with the 
Mangalorang t r i b u t a r y ( F i g u r e 10-1; Photo 10-29). The western 
one, which marks the e a s t e r n extent of kampung P a t t i r o as 
shown i n the Dutch land-use maps, i s included w i t h i n the part 
of the s i t e a s s o c i a t e d with the toponym P a t t i r o (Tua). The 
southern one i s c a l l e d Balang S a r i , presumably i n r e f e r e n c e 
to the waterlogged area at i t s northeast shown as swamp in 
the Dutch land-use maps but now l a r g e l y converted to r i c e 
f i e l d s (Photo 10-1). Our s o i l t e s t s a t Balang S a r i and 
P a t t i r o recorded a s l i g h t l y s i l t y c l a y , coloured dark g r e y i s h

Indonesian map, but t h i s may well be an o v e r s i g h t , because 
Bonto Sunggu i s today a s u b s t a n t i a l kampung. 

i . e . i n c l u d i n g the toponym P a t t i r o to the north and the 
immigrant S i n j a i Bugis at Rapo Cidu and Bossolok to the west. 
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brown and d a r k brown r e s p e c t i v e l y , w i t h a pH of 5 V a i n both 
c a s e s . Our s u r v e y z o n e s incorF>orated 17,347 i n t o t a l and

The s t o n e s on t o p o f B a l a n g S a r i have been a r r a n g e d i n t o a 
web o f f i e l d b o u n d a r i e s , n o t a b l y t e r r a c e s w h i c h f o l l o w t h e 
k n o l l ' s c o n t o u r s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 2 ) . One o f t h e c o r n e r s t o n e s i s a 
l a r g e l e s u n g b a t u o r s t o n e w i t h i n s e t c i r c u l a r h o l e (Photo 
1 0 - 3 0 ) , a common a r t e f a c t i n B u g i s h i s t o r i c a l s i t e s ( e . g . 
K a l l u p a e t a l . , 1989) but o t h e r w i s e a b s e n t from SSPHAP's Gowa 
h i s t o r i c a l s i t e s . T h e f i e l d s c o n t a i n e d one o f t h e d e n s e s t 
a r t e f a c t u a l a s s e m b l a g e s r e c o r d e d by SSPHAP, i n c l u d i n g 51 
f l a k e d s t o n e a r t e f a c t s , a p o l i s h e d h a t c h e t , 1667 e a r t h e n w a r e 
s h e r d s and 84 t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s ( A p p e n d i c e s D and G ) . S o i l 
f o r m a t i o n and a e o l i a n d e p o s i t i o n a ppear t o have kept pace 
w i t h e r o s i o n , a l l o w i n g m i l l e n n i a o f o c c u p a t i o n d e b r i s t o have 
a c c u m u l a t e d w i t h i n t h e t o p s o i l .

Two a p p a r e n t l y a s s o c i a t e d b u r i a l grounds a r e r e p r e s e n t e d 
by l o o t e d a r e a s , a s a l s o c o n f i r m e d by t h e s u r f a c e t r a d e w a r e s . 
One o c c u r s i m m e d i a t e l y below t h e f i e l d s i n zone 3, and t h e 
o t h e r a t t h e f o o t o f t h e k n o l l i n zone 5 ( F i g u r e s 10-22 and 
1 0 - 2 6 ) . The former i s a s s o c i a t e d w i t h a tomb e n c l o s i n g two 
o l d g r a v e s a s c r i b e d t o P a t t i r o ' s nenek moyang, a l t e r n a t i v e l y 
known a s P a l l a p a Barambang o r Kg B a l a n g S a r i , and h i s w i f e 
(Photo 10-31; T a b l e F - 7 c ) . A m e t r e - l o n g s t o n e arrangement a t 
t h e tomb's e n t r a n c e , o r i e n t e d 250° from n o r t h , r e p o r t e d l y 
marks t h e g r a v e o f P a l l a p a Barambang's a j u d a n ( a d j u t a n t ) 
b u r i e d i n a c r o u c h e d p o s i t i o n (Photo 1 0 - 3 2 ) . Thus " P a l a p p a 
Barambang" would appear t o have been a 1 7 t h c e n t u r y n o b l e , 
u n d e r l i n i n g B a l a n g S a r i ' s a r i s t o c r a t i c a s s o c i a t i o n s . 

The main b u r i a l a r e a o c c u p i e s t h e g e n t l e s l o p e s f a c i n g 
B a l a n g S a r i . Kuburan P a t t i r o c o n t a i n s 123 marked g r a v e s 
g e n e r a l l y o r i e n t e d 330° t o 30° from n o r t h , i n t e r s p e r s e d w i t h 
206 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s ( F i g u r e 10-22; T a b l e F - 7 c ) . Two g r a v e s 
o r i e n t e d 290° from n o r t h were r e c o r d e d a t t h e c e m e t e r y ' s 
n o r t h , w h i l e a f u r t h e r e a s t - w e s t g r a v e o c c u r s on t h e r o a d 
(Photo 1 0 - 3 3 ) . H i g h e r up t h e s l o p e i n zone 15 we c o u n t e d 13 
g r a v e s , most of them marked by c r u d e masonry b l o c k s a r r a n g e d 
i n t o r e c t a n g l e s o r i e n t e d 330° t o 350° from n o r t h (Photo 
1 0 - 3 4 ) , w i t h i n a s m a l l l o o t e d a r e a ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 2 ) . Some more 
g r a v e s i n t h e same s t y l e o c c u r t o t h e immediate e a s t , w h i l e 
27 r e c t a n g l e s o f a r r a n g e d p e b b l e s o r p a i r s o f s t a n d i n g s t o n e s 
( a l l o r i e n t e d between 330° from n o r t h and due n o r t h ) o c c u r 
a c r o s s t h e r o a d i n zone 17 ( T a b l e F - 7 c ) . T h e s e l a t t e r 
g r a v e y a r d s had not been l o o t e d , but a r e p r e s u m a b l y o l d too, 
b e c a u s e l i k e t h e zone 15 g r a v e y a r d t h e y a r e a t t r i b u t e d t o 
long f o r g o t t e n f a m i l i e s .

( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 1 ) . Compensating f o r t h e l a c k of masonry, s m a l l e r 
p e b b l e s had been c a r e f u l l y s e t among t h e l a r g e r c o b b l e s t o 
produce a s o l i d structure.^® As e x p l a i n e d by t h e k e p a l a dusun 
(dusun headman), i t had been b u i l t by h i s g r a n d f a t h e r when he 
was P a t t i r o ' s k e p a l a dusun, i . e . i n t h e e a r l y 2 0 t h c e n t u r y . 

Of a l l t h e h i s t o r i c a l s i t e s i n t h e g e n e r a l a r e a of kampung 
P a c c e l l e k a n g a s shown on t h e 1693 map ( F i g u r e 5 - 5 ) , t h i s i s 
e a s i l y t h e b e s t c a n d i d a t e . I t s e l a b o r a t i o n of o l d b u r i a l 
grounds and s t r o n g p r e s e n c e o f "Ming" s h e r d a g e mimic 
P a t t a l l a s s a n g Tua, and t h e s i t e l i e s c l o s e t o t h e c e n t r e of 
t h e " P a c c e l l e k a n g c l u s t e r " shown i n F i g u r e 10-2a. Yet t h e 
s i t e ' s 2 0 t h c e n t u r y name i s P a t t i r o w h i c h i s o t h e r w i s e 
a s s o c i a t e d w i t h one o f t h e main c o n s t i t u e n t s w i t h i n t h e B u g i s 
kingdom o f Bone ( s e e Andaya, 1981; Macknight and M u k h l i s , i n 
p r e p . ) . Here, however, t h e name c a n a p p a r e n t l y be a t t r i b u t e d 
t o m a r r i a g e s w i t h minor Bone a r i s t o c r a t s i n t h e 1 9 t h 
c e n t u r y . H e n c e , d e s p i t e t h e l a c k o f s u p p o r t i n g toponymic 
e v i d e n c e on t h e s i t e i t s e l f , I i d e n t i f y t h e s i t e w i t h 
h i s t o r i c a l P a c c e l l e k a n g . 

A P a c c e l l e k a n g Gelarang was i n c l u d e d among (Sowa's B a t e 
S a l a p a n g t w i c e i n t h e e a r l y 1 6 th c e n t u r y , and a g a i n d u r i n g 
t h e mid-17th c e n t u r y ( 1 3 . 3 . 3 ) . P a c c e 1 1 e k a n g ' s s p o r a d i c 
membership p o s s i b l y a c c o r d s w i t h t h e s t a t i s t i c a l f r a g i l i t y of 

^® I have no information on whether i t had been b u i l t for 
purposes of defense or o s t e n t a t i o n , but i t s u r e l y b o l s t e r s 
the impression of the s i t e ' s longstanding l o c a l importance. 
My photographs of the s t r u c t u r e are u s e l e s s owing to the 
gloom occasioned by the f a l l i n g evening and heavy r a i n s . 

As f u r t h e r e x p l a i n e d by the kepala dusun, both h i s father 
and h i s grandfather were a l s o P a t t i r o ' s kepala dusun. T h i s 
l i n e could w e l l have c o n s t i t u t e d the main o f f i c i a l s of the 
area immediately northwest of P a t t a l l a s s a n g a f t e r 1910, the 
date of Paccelekang's l a s t pre-modern appearance as a main 
a d m i n i s t r a t i v e d i v i s i o n of Gowa (Patunru, 1983:121-131). I do 
not know whether or not P a c c e l l e k a n g s u r v i v e d as any s o r t of 
a d m i n i s t r a t i v e term between 1910, and i t s emergence as a desa 

' w i t h i n post-independence Kabupaten Gowa. I f i t had, then I 
suggest i t would have been seated i n P a t t i r o Tua. In t h i s 
context, note that modern P a t t i r o i s located next to modern 
Paccellekang. 
'*° According to P a t t i r o ' s kepala dusun, one of h i s ancestors 
married a great nephew of the 19th century Bone king Andi 
Mappanyukki, and moreover one of h i s nephews was married to a 
Bone person. Descendants of the great nephew of Andi 
Mappanyuki a l s o used to own many r i c e f i e l d s around P a t t i r o . 
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the P a t t i r o c l u s t e r (Table 10-1). But note that during the 
e a r l y 17th century the s i t e would have been the karaengship 
of B i s s u Maliba Kga P a c c e l l e k ( a n g ) , one of Alauddin's s i s t e r s 
(Table 3-6), making i t the only h i s t o r i c a l l y recorded 
karaengship w i t h i n the T a l l o k headwaters. Her re s i d e n c e which 
the Paccellekang v i l l a g e r s would have had to provide ( c f . 
Mukhlis, 1975:43) can probably be located on zone 9. Her high 
s t a t u s apparently a t t r a c t e d P a c c e l l e k a n g ' s (and P a t t i r o ' s ) 
l a t e r l e a d e r s to r e s i d e on t h i s k n o l l r a t h e r than on Balang 
S a r i ( F i g u r e s 10-22 to 10-23).^^ 

10.5.2 Kuburan Moncong-Moncong, and Moncong-Moncong Lama 

Moncong-Moncong (Gowa 56) r e p o r t e d l y i n c l u d e s three looted 
areas which produced the same types of ceramics as at Lamuru 
(Figure 10-24). The r i c h e s t area at the southeast could not 
be properly recorded as our survey was i n t e r r u p t e d by a 
t o r r e n t i a l downpour. The other area a l s o d i r e c t l y overlooking 
the r i c e f i e l d s was at Moncong-Moncong's I s l a m i c graveyard. 
I t s 246 marked graves, which vary from the very o l d to the 
very new (Table F-7d), include a p a i r of s h e l t e r e d graves 
a s s o c i a t e d with a former "boss" of Moncong-Moncong whose name 
i s no longer remembered (Photo 10-35). The graveyard s e r v e s 
not only present-day Moncong-Moncong but a l s o some of the 
r e s i d e n t s of Macinna to the north (see F i g u r e 10-1b). The 
graveyard appears on the land-use maps as the southwest point 
of an elongated kampung s t r i k i n g northwards. 

Our survey followed a t r a i l through the former kampung, 
recording a c o n s i s t e n t presence of 17th century and l a t e r 
tradeware sherdage, as f a r as zones 12 to 15 perched at the 
top of the slope ( F i g u r e 10-24). Zone 13, which r e p o r t e d l y 
had a l s o produced gold, contained 103 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s 
a s s o c i a t e d with clumps of cobbles which not impossibly had 
been used somehow to mark graves (Photo 10-36). The recorded 
tradewares at Moncong-Moncong, which u n f o r t u n a t e l y are ra t h e r 
few, span the 16th to 20th c e n t u r i e s ( F i g u r e 10-26). 

There i s no evidence to i d e n t i f y her with P a l l a p a 
Barambang. Indeed r a t h e r few karaengs of the high a r i s t o c r a c y 
appear to have been buried i n t h e i r karaengship upon death. 
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10.5.3 Bangkala-Palemba Tua (Gowa 65)'** 

Bangkala-Palemba o c c u p i e s deep r e d , l a t e r i t i c c l a y s (Camba 
F o r m a t i o n ) above t h e c o r n e r of t h e sawah d e p r e s s i o n s h a r e d 
w i t h t h e o t h e r KMPBBPB s i t e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 1 ) . D u r i n g our s u r v e y 
of B a n g k a l a we c o l l e c t e d a w a t e r - r o u n d e d p e b b l e u s e d ( v e r y 
r e c e n t l y ? ) a s a p e s t l e ( P h o t o 10-37) and t h r e e f l a k e d s t o n e 
a r t e f a c t s (Appendix G ) . 

A l o o t e r s ' t r a i l s t r e t c h e s 250 m e t r e s a l o n g f i e l d s and 
ho u s e s between i t s t e r m i n i , t h e I s l a m i c c e m e t e r y and t h e 
saukang, b o t h a p a r e n t l y dug w i t h o u t s u c c e s s . The t r a i l 
i n c l u d e s a r e a s o f remnant h o l e s (80 c o u n t e d ) and s e v e r a l 
s p o t s r e p o r t e d l y a s s o c i a t e d w i t h s p e c i f i c f i n d s ( F i g u r e 
1 0 - 2 5 ) . One was a h o l e o r i e n t e d 280° from n o r t h (Photo 10-38) 
a s s o c i a t e d w i t h a fragmented duni w h i c h had c o n t a i n e d some 
bones. B l u e - a n d - w h i t e c e r a m i c s were r e p o r t e d l y t h e main f i n d , 
a l o n g w i t h some Sawankhalok and a few c e l a d o n s . Palemba Tua 
j u s t around t h e c o r n e r c o n t a i n s a n o t h e r minor a r e a o f l o o t i n g 
( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 5 ) . B o t h B a n g k a l a and Palemba showed a c o n v i n c i n g 
p r e s e n c e o f "Ming" t r a d e w a r e s h e r d a g e , a l t h o u g h t h e i r 
p r o f i l e s a r e dominated by Qing t o r e c e n t p i e c e s ( F i g u r e 
10-26).'*^ F i n a l l y , B a n g k a l a ' s o l d I s l a m i c c e m e t e r y , w h i c h 
i n c o r p o r a t e s 149 marked g r a v e s o r i e n t e d 320°-330° from n o r t h 
( T a b l e F - 7 d ) , i s dominated by 142 i m p r e s s i v e r e c t a n g u l a r 
m a r k e r s w h i c h g e n e r a l l y r a n g e between two and f o u r m e t r e s i n 
l e n g t h ( P h o t o 1 0 - 3 9 ) . 

B a n g k a l a was c l e a r l y w e l l - e s t a b l i s h e d by a t l e a s t 1500, 
a d m i t t i n g a p r i m a f a c i e p o s s i b i l i t y o f i t s i d e n t i f i c a t i o n 
w i t h t h e B a n g k a l a c i t e d i n K a r a e n g l o e ' s j o u r n e y s b e f o r e he 
founded t h e T a l l o k d y n a s t y ( c f . Rahim and Ridwan 1 9 7 5 : 5 ) . 

B a n g k a l a and Palemba were both 17th c e n t u r y k a r a e n g s h i p s , 
but t h e B a n g k a l a r e f e r r e d t o was on t h e p e n i n s u l a ' s s o u t h 
c o a s t ( 9 . 5 . 1 ) , and t h e Palemba we r e c o r d e d i s too s m a l l t o 
have s e a t e d a k a r a e n g s h i p . 

The s e e m i n g l y s t r o n g p r e s e n c e of 14th c e n t u r y p i e c e s a s 
B a n g k a l a r e s t s on two V i e t n a m e s e s h e r d s w i t h i r o n - p a i n t e d 
d e c o r a t i o n s under t h e g l a z e . Moreover, a l t h o u g h I t r e a t e d 
them a s h a v i n g come from two p i e c e s , I n o t e d t h a t t h e p i e c e s 
would have been v e r y s i m i l a r and, inde e d , p o s s i b l y o n l y one 
p i e c e was i n v o l v e d . 
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10.5.4 B i r i n g B a l a n g Tua (Gowa 64) » l ^ " 't*̂ ^̂ ^ ^ 

B i r i n g B a l a n g i s a s p i t of s l i g h t l y r a i s e d , l a t e r i t i c r e d d i s h 
c l a y s (Photo 10-40) j u t t i n g w estwards i n t o r i c e f i e l d s which 
become v e r y wet i n t h e v i c i n i t y o f B a l a n g T a l l o k . An 
e x t e n s i v e a r e a had r e p o r t e d l y been l o o t e d ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 0 ) , 
p r o d u c i n g m a i n l y b l u e - a n d - w h i t e but a l s o some Sawankhalok and 
a few c e l a d o n s . We were shown a s m a l l Wanli BW bowl from t h e 
s i t e (Photo 10-41) and c o u n t e d 13 remnant holes.'*'* The main 
c e m e t e r y ' s 51 marked g r a v e s , o r i e n t e d 330°-360° from n o r t h , 
a r e p r i m a r i l y o f masonry (Photo 10-43) o r a r r a n g e d s t o n e s 
( T a b l e F - 7 d ) . 

The r e c e n t l y ploughed s u r f a c e o f one o f t h e f i e l d s , zone 
3, was c l u t t e r e d w i t h t h e g r e a t m a j o r i t y of t h e s i t e ' s 
s u r f a c e a r t e f a c t s , i n c l u d i n g two f l a k e d s t o n e a r t e f a c t s 
(Appendix G ) , 2955 e a r t h e n w a r e s h e r d s , 243 t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s 
and a fragment o f g r e e n b o t t l e glass."*= The l a b o r a t o r y 
i d e n t i f i c a t i o n s o f t h e zone 3 t r a d e w a r e s u n d e r p i n t h e 
i d e n t i f i c a t i o n o f t h e s i t e ' s main p e r i o d o f u s e between t h e 
15th and t h e 18th c e n t u r i e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 6 ) . * * The s l i g h t 
p r e s e n c e o f 1 9 t h - 2 0 t h c e n t u r y t r a d e w a r e s h e r d a g e a c c o r d s w i t h 
the g l a s s fragment, t h e few cement g r a v e s , and t h e s i t e ' s 
d e p i c t i o n on t h e p e r i p h e r y o f Macinna kampung i n t h e 1969 
(though not t h e 1910s) l a n d - u s e map ( F i g u r e 1 0 - l b ) . 

The number of c o u n t a b l e h o l e s was s m a l l owing t o t h e t h i c k 
regrowth o v e r most of t h e r e p o r t e d l y l o o t e d a r e a , and t h e 
c o n v e r s i o n of t h e r e m a i n d e r t o f i e l d s . 

The pronounced c o n c e n t r a t i o n of a r t e f a c t u a l d e b r i s i n zone 
3, compared t o t h e zones t o i t s immediate west, c o u l d r e f l e c t 
a c o m b i n a t i o n of ( i ) i t s s l i g h t l y more e l e v a t e d p o s i t i o n , 
making i t more a t t r a c t i v e f o r o c c u p a t i o n , and ( i i ) " r e d 
h e r r i n g " f a c t o r s , e.g. t h a t t h e f a r m e r s had removed much of 
the d e b r i s c l u t t e r i n g z ones 1 and 2 i n t o zone 3, or t h a t 
p l o u g h i n g i n zone 3 had brought a l a r g e r p r o p o r t i o n of t h e 
d e b r i s up t o t h e s u r f a c e . 
'** L a b o r a t o r y i d e n t i f i c a t i o n s a r e u s e d b e c a u s e I c o l l e c t e d 
a l l t h e s e t r a d e w a r e s . However, t h e p r o c e d u r e has e x a g g e r a t e d 
the l a t e 16th t o e a r l y 17th c e n t u r y peak i n t h e s i t e ' s 
t r a d e w a r e p r o f i l e b a s e d on f i n e c l a s s e s . A p p r o x i m a t e l y one 
t h i r d of t h e c o l l e c t e d p i e c e s were i d e n t i f i e d a s " t e r m i n a l 
Ming BW" or "Wanli", i d e n t i f i c a t i o n s which a r e h a r d t o make 
i n t h e f i e l d . The zone 3 c o l l e c t i o n i s i n d e e d one of t h e main 
f a c t o r s why SSPHAP's broad t r a d e w a r e c a t e g o r i e s had t o pool 
the t e r m i n a l Ming, Qing (BW/Swatow), and Qing w h i t e w a r e 
( r e c e n t ) c l a s s e s ( s e e B . 5 ) . 
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10.5.5 Bado-Bado Tua and Parang Bambe (Gowa 68) 

Parang Bambe's 47 marked graves, o r i e n t e d 330°-350° from 
north, i n c l u d e both o l d and young styles."*'' 150 metres to the 
west are 19 o l d marked graves, o r i e n t e d 350° from north, 
a s s o c i a t e d with the former kampung of Bado-Bado (Table F-7d). 
Four l a r g e l o o t e r ' s h o l e s occurred near the l a t t e r , and the 
three f i e l d s d i r e c t l y west of the cemetery (zones 1 to 3) 
contained 16th to 20th century tradeware p i e c e s (Figure 
10-26) among other h i s t o r i c a l a r t e f a c t s . The 20th century 
land-use maps d e p i c t Bado-Bado as kampung abutting r i c e 
fields'*® and Parang Bambe as a cemetery i n s h i f t i n g 
c u l t i v a t i o n . The h i s t o r i c a l populations represented by these 
two s i t e s would appear to have been s m a l l . 

10.5.6 Overview of the KMPBBPB s i t e s 

The KMPBBPB s i t e s form a w e l l - d e f i n e d group of s i t e s bunched 
at the c e n t r e of a curved, elongated sawah depression (Figure 
10-1b). T h e i r c l o s e s t , wider s p a t i a l a f f i n i t i e s involve s i t e s 
a l s o a b u t t i n g t h i s sawah depression ( F i g u r e 10-2). The 
tradeware p r o f i l e f o r the KMP s i t e s i s dominated by ^ 
P a t t i r o - B a l a n g S a r i and so shows a p r e - I s l a m i c and e s p e c i a l l y 
a 15th century a c c e n t u a t i o n . The BBPB s i t e s show 
predominantly e a r l y I s l a m i c (17th-18th century) sherdage. 
Tradewares i n d i c a t e the a r e a has been occupied c o n t i n u a l l y 
s i n c e the 13th-14th c e n t u r i e s and e s p e c i a l l y a f t e r the 15th 
century. Note that tradewares assigned to the e a r l y 16th 
century, i . e . the approximate period when Paccellekang 
disappeared from the Bate Salapang and when T a l l o k 
o r i g i n a t e d , appears comparatively s c a r c e ( F i g u r e 10-26). 

10.6 The Moncongloe C l u s t e r 

10.6.1 Jeknek Madinging (UP19-G73) and Manggala Tua (0P18) 

Jeknek Madinging, the l o c a l name f o r the s t r e t c h of Balang

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T a l l o k which c o n s t i t u t e s part of the boundary between ... 
Kotamadya Ujung Pandang and Kabupaten Gowa (F i g u r e 10-1), 
covers two l o c a l e s . The northern l o c a l e (UP19), which looks 
over Balang T a l l o k , i n c l u d e s an antique-bearing area 
approximately 15 metres square."** The three surrounding 
houseyards and the d i r t road at t h e i r f r o n t (zones 1, 2 and 4 
r e s p e c t i v e l y ) contained some 16th-17th century sherdage. -
However, only 19th-20th century tradeware p i e c e s were 
recorded i n the adjacent houseyard and maize f i e l d (Appendix 
D; Figu r e 10-32). 

200 metres south a path c r o s s e s the Jeknek Madinging to a 
modern tomb (Gowa 73) which, as b e f i t s i t s p o s i t i o n i n the 
r i c e f i e l d s , can be inundated to a depth of 1.5 metres (Photo 
10-44). The two marked graves i n s i d e , a s c r i b e d to "Kg Jeknek 
Madinging" and h i s bodyguard, are impressive masonry 
s t r u c t u r e s of 17th-18th century a n t i q u i t y (Photo 10-42). 
Reportedly the tomb was b u i l t by people from Bangkala, 
although v i s i t o r s come widely from the l o c a l area, i n c l u d i n g 
Kabupaten Maros, to pay t h e i r r e s p e c t s . S t y l i s t i c a l l y the 
spiky n i s a n and smooth standing stone are s i m i l a r to other 
e l i t e I s l a m i c graves w i t h i n the Moncongloe c l u s t e r . Jeknek 
Madinging has no other I s l a m i c graves, f o r i t s occupants have 
immigrated from the nearby kampungs and are returned home for 
b u r i a l . 

These two b u r i a l l o c a l e s , p r e - I s l a m i c and I s l a m i c 
r e s p e c t i v e l y , are so i n d i v i d u a l l y c i r c u m s c r i b e d that t h e i r 
proximity could r e f l e c t c o i ncidence as r e a d i l y as h i s t o r i c a l 
continuity.=° I would i n t e r p r e t Jeknek Madinging as marginal 
land for occupation, c o l o n i s e d on an i n t e r m i t t e n t b a s i s and 
p o s s i b l y u n s e t t l e d f o r much of the time, as indeed the e a r l y 
20th century land-use map d e p i c t s the a r e a . 

Manggala Tua and some f u r t h e r l o c a l i t i e s on the low spur 
running west from Jeknek Madinging ( F i g u r e 10-1) give the 

The h o u s e h o l d e r c h a n c e d upon t h e s e a n t i q u e s i n t h e 1970s 
a f t e r d i g g i n g a wallow f o r h i s water b u f f a l o . 
^° Hence Kg Jeknek Madinging's b u r i a l p l a c e i s not a c c e p t e d 
a s a SSPHAP h i s t o r i c a l s i t e b e c a u s e , i n t h e ab s e n c e of 
f u r t h e r e v i d e n c e , i t c o u l d w e l l be of o n l y 18th c e n t u r y 
a n t i q u i t y . , ^ 



same i m p r e s s i o n . ^ ^ D u r i n g our i n v e s t i g a t i o n s we stumbled 
a c r o s s two s h e r d - s t r e w n f i e l d s (Photo 10-45) a b u t t i n g a 
s c r u b b y p a t c h w i t h t e n c o u n t a b l e g r a v e s marked w i t h masonry 
o r a r r a n g e d s t o n e s ( T a b l e F - 7 d ) . The a v a i l a b l e t r a d e w a r e s 
span t h e 16th t o 1 9 t h c e n t u r i e s ( F i g u r e 10-32) but, i n l i n e 
w i t h t h e s i t e ' s d e p i c t i o n a s f a r m l a n d on t h e 2 0 t h c e n t u r y 
maps, do not e x t e n d t o t h e 2 0 t h c e n t u r y . The s i t e , remembered 
a s an o l d kampung c a l l e d Manggala, h a s not been l o o t e d , s o 
t h e t r a d e w a r e s h e r d a g e c o u l d r e p r e s e n t o c c u p a t i o n d e b r i s . I n 
t h a t c a s e , t h e t i n y number o f g r a v e s would s u g g e s t t h a t 
b u r i a l s o c c u r r e d h e r e o n l y s p o r a d i c a l l y d e s p i t e t h r e e t o f o u r 
c e n t u r i e s o f o c c u p a t i o n . ^ 

10.6.2 P a t a d a n g Toa, Manyempang Toa, B a l a n g P a t t i and Embung 

Pat a d a n g Toa, Manyempang Toa and Embung r i n g an a r e a shown a s 
sawah on t h e l a n d - u s e maps ( F i g u r e s 5-3 and 1 0 - l b ) but which 
we r e c o r d e d a s u n s u i t a b l e f o r any a g r i c u l t u r e , e v e n i n the 
d r y s e a s o n . ' ^ From our e x p e r i e n c e o f making t h e c r o s s i n g 
between Manyempang Toa and P atadang Toa, t h e w a t e r l e v e l 
v a r i e s by around one metre d i u r n a l l y , w h i c h c a n be a s c r i b e d 
t o t i d a l e f f e c t s t r a n s m i t t e d a l o n g t h e T a l l o k . B a l a n g P a t t i 
o c c u r s f u r t h e r n o r t h a t t h e T a l l o k - D i c c e k a n g c o n f l u e n c e . 

Patadang, w h i c h a p p e a r s on t h e Dutch map a s a t i n y kampung 
and on t h e 1969 map not a t a l l , i s an i s l a n d o f l a d a n g s h a r d 
a g a i n s t B a l a n g T a l l o k . D e s p i t e t h e i n a c c e s s i b i l i t y o c c a s i o n e d 
by i t s swampy s u r r o u n d i n g s , ' ^ P a t a d a n g Toa (Gowa 81) i s q u i t e 
a l a r g e s i t e , w i t h e s t i m a t e s o f 100 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s and 70 
marked I s l a m i c g r a v e s . The l a t t e r , o r i e n t e d around 340° from 

Manggala Toa i s v e r y c l o s e t o two o t h e r s m a l l I s l a m i c 
g r a v e y a r d s d e p i c t e d a s t h e t i n y kampungs of B e n g g a l a and ' 
L engkesek on t h e Dutch l a n d - u s e maps. B e n g g a l a ' s few g r a v e s 
of b r i c k s , masonry o r a r r a n g e d s t o n e s looked s l i g h t l y o l d and 
indeed had i n s p i r e d some r e p o r t e d l y u n s u c c e s s f u l l o o t i n g 
a t t e m p t s .

Both kampungs had been abandoned by 1969 ( s e e 
F i g u r e 10-1b) and s o c o n f i r m the a p p a r e n t l y f l e e t i n g n a t u r e 
of s e t t l e m e n t h e r e . Moreover, a s w i t h J i p a n g ( 7 . 2 . 1 ) , 
L engkesek a s d e s c r i b e d h e r e i s d e f i n i t e l y not i d e n t i f i a b l e 
w i t h t h e synonymous Polombangkeng p o l i t y ( 4 . 5 ) . 
^= P r o b a b l y a c o m b i n a t i o n of too swampy and too b r a c k i s h . 

We d i d not make a map o f t h e s i t e a s t h e f o r c e d wade to 
r e a c h i t p r e v e n t e d us from c a r r y i n g t h e a p p r o p r i a t e mapping 
equipment. 



n o r t h , i n c l u d e a columnar nisan under a s h e l t e r (Photo 10-46) 
and o t h e r e a r l y I s l a m i c s t y l e s , a s w e l l a s a modern b r i c k 
tomb ( T a b l e F - 7 d ) . I n Macinna we were t o l d t h a t c e l a d o n s 
c o n s t i t u t e d t h e b u l k o f t h e r e c o v e r e d a n t i q u e s , accompanied 
by Sawankhalok and b l u e - a n d - w h i t e . E v i d e n c e o f an emphasis on 
c e l a d o n s r a t h e r t h a n t h e c l e a r l y "Ming" c l a s s e s was not 
r e c o r d e d f o r any o t h e r T a l l o k headwater s i t e , s u g g e s t i n g t h a t 
t h e Patadang b u r i a l ground e n j o y e d p r e c o c i o u s o r i g i n s by 
l o c a l s t a n d a r d s . U n f o r t u n a t e l y , t h e r e were no e x p o s u r e s on 
s i t e w h i c h might have r e v e a l e d t r a d e w a r e s h e r d a g e t o t e s t 
t h i s p o s s i b i l i t y . _ 

Manyempang Toa (Maros 3) i s t r a v e r s e d by t h e modern r o a d 
a l o n g a r a i s e d embankment t h r o u g h t h e s o u t h and n o r t h 
g r a v e y a r d s ( F i g u r e 10-30).'"* The n o r t h g r a v e y a r d i n c l u d e s 97 
( c o u n t a b l e ) marked g r a v e s i n a l a r g e l y overgrown a r e a which 
c l e a r s t o a p a s t u r e a s i t a p p r o a c h e s t h e s i n g l e s h e l t e r e d 
g r a v e . The l a t t e r a r e a i n c l u d e s a masonry s t r u c t u r e , t h r e e 
metres l o n g by one metre wide, w h i c h i s a p p a r e n t l y a due 
e a s t - w e s t g r a v e . The o t h e r marked g r a v e s a r e a l l o r i e n t e d 
340°-350° from n o r t h ( T a b l e F - 7 f ) . A t tempts t o l o o t h e r e had 
r e p o r t e d l y been u n s u c c e s s f u l , e v e n though t h e s u r f a c e 
s h e r d a g e i n c l u d e d a Ming BW p i e c e among l a t e r t r a d e w a r e s 
(Appendix D ) . 

The s o u t h g r a v e y a r d a t Manyempang Toa a b u t s an a r e a of 164 
l o o t e r ' s h o l e s w h i c h had r e p o r t e d l y produced b l u e - a n d - w h i t e , 
Sawankhalok and c e l a d o n s . The 29 marked g r a v e s (Photo 1 0 - 4 7 ) , 
which i n c l u d e a s h e l t e r e d g r a v e , a r e o r i e n t e d 340°-350° from 
n o r t h , e x c e p t one example o r i e n t e d 10° from n o r t h . A 
g e n e r a l l y dense c o v e r o f s e c o n d a r y f o r e s t p r e v e n t e d us from 
s e e i n g much s u r f a c e s h e r d a g e , but i t i n c l u d e d Ming BW t o 19th 
c e n t u r y p i e c e s (Appendix D; F i g u r e 1 0 - 3 3 ) . 

B a l a n g P a t i (Maros 4) i s a v e r y s i m i l a r s i t e - a 
medium-sized I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d (109 marked g r a v e s ) w i t h an 
emphasis on masonry ( i n c l u d i n g s p i k y and u n d u l a t i n g n i s a n ) ; 
c o n s i d e r a b l e u s e o f l i m e s t o n e ; and a s h e l t e r e d g r a v e 

'"* Our i n f o r m a n t r e p o r t e d t h a t t h e s t r e t c h of r o a d and 
embankment between t h e two e x t a n t g r a v e y a r d s had a l s o been 
c o n t i n u o u s g r a v e y a r d . T h i s seems p o s s i b l e , b e c a u s e t h e e x t a n t 
g r a v e s come r i g h t t o t h e d i t c h e x c a v a t e d a l o n g t h e r o a d ' s 
c o u r s e t o p r o v i d e t h e e a r t h t o b u i l d t h e emnbankment. 
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c o n t a i n i n g a sta n d i n g stone (Table F - 7 f ) . As at the 
Manyempang Toa north graveyard, l o o t i n g attempts had 
rep o r t e d l y been unproductive, yet the t i n y sample of 
a s s o c i a t e d tradeware sherdage included 17th to 19th century 
p i e c e s ( F i g u r e 10-33). L i k e Manyempang Toa, Balang P a t i 
s e r v e s the i>opulation of Manyempang Baru (see F i g u r e 10-1b). 

Kuburan Tua Embung (Gowa 94) was recorded very s c a n t i l y . 
What information I have a s s o c i a t e s i t with the two p r e v i o u s l y 
d e s c r i b e d s i t e s , both i n terms of i t s marked I s l a m i c graves 
(Table F-7d) and the reported l o o t i n g of a few antiques. 

Despite the q u i t e unpromising a s p e c t s today, and the scant 
e a r l y 20th century F>opulation as i n d i c a t e d by the Dutch 
land-use maps, the area of these four s i t e s appears to have 
enjoyed some l o c a l prominence i n e a r l y I s l a m i c times. A l l 
four apparently c o n t a i n 17th century marked graves. At l e a s t 
t h r e e of them r e p r e s e n t the major c o n c e n t r a t i o n , and p o s s i b l y 
the source, of the s p i k y and undulating nisaji which are 
almost the hallmark of the s i t e s w i t h i n the Moncongloe 
c l u s t e r . " We a l s o have the unconfirmed suggestion of 
precocious o r i g i n s f o r Patadang Toa, the most i n a c c e s s i b l e of 
the four s i t e s . Presumably the area has experienced changes 
to i t s water regime, e.g. a decreased share of the f r e s h 
water d i s c h a r g e and thus a dominance of b r a c k i s h water, 
leading to i t s c u r r e n t marginal u t i l i t y f o r a g r i c u l t u r a l 
purposes. 

10.6.3 Moncongloe Lappara (Maros 2) > 

Moncongloe Lappara ("low, great h i l l " ) looks over a s t r e t c h 
of the T a l l o k whose banks a r e only two metres above sea 
l e v e l . The water i s b r a c k i s h during the dry season, such that 
nipa palms occur i n the remnants of g a l l e r y f o r e s t . But i t i s 
f r e s h during the wet season, as i n d i c a t e d by e x t e n s i v e sawah 
f i e l d s immediately west (Photo 10-52) and e a s t of the s i t e . 

The deeper course i n c i s e d by the T a l l o k during the 
P l e i s t o c e n e ( F i g u r e 11-la) would account f o r the depth of the 
face of Camba Formation occupied by the s i t e ( F i g u r e s 5-2 and 
10-1). Following the n i n e - u n i t model (Douglas, 1977:84-88), 

" Patadang Toa was not recorded i n s u f f i c i e n t d e t a i l e i t h e r 
to include i t i n or exclude i t from t h i s g e n e r a l i s a t i o n . 
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we can i n t e r p r e t the southern zones as seepage slope, the 
footpaths l a b e l l e d zones 2 to 4 and 35 as t r a n s p o r t a t i o n a l 
midslope, the main band of the s i t e as c o l l u v i a l f o o t s l o p e , ' 
and the northeastern zones (6-14, 21-23, 25-27) as a l l u v i a l 
toeslope ( c f . F i g u r e 10-28). Zones 6 to 13 c o n s t i t u t e a 
f a i n t l y stepped bank (Photo 10-53). The upper bank, which ' 
shows broadly s i m i l a r proportions of c l a y and s i l t mixed with 
l a t e r i t i c g r a v e l s , can be i n t e r p r e t e d as a l a t e p r e h i s t o r i c 
levee of the T a l l o k ' * now mixed with more recent downwash and 
colluvium. The lower bank at the water's edge, which i s made 
of g r a v e l - f r e e s i l t s , marks the T a l l o k ' s modern levee.'"' 

The l o c a t i o n s of the s i t e ' s f l a k e d stone a r t e f a c t s 
(observed only i n the e a s t part of the s i t e ) accord with such 
an i n t e r p r e t a t i o n . Most occurred i n the g e n t l y d e c l i n i n g 
seepage slope, and the remainder on or along the upper bank 
here i n t e r p r e t e d as l a t e p r e h i s t o r i c t e r r a c e ( F i g u r e 10-29a). 

The e a s t h a l f of Moncongloe Lappara i n c l u d e s seven of the 
eight I s l a m i c b u r i a l a r e a s (as i n v e n t o r i s e d i n Table F-7e), 
accounting f o r 219 of the 226 counted marked graves. They do 
not c o n s t i t u t e an e x c e p t i o n a l l y l a r g e number - being exceeded 
by the cemeteries at T a s s i l i and Moncong-Moncong, for example 
- but they epitomise the s p a t i a l e l a b o r a t i o n elsewhere noted 
at P a t t a l l a s s a n g and Pattiro.'® The graves' o r i e n t a t i o n s 
r a r e l y f a l l o u t s i d e the range 330°-350'° from north, and show 
none of the unusual o r i e n t a t i o n s u s u a l l y found at I s l a m i c 
graveyards with deep c h r o n o l o g i c a l r o o t s . But old-fashioned 
masonry occurs prominently and dominates at Kompleks Makam 
Karaeng Moncongloe ( F i g u r e 10-28; Table F - 7 e ) . T h i s l a r g e l y 
e l i t e cemetery, named a f t e r the mosque-like tomb which i s the

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c e n t r e p i e c e ( P h o t o 1 0 - 4 9 ) , " a l s o h o l d s a d i s c r e t e group of 
s e v e n masonry m a r k e r s w i t h k n o b b l y n i s a n (Photo 10-48) and 
two cement s h e l t e r s w i t h masonry n i s a n ( P h o t o s 1 0 - 5 0 ) . The 
n o r t h s h e l t e r h a s an unmortared b r i c k b a s e made of two 
d i s t i n c t b r i c k t y p e s ( T a b l e 1 0 - 2 ) . The s m a l l f a t t y p e i s 
modern ( c f . Taible E - 3 ) but t h e l a r g e t h i n t y p e , whose 
d i m e n s i o n s s c a r c e l y d i f f e r from t h o s e o f t h e " l a r g e " b r i c k s 
a t Benteng T a l l o k ( T a b l e 1 2 - 1 ) , i s o l d .

I s o l a t e d i n s t a n c e s o f f u r t h e r e l i t e marked g r a v e s o c c u r 
among t h e g r a v e s west of zone 21 and s o u t h o f zone 24. E a s t 
Moncongloe L a p p a r a a l s o c o n t a i n e d v i r t u a l l y a l l o f t h e s i t e ' s 
"Ming" t r a d e w a r e s but few l a t e r t r a d e w a r e s . The p o i n t s t a n d s 
c l e a r l y i n t h e t r a d e w a r e d e n s i t i e s ( F i g u r e 10-29) and i n t h e 
t r a d e w a r e p r o f i l e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 3 2 ) . P a t t e r n s l i k e t h e s e a r e 
u s u a l l y a s s o c i a t e d w i t h b u r i a l complexes s p a n n i n g t h e 
p r e - I s l a m i c and I s l a m i c p e r i o d s ( e . g . K a n j i l o Lama, P a t t i r o 
T u a ) . However, l o c a l r e i > o r t s d e n i e d any a n t i q u e l o o t i n g , and 
we c o u n t e d o n l y 41 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s which, moreover, were 
r e s t r i c t e d t o z o n e s 15 and 38 ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 2 8 ) . F u r t h e r , t h e 
most c o n s i s t e n t p r e s e n c e o f "Ming" t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s , a l o n g 
t h e T a l l o k ' s upper bank ( h e r e i n t e r p r e t e d a s a l a t e 
p r e h i s t o r i c t e r r a c e ) , was a s s o c i a t e d w i t h s t r o n g t o v e r y h i g h 
e a r t h e n w a r e c o u n t s (Appendix D) . -r . 

A l t h o u g h t h e s i t e ' s i n t e r p r e t a t i o n i s c o m p l i c a t e d by t h e 
v a r i a b l e e f f e c t s o f e r o s i o n and d e p o s i t i o n , t h e a v a i l a b l e 
d a t a s u g g e s t t h a t e a s t Moncongloe L a p p a r a had been under 
o c c u p a t i o n between t h e 1 5 t h and e a r l y 1 7 th c e n t u r i e s . 

The c e m e t e r y i s a l s o c a l l e d Kompleks Makam Kobang, a f t e r 
t h i s main tomb. Kg Moncongloe was l o c a l l y r e p o r t e d a s h a v i n g 
been a d e s c e n d a n t of S y e c h Y u s u f .

p a r t i c u l a r l y along the T a l l o k ' s upper bank.*" I t s occupants?; 
might w e l l have been l o c a l l y prominent, given the strong 
presence of "Ming" tradeware p i e c e s , and the p o s t - I s l a m i c use 
of the area as an e l a b o r a t e b u r i a l ground. Zone 15 could then 
represent a small p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l ground r e s t r i c t e d to the 
l o c a l n o b i l i t y . The s i t e could have owed i t s prominence to » 
the expanses of surrounding sawah, or more probably to i t s « 
s t r a t e g i c l o c a t i o n on the T a l l o k at a time of s i g n i f i c a n t 
t ransport by prahu. C e r t a i n l y , the s i t e can be r e a d i l y 
i d e n t i f i e d with the "Moncongloe" which r e p o r t e d l y s i d e d with 
Kgloe r i Sero upon h i s s u c c e s s i o n d i s p u t e with h i s brother ^ 
Batara Gowa (SG:14). 

F i n a l l y , west Moncongloe Lappara appears to have been 
s c a r c e l y occupied before the 17th century. The seven houses 
we mapped there might represent i t s peak ( F i g u r e s 10-29 and 
10-32). 

Moncongloe Lappara i s the l a s t s i t e to j o i n the Moncongloe 
c l u s t e r (Table 10-1) and l i e s w e l l northwest of the c l u s t e r 
c e n t r e ( F i g u r e 10-2). As our survey d i d not extend f u r t h e r 
northwest, I cannot comment on whether there might be other 
h i s t o r i c a l s i t e s along t h i s s t r e t c h of the T a l l o k . I f such 
s i t e s do e x i s t , they could conceivably b r i n g the c e n t r e of 
the Moncongloe c l u s t e r c l o s e r to Moncongloe Lappara, but they 
could a l s o p o s s i b l y drag the s i t e i n t o some other s i t e 
c l u s t e r . * ^ Nonetheless I r e t a i n Moncongloe as the eponym for 

I t i s a f t e r a l l p o s s i b l e (though not very l i k e l y ) that 
p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l s had occurred widely. Some could have been 
eroded out while others have been deeply buried by downslope 
wash; or they were accompanied by smashed ceramics r a t h e r 
than complete p i e c e s ; or t i l l i n g had broken up the i n t e r r e d 
ceramics p r i o r to r e a l i s a t i o n of t h e i r value on the antiques 
market. P o s s i b l y , a l s o , the high earthenware counts could 
r e f l e c t l a t e p r e h i s t o r i c occupation u n r e l a t e d to the s i t e ' s 
tradewares. Yet again, the c o n c e n t r a t i o n of a r t e f a c t s along 
the upper bank could merely r e f l e c t secondary d e p o s i t i o n a l 
f a c t o r s . The i n t e r p r e t a t i o n o f f e r e d i n the main t e x t , 
however, makes the l e a s t p o s s i b l e d e v i a t i o n i n i t s treatment 
of the s i t e ' s evidence from the c r i t e r i a s t a n d a r d l y employed 
for SSPHAP's other Gowa s i t e s . 
' I t can however be pointed out that the land northwest of 

Moncongloe Lappara has been only t h i n l y populated during the 
20th century ( F i g u r e s 5-3 and 1 0 - l b ) , and the apparent 
h i s t o r i c a l toponym of Sanggarang does not a f f e c t the 
c l u s t e r i n g of the "Moncongloe c l u s t e r " s i t e s . Nearby 
h i s t o r i c a l s i t e s north of the T a l l o k would of course a l s o 
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the c l u s t e r , because Moncongloe Lappara i s the l a r g e s t s i t e 
and the only one i d e n t i f i a b l e as a h i s t o r i c a l toponym. 

The c l u s t e r forms a w e l l - d e f i n e d e n t i t y not only on 
geomorphological grounds, parked as i t i s at the confluence 
of the T a l l o k and Diccekang t r i b u t a r i e s , but a l s o on the 
s t y l i s t i c grounds of i t s e a r l y I s l a m i c marked graves. 
Evidence of mutual i n f l u e n c e with the BBPBKMB s i t e s d i r e c t l y 
to the southeast i s a l s o apparent ( c f . F i g u r e 10-2b).*=* A l l 
of the Moncongloe s i t e s where we recorded s u r f a c e tradewares 
show an e a r l y 17th century peak i n the s t a n d a r d i s e d 
c h r o n o l o g i c a l histograms ( F i g u r e 10-32), which i n t e r e s t i n g l y 
corresponds with the per i o d of T a l l o k ' s dominance w i t h i n 
g r e a t e r Gowa (13.3.3). 

10.7 S i t e s Along the Diccekang T r i b u t a r y 

Our road t r a n s e c t eastwards to Moncongloe Bulu, running more 
or l e s s p a r a l l e l w ith the Diccekang, t r a v e r s e d a t h i n l y 
populated, r o l l i n g landscape almost devoid of r i c e f i e l d s 
( F i g u r e 10-1). The s i t e of Diccekang abuts the s i n g l e 
e x t e n s i v e r i c e f i e l d (Photo 10-55), while the creek running 
through Moncongloe Bulu has been bunded i n t o small r i c e 
f i e l d s too (Photo 10-51). Absence of a wider surveyed context 
precludes any s p e c u l a t i o n on these s i t e s ' s p a t i a l a f f i n i t i e s . 
But we may c e r t a i n l y hypothesise a very low s i t e d e n s i t y 
which, i f c o r r e c t , would render the concept of s i t e c l u s t e r s 
i n a p p l i c a b l e . The main v a l u e of the t r a n s e c t may be i n 
showing that some l e v e l of settlement had extended along the 
Diccekang during g r e a t e r Gowa's p r e c o l o n i a l period. 

Kuburan Isla m Diccekang (Maros 6) i n c l u d e s three s p a t i a l l y 
segregated graveyards ( F i g u r e 10-31) c o n t a i n i n g 153 marked 
graves g e n e r a l l y o r i e n t e d 320°-350'° from north. The s t y l e of 

f a l s e the i s s u e of how to deal with r i v e r c r o s s i n g s i n the 
s i t e - c l u s t e r i n g a n a l y s i s . 

As noted i n the s i t e d e s c r i p t i o n s , people from Bangkala 
had b u i l t the tomb for Kg Jeknek Madinging, and the cemetery 
at Moncong-Moncong s e r v e s the Macinna occupants.

dominated by stone arrangements. 
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s t o n e s a r r a n g e d i n t o a r e c t a n g l e d o m i n a t e s , even a t t h e newer 
g r a v e y a r d s a t t h e e a s t and t h e west w h i c h a r e a s s o c i a t e d w i t h 
n o n - a s i i ( n o n - o r i g i n a l ) f a m i l i e s ( T a b l e F - 7 f ) . More 
i m p r e s s i v e v e r s i o n s i n t h e same s t y l e i n c l u d e a r e v e r e d 
example and an example d i r e c l y b e n e a t h t h e s a u k a n g w i t h i n t h e 
c e n t r a l g r a v e y a r d . Two o t h e r marked g r a v e s , e n c l o s e d i n a 
s h e l t e r , a r e a s s o c i a t e d w i t h nenek moyang f i g u r e s whose names 
have been f o r g o t t e n ( P h o t o s 10-56 and 1 0 - 5 7 ) . T h e s e f o u r 
g r a v e s , and some of t h e masonry m a r k e r s i n t h e c e n t r a l 
g r a v e y a r d , a r e o r i e n t e d 20° from n o r t h . 68 h o l e s a t t e s t t o 
l o o t i n g w h i c h had r e p o r t e d l y been c a r r i e d out by o u t s i d e r s . 
The s u r f a c e s h e r d a g e i n c l u d e d a s i n g l e V i e t n a m e s e p i e c e w i t h 
o v e r g l a z e d e c o r a t i o n s , * ^ o t h e r w i s e m a i n l y Qing and European 
p i e c e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 3 3 ) . T h e s e p o i n t s a c c o r d w i t h t h e s i t e ' s 
i d e n t i f i c a t i o n a s D i c c e k a n g kampung u n t i l t h e kampung 
r e c e n t l y moved t o t h e modern r o a d . 

Moncongloe B u l u (Maros 5) i s l o c a t e d a t "Moncongloe 2", a 
f a i r - s i z e d kampung n e s t l e d b e n e a t h B a t u Moncongloe a s shown 
on t h e Dutch l a n d - u s e maps. At t h e t i m e o f our s u r v e y t h e 
a r e a c o n t a i n e d s c a t t e r e d h o u s e s among a l a n d s c a p e dominated 
by s h i f t i n g c u l t i v a t i o n . The c e m e t e r y , an a r e a of around 60 
m e t r e s d i a m e t e r now e n v e l o p e d by s e c o n d a r y f o r e s t (Photo 
1 0 - 5 4 ) , i n c l u d e s 145 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s , 131 c o u n t a b l e g r a v e s and 
a saukang. The i n h a b i t a n t s c o u l d o n l y r e p o r t t h a t t h e l o o t i n g 
had o c c u r r e d l o n g ago, but i n B a n g k a l a (Gowa 65) we had 
a l r e a d y been t o l d t h a t o n l y Sawankhalok*"* and b l u e - a n d - w h i t e 
c e r a m i c s had been found. The marked g r a v e s c o n s i s t e d e n t i r e l y 
o f s h a r p s t a n d i n g s t o n e s , o f t e n e n c l o s e d i n a r e c t a n g l e o f 
a r r a n g e d s t o n e s , not o n l y a t t h e c e m e t e r y but a l s o a t two 
s m a l l , r e p o r t e d l y modern g r a v e y a r d s w h i c h we saw en r o u t e t o 
t h e s i t e . A s m a l l s u r f a c e assemblage w h i c h we r e c o r d e d a c r o s s 
t h e c r e e k from t h e c e m e t e r y had no t r a d e w a r e s o t h e r t h a n Qing 
and European ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 3 3 ) .

The combined t r a d e w a r e p r o f i l e o f t h e T a l l o k headwater s i t e s 
i s m arkedly d e p a u p e r a t e i n 1 3 t h - 1 4 t h c e n t u r y t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s 
( F i g u r e 1 0 - 3 2 ) . Assuming c o m p a r a b i l i t y w i t h SSPHAP's Gowa 
s i t e s g e n e r a l l y , * ' we would i n f e r t h a t t h e a r e a was o n l y 
t h i n l y p o p u l a t e d b e f o r e t h e 15th c e n t u r y , s u g g e s t i n g a 
c o m p a r a t i v e l y l a t e u t i l i s a t i o n o f t h e a r e a ' s b r oad v a l l e y s a s 
r i c e f i e l d s . E v e n i f t h e p r o f i l e d i p s and p e a k s d u r i n g t h e 
s u b s e q u e n t c e n t u r i e s ( F i g u r e 1 0 - 3 2 ) , t h e f u n d a m e n t a l s of t h e 
s e t t l e m e n t p a t t e r n shown by t h e Dutch l a n d - u s e maps appear t o 
have been e s t a b l i s h e d by, and m a i n t a i n e d s i n c e , t h e 15th 
c e n t u r y . The p o s t - I s l a m i c d i p s c a n be r e l a t e d t o p a r t i c u l a r 
h i s t o r i c a l e v e n t s , s u g g e s t i n g t h a t h i s t o r i c a l e v e n t s might be 
r e l a t e d t o t h e e a r l y 1 6 th c e n t u r y d i p . * * 

As a r g u e d above, t h e s i t e s Moncongloe L a p p a r a , P a t t i r o Tua 
and P a t t a l l a s a n g Tua c a n be i d e n t i f i e d w i t h t h e h i s t o r i c a l 
toponyms Moncongloe, P a c c e l l e k a n g and P a t t a l l a s a n g . 
Moncongloe s i d e d w i t h K g l o e r i S e r o upon h i s s u c c e s s i o n 
d i s p u t e w i t h B a t a r a Gowa a t c-1500, w h i l e t h e l a t t e r two 
G e l a r a n g s i d e d w i t h B a t a r a Gowa ( S G : 1 4 ) . The e s t a b l i s h m e n t of 
t h e kingdom of T a l l o k a p p e a r s t o have i n v o l v e d some 
t r a n s l o c a t i o n o f u p s t r e a m communities t o t h e T a l l o k mouth 
( S T : 5 - 6 ) . T u m a p a k r i s i k K a l l o n a ' s m i d d l e r e i g n between c.1520 
and C.1540 a p p e a r s t o have w i t n e s s e d Gowa's embattlement, and 
a s e v e r e r e d u c t i o n i n h e r s u b j e c t t e r r i t o r i e s i n c l u d i n g t h e 
l o s s o f P a c c e l l e k a n g and P a t t a l l a s s a n g ( F i g u r e 1 3 - 9 b ) . T h i s 
framework promotes t h e f o l l o w i n g i n t e r p r e t a t i o n o f t h e T a l l o k 
headwater s i t e s . 

*' I t would o f c o u r s e be p o s s i b l e t o e x p l a i n away t h i s 
r e s u l t , o r any but t h e g r o s s e s t i n f e r e n c e s a r i s i n g from t h e 
s u r f a c e t r a d e w a r e f r e q u e n c i e s , w i t h s p e c i a l p l e a d s , e.g. t h a t 
t h e communities h e r e had m e r e l y t a k e n a b e l a t e d i n t e r e s t i n 
t r a d e w a r e s o r i n b u r y i n g them w i t h t h e dead, o r t h a t t h e 
e a r l y b u r i a l grounds had been m i s s e d by t h e s u r v e y , o r t h a t 
t h e l o o t i n g of 1 3 t h - 1 4 t h c e n t u r y c e r a m i c s had h e r e r e s u l t e d 
i n v e r y l i t t l e s p a l l a g e , e t c . 
** F o r example, t h e 2 0 t h c e n t u r y d i p c a n be a t t r i b u t e d t o the 
c o n s t r u c t i o n of r o a d s above t h e r i c e f i e l d s ( 1 0 . 1 ) . And the 
d i p a f t e r t h e e a r l y 17th c e n t u r y i n t o t h e e a r l y 18th c e n t u r y 
p o s s i b l y r e f l e c t s l o c a l u p h e a v a l a s s o c i a t e d w i t h Gowa's 
d e f e a t i n t h e Makassar War and t h e f e a r of B u g i s s p o l i a t i o n 
( c f . Andaya, 1981:193-194). 
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The c o n c e n t r a t i o n of T a l l o k - l i k e names between T a s s i l l i 
and T a l l a - T a l l a supports the notion that people from here 
might have r e l o c a t e d to T a l l o k . The evidence f o r a 
p r e - I s l a m i c Bugis immigration from Soppeng and Lamuru might 
suggest t h i s area was comparatively underpopulated and 
p o s s i b l y beyond any overarching j u r i s d i c t i o n i n the 16th 
century (F i g u r e 13-9b). The e a r l y 16th century drop i n the 
tradeware p r o f i l e , which a p p l i e s only to the area e a s t of 
Bangkala, f u r t h e r suggests that the a r e a was then p a r t l y 
abandoned owing to Gowa's i n a b i l i t y to provide p r o t e c t i o n . We 
can reasonably assume that the a r e a of the Moncongloe c l u s t e r 
then enjoyed T a l l o k ' s p r o t e c t i o n , and may w e l l have r e c e i v e d 
immigrants from u p r i v e r even i f i t a l s o s u p p l i e d emigrants to 
the Ta11ok mouth. 

The l a t e 16th century, a p e r i o d when Gowa enjoyed 
s p e c t a c u l a r l o c a l expansion, witnessed the re-admission of 
P a t t a l l a s s a n g to the Bate Salapang but not P a c c e l l e k a n g . T h i s 
might seem anomalous, except that with Gowa's Bate Salapang 
now so widespread, there might have been scope f o r only one 
member from the T a l l o k headwaters, and the post f e l l to 
P a t t a l l a s s a n g ( F i g u r e 13-1 Ob). Then during the 17th century a 
s i t u a t i o n approximating that at the beginning and end of 
Tumapakrisik K a l l o n a ' s r e i g n was r e - e s t a b l i s h e d , with 
Paccellekang f i r s t re-appearing as a karaengship of a Gowa 
p r i n c e s s , and subsequently being re-admitted to the Bate 
Salapang. ^ 

The f u l l s c e n a r i o adumbrated here p o s s i b l y d r i v e s the 
a v a i l a b l e evidence very hard. S t i l l at the very l e a s t i t 
shows that my i d e n t i f i c a t i o n s of the toponyms Moncongloe, 
Paccellekang and P a t t a l l a s s a n g , and e q u a l l y T a l l o k ' s o r i g i n 
s t o r y , are f u l l y compatible with the evidence from the T a l l o k 
headwater s i t e s .
