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CHAPTER 3. MAKASSAR ARISTOCRATIC SOCIAL ORGANISATION 

One of the most dominant themes found i n the Makassar t e x t s 
involves recording a r i s t o c r a t i c g e n e a l o g i c a l information 
{2.5.1). The l e v e l of d e t a i l promotes a r e c o n s t r u c t i o n of the 
f a c t o r s which determined a c c e s s to t i t l e , as analysed i n t h i s 
chapter. The ensuing p e r s p e c t i v e s allow p r e c i s e study, as 
undertaken i n Chapter 4, of the s h i f t s i n p o l i t i c a l power 
between the " l i n e a g e groups", i . e . the kin-based f a c t i o n s of 
s i g n i f i c a n c e i n the Makassar a r i s t o c r a t i c world. The r e s u l t s 
show that the s t a t e of g r e a t e r Gowa was organised along very 
s i m i l a r p r i n c i p l e s to those recognised for the Malay 
s u l t a n a t e s ( G u l l i c k , 1988) and r u r a l Javanese a r i s t o c r a c y 
(Palmier, 1969).' 

3.1 T r a d i t i o n a l Makassar S o c i a l C a t e g o r i e s 

C l a s s i f y i n g the e t h n i c groups of Netherlands I n d i a 
(Indonesia) int o c u l t u r e a r e a s , t e r Haar (1948) recognised a 
"South Celebes group" from the s u i t e of s i m i l a r f e a t u r e s 
shared by the a r e a ' s I s l a m i s e d c u l t u r e s - the Bugis, Makassar 
( i n c l u d i n g Konjo and S e l a y a r ) , Mandar, and some s m a l l e r 
groups. Ethnographies d e a l i n g with the Bugis and Makassar, 
the best s t u d i e d groups, r e v e a l a general s o c i a l system 
organised int o overlapping s e t s of b i l a t e r a l kindreds r a t h e r 
than s h a r p l y demarcated descent groups. I n d i v i d u a l s can 
choose t h e i r p a r t i c u l a r a f f i l i a t i o n , r e s u l t i n g i n the 
c r y s t a l l i s a t i o n of d i s c r e t e networks of ( u s u a l l y ) r e l a t e d 
i n d i v i d u a l s . Postroarital r e s i d e n c e can be e i t h e r v i r i l o c a l or 
(more u s u a l l y ) u x o r ! l o c a l , the spouses r e t a i n membership 
wi t h i n t h e i r n a t a l group, and the c h i l d r e n enjoy homologous 
r e l a t i o n s h i p s with the f a m i l i e s of both p a r e n t s . While the 
f l e x i b i l i t y a l lows the ready i n c o r p o r a t i o n of newcomers, the 
communities maintain t h e i r s t a b i l i t y through p h y s i c a l and 
occupational propinquity and some measure of endogamy. An 
i n d i v i d u a l ' s behaviour i s a l s o s t r o n g l y c o n s t r a i n e d by h i s or 
her s t a t u s which i s l a r g e l y a s c r i p t i v e , e s p e c i a l l y for women

who, i n the r d l e of ( p r i n c i p a l ) wife, mark the s t a t u s 
a t t a i n e d by the more s o c i a l l y mobile men (Chabot, 1950; 
M i l l a r , 1989; A c c i a i o l i , 1989). 

The a s c r i p t i o n of s t a t u s i s best d e s c r i b e d with r e f e r e n c e 
to the pre-20th century s i t u a t i o n , s i n c e some of the s o c i a l 
d i v i s i o n s have been fo r m a l l y a b o l i s h e d even i f the e f f e c t s 
l i n g e r i n more c o n s e r v a t i v e a r e a s (ROttger-Rfissler, 1989:28 
f f . ) . Mukhlis (1975:27-32), l a r g e l y f o l l o w i n g F r i e d e r i c y 
(1933), adumbrates the Makassar s u b d i v i s i o n s which had 
e x i s t e d w i t h i n the three general c l a s s e s of a r i s t o c r a t s ( I ) , 
commoners (11) and s l a v e s ( I I I ) . 

I . Anakkaraeng ( a r i s t o c r a c y , l i t e r a l l y c h i l d r e n of 
karaeng), d i s t i n g u i s h e d by t h e i r white blood i n h e r i t e d from 
the Tomanurung ("the one(s) who descended"). The Tomanurung, 
who a r e a t t r i b u t e d with having founded most of the 
Bugis-Makassar kingdoms, are not a l l portrayed as epiphanies, 
as they a l s o included nobles o r i g i n a t i n g from e a r l i e r 
e s t a b l i s h e d kingdoms (Maeda, 1986). S u b d i v i s i o n s w i t h i n the 
Anakkaraeng were based on the proportion of white blood as 
against the red blood of commoners. 

1. Anak tiknok; i n d i v i d u a l s with pure Tomanurung blood. 
They were f u r t h e r d i v i d e d i n t o the Anak tiknok pattola, those 
with a c l a i m to the h i g h e s t t i t l e s , and the Anak manrapik who 
could take up a hi g h e s t t i t l e when no s u i t a b l e Anak tiknok 
p a t t o i a i n d i v i d u a l was a v a i l a b l e . 

2. Anak sipuwe; i n d i v i d u a l s with mixed Tomanurung and 
commoners' blood. They comprised the Anak sipuwe manrapik who 
could a t t a i n high t i t l e s i f s u i t a b l e Anak tiknok candidates 
were l a c k i n g , and the Anak sipuwe i n d i v i d u a l s born of an Ata 
nibuang s l a v e (see below) by an Anak tiknok pattola f a t h e r . 

3. Anak cerak; i n d i v i d u a l s born of an Ata manak s l a v e by a 
fa t h e r of at l e a s t Anak sipuwe manrapik rank. 

4. Anakkaraeng s a i a . The f a t h e r had Anak sipuwe or Anak 
cerak blood, w h i l e the mother had common or s l a v e blood. 
These formed the m a j o r i t y of the Anakkaraeng and a l s o had the 
most i n t e r a c t i o n with the populace. They avoided marriages 
with commoners or s l a v e s as any o f f s p r i n g could no longer 
c l a i m enough white blood to be d i s t i n g u i s h e d from commoners. 
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I I . Tumaradeka (commoners, l i t e r a l l y f r e e people), d i v i d e d 
i n t o : 

1. Tubajik or d i s t i n g u i s h e d people, who could point to 
p e r i p h e r a l family connections with the Anakkaraeng. T i t l e s 
not r e g u l a r l y held by Anakkaraeng were u s u a l l y held among the 
Tubaj i k . 

2. Tusamarak, the m a j o r i t y of the commoners, comprising 
peasants, merchants, s a i l o r s and so f o r t h . 

I I I . Ata ( s l a v e s ) . I n d i v i d u a l s entered the s t a t e of 
s l a v e r y when they had l o s t t h e i r s e l f - r e s p e c t ( s i r i k ) and 
a b i l i t y to fend f o r themselves. S l a v e s who s o l d themselves, 
the Ata n i b a l l i or Ata sossorang, r e t a i n e d the chance to buy 
t h e i r freedom back. The Ata nibuang, enslaved e i t h e r as war 
c a p t i v e s or because of s e r i o u s t r a n s g r e s s i o n s a g a i n s t adat 
customs, could have t h e i r formerly f r e e s t a t u s r e s t o r e d by 
the empowered adat c o u n c i l . The t h i r d group was the Ata manak 
or bequeathed s l a v e s . 

S e v e r a l p o i n t s emerge from Mukhlis' summary, as f u r t h e r 
summarised i n Table 3-1. Access to t i t l e s depended on 
n o b i l i t y of b i r t h , i . e . s t a t u s was a s c r i b e d . T h i s e s s e n t i a l l y 
followed b i l a t e r a l l i n e s , and the i d e a l marriage involved 
s i m i l a r l y ranked p a r t n e r s . Nonetheless a p a t r i l a t e r a l b i a s 
c l e a r l y e x i s t e d , as shown by how the scheme d e r i v e s the 
l e s s e r n o b i l i t y from marriages between a man of higher 
n o b i l i t y and a female commoner or s l a v e ; the a s c r i p t i o n of 
the f a t h e r ' s s t a t u s to the o f f s p r i n g of Anakkaraeng women who 
married a lower ranked Anakkaraeng man; and the s p e c i f i c 
s t r i c t u r e a g a i n s t women marrying beneath t h e i r c l a s s ( c f . 
Chabot, 1950:94-95,209ff.; ROttger-ROssler, 1989:42-43). 

Two l o g i c a l c o r o l l a r i e s f o l l o w . Within the t r a d i t i o n a l l y 
polygynous Makassar s o c i e t y , higher s t a t u s men g e n e r a l l y had 
more wives. And as the white blood of the r o y a l t y can 
s c a r c e l y be d e r i v e d from the red blood of commoners, the 
r o y a l t y must be able to t r a c e t h e i r o r i g i n s from o u t s i d e of 
the b i l a t e r a l network - hence the Tomanurung. An example from 
recent h i s t o r y comes from the Konjo l i v i n g at Kasepekang i n 
the Gowa highlands. I n the l a t e 19th century a lowland Gowa 
a r i s t o c r a t c a l l e d Daeng Bunding married i n t o the Kasepekang 
n o b i l i t y and was i n s t a l l e d as Karaeng. Kasepekang's Karaeng

and other prominent a r i s t o c r a t s now t r a c e a r e a l or f i c t i o n a l 
g e nealogical r e l a t i o n s h i p to Daeng Bunding through h i s three 
o f f i c i a l wives (Rfittger-Rttssler, 1989:38-40). 

3.2 T r a d i t i o n a l Makassar T i t u l a t i o n 

The Makassar t e x t s (2.2) i d e n t i f y i n d i v i d u a l s ' s t a t u s not i n 
terms of the c a t e g o r i e s shown i n Table 3-1 but r a t h e r by 
t i t l e . Mukhlis (1975:41-42) d e s c r i b e s the main kinds of names 
and t i t l e s used during the 17th century. 

a. Areng k a l e (personal name), the b i r t h name. 
b. Areng padaengang (daeng t i t l e ) , the h i g h e s t t i t l e a 

commoner could r e c e i v e (Mukhlis, 1975:37). I t can be 
abbreviated to Dg (Daeng) and Dta (Daenta). The t i t l e was 
sometimes l i n k e d with a p l a c e name, apparently to i d e n t i f y 
the person as a prominent member w i t h i n the community (Table 
3-16 below). 

c. Areng pakkaraengang (Karaeng t i t l e , or l o r d s h i p ) , which 
can be abbreviated to Kg (Karaeng) and Kga (Karaenga). The 
t i t l e was u s u a l l y a s s o c i a t e d with a p l a c e name (Table 3-16) 
which i d e n t i f i e d the community whose o b l i g a t i o n i t was to 
maintain a f i t r e s i d e n c e f o r the Karaeng, and provide 
manpower and s u r p l u s produce (Mukhlis, 1975:42-44,64). 

d. Areng arakna ( I s l a m i c name). Mukhlis uses t h i s category 
to i n d i c a t e the t i t l e of sultan.'' 

e. Tumenanga (posthumous name). L i k e the Bugis counterpart 
Matinroe (see Tables 3-3 and 3-4) the name u s u a l l y i n d i c a t e d 
where the person had died. I t provided a means i n which 
prominent, deceased people could be r e f e r r e d to r e s p e c t f u l l y , 
and did not n e c e s s a r i l y i n d i c a t e the attainment of a high 
t i t l e (e.g. Dg Mangemba Tumatea r i Bantang i n Table 3-8). 

S u l t a n s were not the only r u l e r s i n South Sulawesi, even 
a f t e r the conversion of the a r i s t o c r a c y to I s l a m . As I wish 
to draw p a r a l l e l s between the s u l t a n a t e s and t h e i r l o c a l 
counterparts, I here follow standard Indonesian i n adapting 
the word " r a j a " to r e f e r to a l l r u l e r s , and a l s o use the term 
"kingdom" to r e f e r to t h e i r domains. I f u r t h e r d i s t i n g u i s h

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between the g r e a t e r r a j a s , and the p e t t y r o y a l t y or l e s s e r 
r a j a s (both of whom enjoyed r e c o g n i t i o n as independent, 
white-blooded r u l e r s ) . 

L e s s e r r a j a . . , t i t ( s e e F i g u r e 3-1). Some l e s s e r r a j a s had 
d i s t i n c t t i t l e s , e.g. the Bugis Ratu who r u l e d Bulo-Bulo, and 
the 16th century Makassar e n t i t l e d Karaengloe ("great 
c h i e f " ) , Somba and Tumakgauka. Other l e s s e r r a j a s belonged to 
h i s t o r i c a l s u c c e s s i o n s , e.g. Sanrabone, Maros (2 . 5 . 1 ) , Siang 
( P e l r a s , 1977), Agongnionjok ( K a l l u p a , 1984), the "Limae 
Ajattappareng" con f e d e r a t i o n ( C a l d w e l l , 1988), and Laikang 
( c f . Kamaruddin et a l . , 1985-6:169; Andaya, 1981:128,137). 

G r e a t e r r a j a p i t i e s (see F i g u r e 3-1). Luwuk (the f i r s t 
South Sulawesi r o y a l family to embrace I s l a m ) , Gowa and 
T a l l o k became formal s u l t a n a t e s at the beginning of the 17th 
century. Gowa's l e s s e r a l l i e s , Sanrabone and Bulo-Bulo, d i d 
not become s u l t a n a t e s , i n d i c a t i n g a d i s t i n c t i o n between the 
major and the l e s s e r pro-Gowa r o y a l t y . As regards the three 
major Bugis a g r a r i a n kingdoms - Bone, Soppeng and Wajok -
they i n i t i a l l y eschewed the t i t l e of s u l t a n f o r t h e i r r u l e r , 
presumably as a r e a c t i o n to t h e i r f o r c e d conversion to 
I s l a m . ^ But the Bone and Soppeng r u l e r s were undoubtedly 
great r a j a s on a par with the s u l t a n s , as shown by t h e i r 
triumph i n the Makassar War. 

P r i o r to I s l a m i s a t i o n , great Makassar r u l e r s were 
d i s t i n g u i s h e d by a nickname ("Tu-" or person, followed by a 
p a s s i v e v e r b a l form) commenorating some h i g h l i g h t of t h e i r 
r e i g n . A l l of the l a t e 15th t o l a t e 16th Gowa r u l e r s r e c e i v e d 
such a nickname (apart from the d e i f i e d B a t a r a Gowa), as d i d 
some T a l l o k , Maros and Sanrabone r u l e r s (Table 3-3). 
Analogously the Makassar r o y a l d i a r y (LB) c a l l s Bone's La 
T e n r i t a t t a S u l t a n Sahaduddin "Tunisombaya". The only other 
person remembered by a nickname was Tuniawanga r i 
Kalassakanna, the main wife of S u l t a n Abdullah, the l a t t e r 
arguably the highest s t a t u s Makassar man who ever l i v e d . 

The g r e a t e r r a j a s , then, are the s u l t a n s , the r u l e r s of 
Bone and Soppeng, and the nicknamed i n d i v i d u a l s . The s u l t a n s

exception which proves the r u l e . He was e x p e l l e d for h i s 
c o v e r s i o n to Islam (see Muttalib, 1980). 
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considered here a l s o include the 17th century r u l e r s of Bima 
and Sumbawa (Noorduyn, 1987b; see F i g u r e 3-1). 

The Makassar t i t l e s were incremental, with d u p l i c a t i o n s of 
t i t l e s a s w e l l as higher t i t l e s r e f l e c t i n g enhanced s t a t u s . 
E.g. S u l t a n Abdullah's f u l l name was "Palakkaya I Malingkaeng 
I Daeng Mannyori Karaeng Matoaya Karaeng K a n j i l o Karaeng 
Segeri S u l t a n Abdullah Awalul Islam Tumenanga r i Agama 
Tumenanga r i Bonto Biraeng" (ST:14-15; SG:70). To take a 
Bugis example, Sahaduddin's f u l l name was "La T e n r i t a t t a Datu 
Mario r i Wawo Daeng Serang Arung Palakka P e t t a Malamp^k^ 
Gemmekna Tounruk [Tunisombaya] S u l t a n Sahaduddin Matinroe r i 
Bontoalak" (Andaya, 1981:43-4). 

The r e c ords a l s o c o n t a i n three v a r i a n t s on the daeng 
t i t l e . The kare t i t l e may have been a s l i g h t l y demoted 
v a r i a n t , as i t was r a r e l y a s s o c i a t e d with a p l a c e name 
(3.4.1), while few i n d i v i d u a l s e n t i t l e d Kare were a l s o a 
Karaeng and none was a r a j a (Tables 3-5 to 3-14). On the 
other hand, t h e record that the [ a d d i t i o n a l ] daeng name of Dg 
r i Tamacinna was Kare Paeso (SG:50) suggests i t may have 
betokened a s l i g h t e l e v a t i o n . The lokmok or lukmuk t i t l e 
d i s p l a y s i d i o s y n c r a t i c a s s o c i a t i o n s . I t can occur alone, or 
in combinations such as I Kare Lukmuk (SG:15), H a j i I Kare 
Lukmuk (LB:154), I Lokmok Manrimisik (SG:39) and I Lukmuk r i 
Mandallek (Patunru, 1983:24), but my r e c o r d s g i v e only one 
a s s o c i a t i o n with a karaengship (Table 3-6). The t i t l e u s u a l l y 
i n v o l v e s women of unknown b i r t h who married prominent men 
(Table 3-10), notably i n the case of a s l a v e who took her 
lokmok t i t l e a f t e r marrying S u l t a n Mudhaffar ( c f . ST:27 and 
LB:167). While the deeds of male lokmok are o c c a s i o n a l l y 
mentioned, t h e i r f a m i l y r e l a t i o n s h i p s are ignored. The t i t l e 
t h e r e f o r e appears to have marked a common b i r t h b a r r i n g the 
holder from higher t i t u l a t i o n . ^ F i n a l l y , the gelarang t i t l e 
r e f e r r e d s p e c i f i c a l l y to d i s t r i c t heads who represented the 
governed populace, notably the nine c o u n c i l members of Gowa's 
Bate SaJapang (Mukhlis, 1975:60-2). 

Despite i t s u n u s u a l n a t u r e , t h e t i t l e was a v a r i a n t on 
daeng, a s shown by t h e r e c o r d that a g r i n d e r - l a b o u r e r c a l l e d 
I R a s a took I Lokmok Tekne as her daeng name when she married 
Sultan Alauddin {SG:59). 
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3.3 A n a l y s i s of the Makassar Genealogical Records 

3.3.1 Scope of the a n a l y s i s 

Rather than s l a v i s h l y b e l i e v e the ideology of t r a d i t i o n a l 
Makassar ranking, we should be able to r e c o n s t r u c t the s o c i a l 
f a c t o r s determining i n d i v i d u a l s ' a c c e s s t o t i t l e s , based on 
the g e n e a l o g i c a l r e c o r d s c o v e r i n g approximately 200 y e a r s 
during which the same b a s i c t i t u l a r system a p p l i e d . F a c t o r s 
of l i k e l y s i g n i f i c a n c e i n c l u d e gender and n e x t - o f - k i n 
r e l a t i o n s h i p , notably p a r e n t - o f f s p r i n g and husband-wife 
comparisons. As t i t l e s were incremental with age, the study 
should include only i n d i v i d u a l s who reached maturity, here 
defined as "marriageable age"."* The a n a l y s i s w i l l employ an 
o r d i n a l model as i t alone matches the ranked nature of t i t l e s 
as data ( c f . S t a r t u p and Whittaker, 1982:4-7). The highest 
t i t l e r e c e i v e d by a person, whether i n s i n g l e or m u l t i p l e 
expression, i s the t i t l e used to determine the person's rank. 
R a r e l y o c c u r r i n g t i t l e s , which most f r e q u e n t l y in v o lve cases 
of people with non-Makassar t i t l e s marrying Makassar 
a r i s t o c r a t s , do not c o n s t i t u t e a n a l y t i c a l l y u s e f u l c a t e g o r i e s 
and so are pooled with the Makassar t i t l e which I consider to 
be of e q u i v a l e n t rank.^ 

I r ecognise f i v e ranks, based on the system of t r a d i t i o n a l 
Makassar t i t u l a t i o n ( 3 . 2 ) . Rank 1 r e f e r s to the g r e a t e r r a j a s 
and Rank 2 r e f e r s to the l e s s e r r a j a s . Rank 3 i n c l u d e s the 
remainder of the l o r d s , i . e . the v a r i o u s Makassar karaeng and 
Bugis arung and datu whose c o n s t i t u e n c i e s were incorporated 
w i t h i n one of the kingdoms, as w e l l as an assortment of 
t i t l e s which appear to be of e q u i v a l e n t rank. Rank 4 people 

Some of those included may w e l l have died when s t i l l young, 
p a r t i c u l a r l y well-born people for whom n e i t h e r a noble t i t l e 
nor a marriage i s recorded. However, to avoid b i a s s i n g the 
data base i n favour of c e r t a i n e x p e c t a t i o n s , I w i l l assume 
that people l i v e d i n t o adulthood u n l e s s the records show the 
c o n t r a r y . Note a l s o that the study w i l l exclude some high l y 
ranked c h i l d r e n who had died at a young age - p r i n c e s who had 
probably been viewed as l i k e l y s u c c e s s o r s before t h e i r death. 
These include Tunipalangga's son Kg Anak Gowa {SG:31), and Kg 
Segeri the son of S u l t a n Abdullah (ST:19-20). 
' The same problem of ranking non-Makassar a g a i n s t Makassar 
t i t l e s would have occurred when the marriages were arranged, 
or when deci d i n g the appropriate l e v e l of r e c e p t i o n for 
non-Makassar v i s i t o r s and immigrants. 
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are the daeng and t h e i r e q u i v a l e n t s , although note that the 
kare and iukjnuk w i l l o f t e n be ta b u l a t e d s e p a r a t e l y from the 
other Daeng. F i n a l l y , Rank 5 in c l u d e s those people for whom 
no evidence of t i t u l a t i o n was found. 

3.3.2 Methodological Procedures 

The major d i f f i c u l t y f a c i n g the use of the ge n e a l o g i c a l 
information i n the Makassar t e x t s i s to i d e n t i f y the 
i n d i v i d u a l s r e f e r r e d to. P a r t l y t h i s stems from the lack of a 
gender d i s t i n c t i o n which Makassar (and the Indonesian 
t r a n s l a t i o n s ) makes i n pronouns and t i t l e s , and the frequent 
use of context r a t h e r than the e x p l i c i t statement of the verb 
"to be" and i t s c o n j u g a t i o n s . For in s t a n c e , a passage 
f a i t h f u l l y t r a n s l a t e d i n t o Indonesian might read "Dia, 
anaknya Daeng A, ". The p o s s i b l e t r a n s l a t i o n i n t o E n g l i s h 
i n c l u d e s a l l v a r i a n t s on "He/she, the c h i l d of/whose c h i l d 
was male/female Daeng A". The m u l t i p l i c i t y of names and 
t i t l e s which many of the i n d i v i d u a l s had, and the tendency 
for c e r t a i n t i t l e s such as important karaengships to recur, 
a l s o make i t d i f f i c u l t t o follow the re c o r d s . On top of that, 
i n d i v i d u a l s could be r e f e r r e d to by any one of t h e i r a l i a s e s , 
u s u a l l y r e f l e c t i n g the point that a c t i o n s done at d i f f e r e n t 
stages i n the same person's l i f e c y c l e c o u l d be done, 
s t r i c t l y speaking, under d i f f e r e n t names.^ 

In p r a c t i c e I found I could only r e s o l v e the ambiguities 
by t a k i n g on board the most f e a s i b l e i n t e r p r e t a t i o n s , based 
on context, and running them u n t i l c o n t r a d i c t i o n s demanded a 

There i s a f i n e l i n e between producing patent nonsense by 
using a n a c h r o n i s t i c names (e.g. S u l t a n Abdullah was i n i t i a l l y 
as i n t e r e s t e d i n C h r i s t i a n i t y as i n Islam) and r e l e g a t i n g 
oneself to grammatical c o n t o r t i o n s by demanding s t r i c t 
synchrony (e.g. s i n c e even the b i r t h names were bestowed a 
few days a f t e r b i r t h , one would always have to say "the 
person who was l a t e r c a l l e d . . . " when r e f e r r i n g to a b i r t h ) . 
The nicknames and posthumous names provide a means of 
r e f e r r i n g to a whole l i f e c y c l e , but as i t turns out 
p a r t i c u l a r t i t l e s have become standard f a r e to f i l l t h i s r61e 
(e.g. Arung Palakka, Kg P a t t i n g a l l o a n g ) . T h i s has led to the 
unfortunate s i t u a t i o n where some highest a t t a i n e d t i t l e s 
have, as i t were, been b l o t t e d out of h i s t o r i a n s ' t h i n k i n g , 
and consequently I w i l l use the highest s t a t u s name when 
r e f e r r i n g to an i n d i v i d u a l ' s l i f e c y c l e (e.g. S u l t a n 
Sahaduddin and S u l t a n Mahmud i n the two c a s e s j u s t c i t e d ) . 



r e t h i n k . I n accordance with the p r i n c i p l e of parsimony I have 
a l s o reduced the number of names to the minimum number of 
d i s c r e t e i n d i v i d u a l s . For i n s t a n c e , when a name occurred I 
consigned i t to the i n d i v i d u a l or one of the i n d i v i d u a l s 
already i d e n t i f i e d by that name u n t i l I found evidence that 
another was involved. The evidence could be g e n e r a l , as i n 
the case of very common names (e.g. " I S i t t i " i n Table 3-12) 
where, i n d i c a t i o n s to the c o n t r a r y l a c k i n g , one must assume 
d i f f e r e n t i n d i v i d u a l s were involved. U s u a l l y , however, 
s p e c i f i c evidence turned up, as with the p o s s i b l e 
i d e n t i f i c a t i o n ( p o s i t e d by Kamaruddin et a l . , 1985-6:100,107) 
of "Daeng T a l l a r a " as the Daeng t i t l e of Karaenga r i 
Tabaringang who f i r s t married a Sanrabone r a j a and then 
married Karaeng K a t i n t i n g . Here i t can be shown that Daeng 
T a l l a r a Karaenga r i Tabaringang who married the Sanrabone 
king was the f u l l s i s t e r of S u l t a n Hasanuddin, the f a t h e r of 
Karaeng K a t i n t i n g - i . e . the i d e n t i f i c a t i o n has her making 
the u n l i k e l y marriage to her b r o t h e r ' s son - and that indeed 
some other Karaenga r i Tabaringa had married Karaeng 
K a t i n t i n g (SG:45,49). Nonetheless, I can see that some of my 
i n t e r p r e t a t i o n s are c o n j e c t u r a l , and these w i l l be s i g n i f i e d 
" ( ? ) " i n Tables 3-3 to 3-14 which l i s t the r e c o n s t r u c t i o n s . 

The t a b l e s i n c l u d e 545 i n d i v i d u a l s of i d e n t i f i e d name for 
whom at l e a s t one n e x t - o f - k i n r e l a t i o n s h i p - whether as 
spouses, f u l l s i b l i n g s or p a r e n t - o f f s p r i n g - could be deduced 
by f o l l o w i n g g e n e a l o g i c a l c h a i n s as f a r as i n d i v i d u a l s f o r 
whom no f u r t h e r data were apparent. The t a b l e s allow space 
f o r r e l a t i o n s h i p s which were not n e c e s s a r i l y f i l l e d , 
s i g n i f i e d by dashes, or were f i l l e d by some i n d i v i d u a l of 
unknown name as s i g n i f i e d by a quesion mark. An exclamation 
mark i s used f o r i n d i v i d u a l s reported to have die d before 
reaching m a r i t a l age. I n a d d i t i o n , the men who h e l d 
" b u r e a u c r a t i c " or n o n - t e r r i t o r i a l p osts ( 3 . 5 ) , l i s t e d i n 
Tables 3-13 and 3-14, i n c l u d e 14 f o r whom no n e x t - o f - k i n 
r e l a t i o n s h i p s are known. 

As regards c a s e s when the Makassar t e x t s r e c o r d a 
r e l a t i o n s h i p of a person who appears i n other t e x t s , I have 
used secondary so u r c e s to c l a r i f y t h e i r standing with the 
Makassar l i n e s , but I have not t r i e d to follow the 
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gene alogical c h a i n s any f u r t h e r . As my period of i n t e r e s t 
stops at 1700 (2.6.4), I have co n s u l t e d the l a t e r d i a r y 
e n t r i e s ( L i g t v o e t , 1880:231-259) only as f a r as e x t r a c t i n g 
the most r e l e v a n t , e l u c i d a t o r y information. The records I 
have c o l l e c t e d could inadequately represent the marriages and 
t i t l e s of people born s h o r t l y before 1700, and so I have 
ignored people born a f t e r 1670, apart from prominent, widely 
documented f i gures. 

3.3.3 T a b u l a t i o n of the i n d i v i d u a l s 

The great m a j o r i t y of the t i t l e s c onsidered here involve 
topnyms ( F i g u r e 3-1). Table 3-2 d e t a i l s my system of 
a b b r e v i a t i o n s of the toponyms and n o n - t e r r i t o r a l posts, 
designed to handle the c o m p l e x i t i e s of the data i n 
diagramatic (Chapter 4) and t a b u l a r form. Ta b l e s 3-3 to 3-14 
i d e n t i f y the i n d i v i d u a l s by t h e i r f u l l e s t known name, i n the 
f i r s t column. I n the other columns the name or a b b r e v i a t i o n 
appears i n c a p i t a l l e t t e r s whenever a karaengship or more 
l o f t y t i t l e i s involved, otherwise i n usual f a c e . Occurrences 
of the a b b r e v i a t i o n s are numbered s e r i a l l y according to t h e i r 
apparent c h r o n o l o g i c a l order of appearance i n the records, or 
are shown with Roman numerals when the i n d i v i d u a l belonged to 
a recorded r o y a l s u c c e s s i o n . 

3.4 S t a t i s t i c a l A n a l y s i s of the T i t u l a t o r y Data 

3.4.1 I n t r o d u c t o r y comparisons 

Let us exclude the t h r e e immature i n d i v i d u a l s i n the t a b l e s , 
and the government o f f i c i a l s whose n e x t - o f - k i n r e l a t i o n s h i p s 
are t o t a l l y unrecorded. T h i s produces the c r o s s - t a b u l a t i o n of 
t i t l e a g a i n s t gender shown i n Table 3-15. The t o t a l of 545 
i n d i v i d u a l s , more or l e s s corresponding to the 16th-17th 
century i n d i v i d u a l s of g e n e a l o g i c a l s i g n i f i c a n c e to the 
Makassar a r i s t o c r a c y , i s d i v i d e d evenly between men and 
women. However, q u i t e obviously the higher the rank, the 
greater the proportion of males compared to females, with 
only the lokmok and u n t i t l e d ranks transposed.
