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CHAPTER 7. THE PERIPHERAL S I T E S WITHIN GOWA'S CENTRE 

T h i s c h a p t e r d e a l s w i t h t h e s i t e s a l o n g t h e m i d d l e - l o w e r 
J e k n e k b e r a n g w h i c h were j o i n e d by t h e i r s p a t i a l r e l a t i o n s h i p s 
i n t o a c l u s t e r c e n t r e d a t Benteng Tua. The e x e r c i s e produced 
two t y p e s of s i t e a r r a y s , depending on whether t h e 
Jek n e k b e r a n g was a c c e p t e d o r d i s r e g a r d e d a s a p o t e n t i a l 
b a r r i e r . I n t h e l a t t e r c a s e t h e MCKGBM group, which i s m a i n l y 
s o u t h of t h e r i v e r , c l u s t e r e d a c r o s s t h e r i v e r t o j o i n t h e 
Benteng Tua c l u s t e r ( F i g u r e s 6-15a and 6 - 1 5 c ) . I a c c e p t t h e 
i m p l i e d c o n n e c t i o n . The MCKGBM s i t e s c o n t a i n one o f t h e main 
c o n c e n t r a t i o n s of I s l a m i c g r a v e s a c r i b e d t o 17th c e n t u r y 
Makassar p e r s o n a g e s c i t e d i n t h e t e x t s , o u t s i d e o f t h e 
Benteng Tua and T a l l o k p a l a c e c e n t r e s . They s h a r e t h i s 
d i s t i n c t i o n w i t h t h e PKPPSS s i t e s w h i c h a l s o b e l o n g t o t h e 
Benteng Tua c l u s t e r . Minor s i t e s a l s o t o be c o n s i d e r e d h e r e 
a r e t h e BB p a i r , and t h e f i v e s i t e s (BJKKP) m e t a p h o r i c a l l y 
w i t h i n t h e shadow of Benteng Tua ( F i g u r e s 6 - 1 5 ) . 

I n t o t a l t h e Benteng Tua c l u s t e r , t h e c e n t r e o f Gowa's 
power, c o r r e s p o n d s t o t h e a r e a where d i s c o n n e c t e d h i l l o c k s of 
Ba t u r a p e - C i n d a k o v o l c a n i c s f u l l y g i v e way t o c o a s t a l a l l u v i a l 
p l a i n ( F i g u r e 6 - 2 a ) . The a r e a may have a l s o been a f o c u s of 
p r e h i s t o r i c o c c u p a t i o n f o l l o w i n g t h e r e t r e a t o f t h e h i g h e r 
mid-Holocene s e a - l e v e l s . Not o n l y h a s i t produced f i v e o f t h e 
se v e n p o l i s h e d s t o n e a r t e f a c t s r e c o r d e d d u r i n g SSPHAP's 
s u r v e y , but a l s o S u a k a ' s museum c o l l e c t i o n s i n c l u d e t h e 
M a c c i n i k Sombala p o l i s h e d adze r e c e n t l y found i n t h e a r e a 
(Append i x G ) . 

7.1 Sero-Tombolok ( t h e PKPPSS Group) 

The 2 0 t h c e n t u r y maps show a l a r g e kampung a r e a i m m e d i a t e l y 
8d.st of Benteng Tua. The a r e a c o n t a i n s an abundance o f 
h i s t o r i c a l s i t e s ( F i g u r e 6-2b), not o n l y p l a c e s where 
a n t i q u e s have been found, e s p e c i a l l y d u r i n g t h e main l o o t i n g 
s p r e e w h i c h o c c u r r e d o v e r 20 y e a r s ago, but a l s o e a r l y 
I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d s . SSPHAP's s u r v e y r e c o r d e d 14 f i e l d w o r k 
s i t e s ( F i g u r e 7-1) w h i c h b o i l down t o t h e s i x "PKPPSS" 
a r e a - s i t e s shown i n F i g u r e 6-15, t h e Moncong-Moncong e x p o s u r e 
which i s not q u i t e a c c e p t a b l e a s a Gowa h i s t o r i c a l s i t e 
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( 7 . 1 . 4 ) , and B u k i t Manggarupi which i s a p r e h i s t o r i c s i t e 
( 7 . 1 . 7 ) . The s i n g l e a r e a - s i t e a t t h e n o r t h (Gowa 25 t o 27) i s 
c o v e r e d by t h e l a b e l S e r o , w h i l e t h e f i v e a r e a - s i t e s a t the 
s o u t h (Gowa 28 and 35 t o 42) c a n be c o v e r e d by t h e l a b e l 
Tombolok. E v e n though t h e name Tombolok does not s p e c i f c a l l y 
f e a t u r e i n any f i e l d w o r k s i t e name, i t i s t h e main kampung 
and i n c o r p o r a t e s Makam P a c c a l a y a and Makajn Daeng Bane, which 
a l s o means t h a t t h e s i x a r e a - s i t e s r e p r e s e n t f i v e toponymic 
s i t e s . ' 

Sero-Tombolok c o n t a i n s a pronounced d e n s i t y o f s i t e s 
r e g a r d l e s s o f how t h e y a r e c a t e g o r i s e d , s u g g e s t i n g a suburban 
p o p u l a t i o n d e n s i t y d u r i n g Gowa's p r e c o l o n i a l p e r i o d . The 
s u r v e y e d z o n e s c o v e r e d 87,086m^ r e p r e s e n t i n g 55,387m^ of 
e xposed s u r f a c e . The r e c o r d e d s h e r d a g e i n c l u d e d 4780 
e a r t h e n w a r e s and 2191 t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s . A l l t h e s e f i g u r e s a r e 
a p p r o x i m a t e l y one t h i r d o f t h e c o r r e s p o n d i n g f i g u r e s a t 
B enteng Tua, i n d i c a t i n g comparable d e n s i t i e s of r e c o r d e d 
s u r f a c e a r t e f a c t s a t Sero-Tombolok and a t Benteng Tua. 

We c a n f a c i l i t a t e t h e i n t e r p r e t a t i o n of t h e Sero-Tombolok 
s i t e s by showing t h e d e n s i t i e s o f " e a r l y " , "Ming", "Qing BW" 
and " r e c e n t " t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s . The e x a c t p r o c e d u r e d i f f e r s 
from t h e c o u n t e r p a r t e x e r c i s e a t Benteng Tua ( 6 . 3 ) i n two 
main r e s p e c t s . ^ The d e n s i t i e s of " e a r l y " p i e c e s a r e 
i n c o r p o r a t e d b e c a u s e t h e y d i f f e r l e s s m a r kedly from t h e 
d e n s i t i e s of "Ming" p i e c e s t h a n was t h e c a s e a t Benteng Tua. 
And t h e s t e p s i n t h e r e s u l t i n g d i s t r i b u t i o n o f t h e 
Sero-Tombolok t r a d e w a r e d e n s i t i e s s u g g e s t t h e c l a s s e s 0, 
0.01-0.4, 0.41-1.2, 1.21-3.8, 3.81-10 and 10+ p i e c e s / 1 0 0 m^. 

^ See 5.5.3 and 5.6 f o r a d i s c u s s i o n of f i e l d w o r k s i t e s , 
a r e a - s i t e s and toponymic s i t e s . 
^ The f o l l o w i n g minor d i f f e r e n c e s a l s o a p p l y . T h e r e i s no 
m e r i t i n e x t r a p o l a t i n g t h e d e n s i t y c l a s s e s beyond t h e 
s u r v e y e d z o n e s , a s was c a r r i e d out a t Benteng Tua where an 
attempt was made t o sample t h e t o t a l a r e a i n v o l v e d , b e c a u s e 
t h e Sero-Tombolok s u r v e y was h e a v i l y f o c u s e d on o l d b u r i a l 
a r e a s ( F i g u r e s 7-2 and 7 - 3 ) . A n a l o g o u s l y t h e t r a d e w a r e 
p r o f i l e s ( F i g u r e s 7-4 and F i g u r e 7-5) combine zones which 
r e p r e s e n t c o n c e n t r a t i o n s of r e c o r d e d t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s , and 
not n e c e s s a r i l y how t h e z o n e s would be d i s t r i b u t e d among the 
h i s t o r i c a l toponym s i t e s ( c f . Appendix C ) . Note a l s o t h a t the 
t o t a l Sero-Tombolok t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s s l i g h t l y e x c e e d t h e 
added t o t a l s from t h e i n d i v i d u a l h i s t o g r a m s b e c a u s e t h e y 
i n c l u d e t h e p i e c e s from B u k i t Manggarupi which was o n l y a 
p r e h i s t o r i c s i t e . 
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The toponym S e r o i s a s s o c i a t e d w i t h K a r a e n g l o e r i S e r o who 
r e p o r t e d l y founded t h e T a l l o k d y n a s t y a t t h e end o f t h e 15th 
c e n t u r y ( 1 2 . 4 ) . A c c o r d i n g t o t h e s t o r y K g l o e r i S e r o had 
c o n t e s t e d t h e Gowa t h r o n e w i t h h i s b r o t h e r B a t a r a Gowa. The -
l a t t e r ' s e v e n t u a l s u c c e s s was a s s i s t e d by t h e d e f e c t i o n of 
f i v e of S e r o ' s one-time G e i a r a n g ( S T : 5 ) , t h r e e o f which -
Tombolok, P a c c i n o n g a n g and Pao-Pao - a r e a s s o c i a t e d w i t h t h e 
s i t e s due s o u t h o f S e r o ( F i g u r e 7 - 1 ) . S u b s e q u e n t l y Tombolok 
became one o f Gowa's two main G e i a r a n g t i t l e s ( e . g . M u k h l i s , ' 
1975:61-62; LB:137; Andaya, 198 1 : 6 1 ) , a d i s t i n c t i o n s h a r e d 
w i t h Majigasa ( 6 . 5 . 1 ) . On t h e o t h e r hand P a c c i n o n g a n g and 
Pao-Pao, l i k e S e r o i t s e l f , a r e s c a r c e l y mentioned by t h e 
Makassar h i s t o r i c a l t e x t s i n 1 6 t h o r 17th c e n t u r y c o n t e x t s . 
Hence we may i n f e r t h a t t h e Tombolok Gslarang r e p r e s e n t e d t h e 
communities i n t h e d e n s e l y s e t t l e d a r e a shown i n F i g u r e 7-1. 

7.1.1 S e r o (Gowa 26) and Makam B o c c o l a y a (Gowa 27) 

A c c o r d i n g t o ST ( p . 6 ) , K a r a e n g l o e r i S e r o ' s c o r p s e was 
r e t u r n e d t o S e r o f o r b u r i a l a t a d a t e w h i c h would corresF>ond 
t o around 1500 ( F i g u r e 4 - 8 ) . I n S e r o he i s commemorated by a 
s h e l t e r e d cement g r a v e marker e n c l o s i n g a s i n g l e , l a r g e round 
s t o n e (Photo 7 - 1 ) . The n o r t h - s o u t h o r i e n t a t i o n of t h e g r a v e 
marker i s i n c o n s i s t e n t w i t h t h e u s u a l e a s t - t o - w e s t 
o r i e n t a t i o n w h i c h c h a r a c t e r i s e d most i m m e d i a t e l y p r e - I s l a m i c 
Makassar b u r i a l s ( 1 3 . 1 ) . However, t h i s d o es not r u l e out a 
p o s s i b l e a s s o c i a t i o n o f t h e s t o n e w i t h K g l o e r i S e r o ' s 
b u r i a l , b e c a u s e a s i n g l e s t o n e i n i t s e l f g i v e s no c l u e s a s t o 
o r i e n t a t i o n , and t h e g r a v e marker c o u l d r e p r e s e n t 
p o s t - I s l a m i c i n t e r p r e t a t i o n . I n any c a s e , t h e conuaemoration 
of K g l o e r i S e r o ' s b u r i a l h e r e c e r t a i n l y c o n f i r m s h i s 
a s s o c i a t i o n w i t h t h e s i t e . ^ 

S l i g h t l y t o t h e n o r t h i s a n o t h e r cement s h e l t e r p r o t e c t i n g 
"Makam Gampang S e r o " , a c t u a l l y two I s l a m i c g r a v e s w i t h c a r v e d 
wooden n i s a n ( s h a p e d m a r k e r s ) a t n o r t h and s o u t h e n c l o s e d i n 
cement m a r k e r s (Photo 7 - 2 ) . The g e n e r a l S e r o c e m e t e r y 

^ Our l o c a l i n f o r m a n t s t h e m s e l v e s were not f u l l y c e r t a i n t h a t 
Kgloe r i S e r o was i n d e e d b u r i e d b e n e a t h t h i s s t o n e . T h i s 
c o u l d be b e c a u s e t h e y a l s o would have e x p e c t e d an e a s t - w e s t 
o r i e n t a t i o n of t h e marker, or b e c a u s e t h e y were aware of y e t 
f u r t h e r a s s o c i a t i o n s a s c r i b e d t o t h e s t o n e . 
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i n c l u d e s 214 graves narked i n I s l a n i c s t y l e s covering a l l 
ages (Table F - 4 a ) . We counted 59 remnant l o o t e r s ' holes 
around the graveyard's borders. However, we learned that the 
main area of antique l o o t i n g was to the north, i n zones 5 and 
7 ( F i g u r e 7-1). Both zones contained a smattering of " e a r l y " 
tradeware p i e c e s , and zone 5 had one of the highest d e n s i t i e s 
of "Ming" p i e c e s i n Sero-Tombolok ( F i g u r e 7-2), p o i n t i n g to 
the a r e a ' s use f o r p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l s between the 13th-14th 
and 16th-17th c e n t u r i e s . Zone 5 a l s o contained one of the two 
p o l i s h e d stone a r t e f a c t types recorded at Sero but nowhere 
e l s e during SSPHAP's survey - a d i s c with a hole, p o s s i b l y an 
ear pendant or other ornament (Photo 7-4). 

The western zones, 8 to 12, a l s o produced "Ming" sherdage, 
p o s s i b l y a s s o c i a t e d with occupation given the s c a r c e evidence 
of l o o t i n g . Among the d e b r i s were two non-joining fragments 
from the rim of a stone box. One fragment shows r e g u l a r 
i n d e n t a t i o n s along one s i d e and a t r a n s v e r s e break along the 
other as though i t had been knapped to make a stone point 
(Photos 7-5 and 7-6). T h i s o b s e r v a t i o n would suggest a date 
f o r the stone box before the 2nd millennium A.D. when iron 
became g e n e r a l l y a v a i l a b l e (Chapman, 1986). 

50 metres south of the Sero graveyard l i e s Makam 
Boccolaya, a small graveyard with 24 cement and 59 stone 
markers (Photo 7-3; Tsible F - 4 a ) . The markers made of masonry 
or arranged s t o n e s look o l d and may date back to the 
17th-18th c e n t u r i e s . A Ming BW sherd was found immediately to 
the south. 

Compared to the Gowa survey as a whole, the recorded 
presence of p o s s i b l y 15th century (Photo 7-7) and e a r l i e r 
tradeware p i e c e s at Sero i s s t r o n g . The tradeware p r o f i l e 
then drops markedly over the peri o d between the 16th and 18th 
c e n t u r i e s ( F i g u r e 7-4). Apparently the a r e a had been 
abandoned to f i e l d s and graveyards during much of the 17th 
and 18th c e n t u r i e s , as was indeed the c a s e by the time of our 
1986 survey.

T h i s h i l l o c k o f B a t u r a p e - C i n d a k o v o l c a n i c s , around 100 m e t r e s 
a l o n g i t s f l a t t i s h t o p ( F i g u r e 7 - 6 ) , s t a n d s a p p r o x i m a t e l y t e n 
me t r e s above t h e s u r r o u n d i n g sawah. Zones 1 t o 4 a t t h e e a s t 
c o n t a i n e d a s u r f a c e s c a t t e r o f 113 f l a k e d s t o n e a r t e f a c t s 
w hich i n c l u d e d m i d d l e Holocene, " T o a l e a n " t y p e s s u c h a s 
backed b l a d e s and Maros p o i n t s (Appendix G ) . Zones 2 and 3 
a l s o c o n t a i n a s m a l l , abandoned g r a v e y a r d w i t h 29 marked 
g r a v e s . The m a r k e r s a r e low, s t o n e s t r u c t u r e s (Photo 7-10) 
e x c e p t f o r a s t e p p e d s e p u l c h r e " * made o f b r i c k s (Photo 7 - 1 1 ) . 
The b r i c k s had a s t r o n g r e d c o l o u r , l i k e t h a t found w i t h t h e 
f o r t i f i c a t i o n b r i c k s ( E . 2 . 1 ) , and t h e l a r g e s t measured 
specimen (45 cm lo n g by 7 cm t h i c k ) c o u l d have been brought 
i n from Benteng Tua. E v e n though t h e o t h e r 11 measured b r i c k s 
a v e r a g e d 26.0 cm lo n g , 19.4 cm b r o a d and 6.1 cm t h i c k , making 
them b r o a d e r and e s p e c i a l l y t h i c k e r t h a n t h e ( s m a l l ) f o r t r e s s 
b r i c k s ( T a b l e 6 - 1 ) , a 17th c e n t u r y d a t e f o r t h e s e p u l c h r e i s 
s u g g e s t e d by t h e o l d - s t y l e s t o n e m a r k e r s o f t h e c e m e t e r y ' s 
o t h e r I s l a m i c g r a v e s . L o o t i n g was e v i n c e d by 24 l o o t e r ' s 
h o l e s , 17 c o n c e n t r a t e d i n Zone 4, a s w e l l a s t h e f o u r Ming BW 
p i e c e s (Photo 7-8) and a V i e t n a m e s e monochrome (Photo 7-9) 
kept i n t h e house on B u k i t B i k u l i n g . Zone 5 a t t h e west, 
though b a r e o f any s h e r d a g e , a b u t t e d a b o u l d e r w h i c h was 
r e p o r t e d l y t h e i n s t a l l a t i o n s t o n e ( B a t u P e l a n t i k a n ) o f t h e 
S e r o r u l e r s (Photo 7 - 1 2 ) . 

T radeware s h e r d a g e was r e c o r d e d o n l y i n Zone 4, p r o d u c i n g 
a s t r o n g d e n s i t y o f " e a r l y " p i e c e s and t h e h i g h e s t d e n s i t y 
r e c o r d e d i n Sero-Tombolok o f "Ming" p i e c e s , but no c o l o n i a l 
s h e r d a g e w h a t s o e v e r ( F i g u r e s 7-2 and 7 - 3 ) . G i v e n a l s o t h e 
r a r i t y o f e a r t h e n w a r e s (28 s h e r d s ) and t h e o l d - l o o k i n g 
I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d , B u k i t B i k u l i n g a p p e a r s t o have been a 
d e s i g n a t e d b u r i a l a r e a , p o s s i b l y between t h e 1 3 t h - 1 4 t h and 
17 t h - 1 8 t h c e n t u r i e s . The h i l l o c k ' s r e p o r t e d i n s t a l l a t i o n 
s t o n e a t a b u r i a l s i t e matches t h e p a t t e r n a t T a m a l a t e 
( 6 . 5 . 2 ) , a l b e i t on a l e s s e x a l t e d s c a l e . As a t S e r o , B u k i t 

I n t h i s s t u d y , a s e p u l c h r e i s d e f i n e d a s an above-ground 
s t r u c t u r e e n c l o s i n g t h e c o r p s e a s s u g g e s t e d by t h e 
s t r u c t u r e ' s s i z e and t h e p o s i t i o n of t h e nisan o r o t h e r g r a v e 
marker. E a r t h - f i l l e d s e p u l c h r e s would t h u s be i n t e r m e n t s 
above t h e p r e v a i l i n g ground s u r f a c e . 
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i n c l u d e s 214 graves marked i n I s l a m i c s t y l e s covering a l l 
ages (Table F - 4 a ) . We counted 59 remnant l o o t e r s ' holes 
around the graveyard's borders. However, we learned that the

Zones 1 t o 4 a t t h e e a s t 
c o n t a i n e d a s u r f a c e s c a t t e r of 113 f l a k e d s t o n e a r t e f a c t s 
which i n c l u d e d m i d d l e Holocene, " T o a l e a n " t y p e s s u c h a s 
backed b l a d e s and Maros p o i n t s (Appendix G ) . Zones 2 and 3 
a l s o c o n t a i n a s m a l l , abandoned g r a v e y a r d w i t h 29 marked 
g r a v e s . The m a r k e r s a r e low, s t o n e s t r u c t u r e s (Photo 7-10) 
e x c e p t f o r a s t e p p e d s e p u l c h r e " * made o f b r i c k s (Photo 7 - 1 1 ) . 
The b r i c k s had a s t r o n g r e d c o l o u r , l i k e t h a t found w i t h t h e 
f o r t i f i c a t i o n b r i c k s ( E . 2 . 1 ) , and t h e l a r g e s t measured 
specimen (45 cm l o n g by 7 cm t h i c k ) c o u l d have been brought 
i n from Benteng Tua. E v e n though t h e o t h e r 11 measured b r i c k s

L o o t i n g was e v i n c e d by 24 l o o t e r ' s 
h o l e s , 17 c o n c e n t r a t e d i n Zone 4, a s w e l l a s t h e f o u r Ming BW 
p i e c e s (Photo 7-8) and a V i e t n a m e s e monochrome (Photo 7-9) 
kept i n t h e house on B u k i t B i k u l i n g . Zone 5 a t t h e w e s t , 
though b a r e o f any s h e r d a g e , a b u t t e d a b o u l d e r w h i c h was 
r e p o r t e d l y t h e i n s t a l l a t i o n s t o n e ( B a t u P e l a n t i k a n ) o f t h e 
S e r o r u l e r s (Photo 7 - 1 2 ) . 

T radeware s h e r d a g e was r e c o r d e d o n l y i n Zone 4, p r o d u c i n g 
a s t r o n g d e n s i t y o f " e a r l y " p i e c e s and t h e h i g h e s t d e n s i t y 
r e c o r d e d i n Sero-Tombolok o f "Ming" p i e c e s , but no c o l o n i a l 
s h e r d a g e w h a t s o e v e r ( F i g u r e s 7-2 and 7 - 3 ) . G i v e n a l s o t h e 
r a r i t y of e a r t h e n w a r e s (28 s h e r d s ) and t h e o l d - l o o k i n g 
I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d , B u k i t B i k u l i n g a p p e a r s t o have been a 
d e s i g n a t e d b u r i a l a r e a , p o s s i b l y between t h e 1 3 t h - 1 4 t h and 
1 7 t h - 1 8 t h c e n t u r i e s . The h i l l o c k ' s re(>orted i n s t a l l a t i o n 
s t o n e a t a b u r i a l s i t e matches t h e p a t t e r n a t T a m a l a t e 
( 6 . 5 . 2 ) , a l b e i t on a l e s s e x a l t e d s c a l e . As a t S e r o , B u k i t 

'* I n t h i s s t u d y , a s e p u l c h r e i s d e f i n e d a s an above-ground 
s t r u c t u r e e n c l o s i n g t h e c o r p s e a s s u g g e s t e d by t h e 
s t r u c t u r e ' s s i z e and t h e p o s i t i o n of t h e nisan or o t h e r g r a v e 
marker. E a r t h - f i l l e d s e p u l c h r e s would t h u s be i n t e r m e n t s 
above t h e p r e v a i l i n g ground s u r f a c e . 
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B i k u l i n g e x h i b i t e d a r e l a t i v e abundance of 14th and 15th 
century tradewares, i n comparison to the recorded Gowa 
tradewares as a whole ( F i g u r e 7-4). 

7.1.3 Makam Dg Bane (G36), Sampeang (G37), Paccalaya (G28) 

Within the kampung area of Tombolok i s a s m a l l , modern 
I s l a m i c graveyard a s c r i b e d to "Daeng Bane" and h i s extended 
family. Near i t i s another small graveyard, Makam Nakku Dekda 
(F i g u r e 7-1) whose markers g e n e r a l l y appear c o n s i d e r a b l y 
o l d e r , o l d enough to suggest c h r o n o l o g i c a l c o n t i n u i t y with 
the p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l s around Makam Dg Bane (Table F - 4 a ) . 
Celadons, blue-and-white wares and gold were re p o r t e d l y 
looted between the "Daeng Bane" graveyard and the sawah. I n 
t h i s a r e a we recorded one " e a r l y " p i e c e and a l i g h t presence 
of "Ming" p i e c e s ( F i g u r e 7-2). We were a l s o shown a v a r i e t y 
of Ming-period tradewares recovered from the l o o t i n g (Photos 
7-13 to 7-15), p l u s two f i n e l o c a l earthenwares (Photo 7-16) 
which match earthenwares p r o f e s s i o n a l l y excavated i n 
a s s o c i a t i o n with 15th-16th century b u r i a l s at Sompu, Takalar 
(Tjandrasasmita, 1970:Photo 11). The l o o t i n g may a l s o have 
recovered the e a r l y monochrome and Ming BW p l a t e s which 
decorate an I s l a m i c grave at Makam Sampeang (Photos 7-17 and 
7-18). ^ 

Makam Sampeang i n c l u d e s 118 marked graves, i n c l u d i n g two 
venerated graves under a s h e l t e r (Table F - 4 a ) . As i n d i c a t e d 
by the e n c l o s i n g cement r e s t o r a t i o n s , they a r e o r i e n t e d due 
east-west with a s i n g l e stone or m u l t i p l e stones at head and 
foot (Photo 7-19). The combination of an I s l a m i c marker with 
a non-Islamic, east-west b u r i a l o r i e n t a t i o n could r e f l e c t one 
of two cours e s of events. E i t h e r these were p r e - I s l a m i c 
b u r i a l s whose markers have undergone s e v e r a l s t a g e s of 
r e s t o r a t i o n a f t e r an I s l a m i c f a s h i o n , but without a l t e r i n g 
the o r i g i n a l o r i e n t a t i o n , or the i n t e r r e d i n d i v i d u a l s died 
during a s y n c r e t i s t phase when the l o c a l , e a r l y I s l a m i c 
t r a d i t i o n of p l a c i n g stones at head and foot was combined 
with the p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l orientation.'* 

' A t h i r d p o s s i b i l i t y , that these were o r i g i n a l l y two 
p a r a l l e l , north-south b u r i a l s whose head and foot stones were 
l a t e r i n t e r p r e t e d as belonging to p a r a l l e l east-west b u r i a l s . 
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Despite the vague r e p o r t s of antiques found at the s i t e , 
we recovered no t r a c e s of p r e c o l o n i a l sherdage ( F i g u r e 7-2) 
or l o o t i n g . However, a householder l i v i n g between Makam Dg 
Bane and Makam Sampeang showed us h i s sherd c o l l e c t i o n 
(G.37.0) which included 46 "Ming" tradeware p i e c e s (Figure 
7-2b). T h i s c o l l e c t i o n , and the one from Makam Dg Bane, had a 
comparatively strong presence of 15th and 15th-16th century 
p i e c e s , whereas 16th to e a r l y 17th century p i e c e s were 
depressed by the general standards of the Gowa survey (Figure 
7-4). The strong presence of "Qing BW" and e s p e c i a l l y 
European sherdage presumably r e f l e c t s the encroachment of 
settlement i n c o l o n i a l times. 

The tradeware p r o f i l e from Sampeang-Tombolok, and 
e s p e c i a l l y the unpretentious graveyards, h a r d l y support the 
notion that Tombolok seated a major Geiarang t i t l e during the 
16th and 17th c e n t u r i e s . However, some support comes from 
Bukit Bonto Masila, a h i l l o c k of Baturape-Cindako v o l c a n i c s 
j u s t w i t h i n modern Tombolok and l o c a l l y i d e n t i f i e d as 
Tombolok Tua ("Old Tombolok"). The cemetery on top i s named 
Kompleks Makam Pac c a l a y a a f t e r a tomb s i m i l a r to the r o y a l 
Tamalate tombs (6.5 . 2 ) , i t s l e s s impressive masonry 
notwithstanding, and hence probably d a t i n g to the 17th 
century (Photo 7-20). The i n d i v i d u a l b u r i e d i n s i d e was 
repo r t e d l y a "senator", which could mean the Geiarang 
Tombolok. The even more impressive tomb beside i t , c a l l e d 
Makam Bottoa, has a mosque-like shape which might suggest a 
19th-20th century date. One of the two people b u r i e d i n s i d e 
was r e p o r t e d l y a soothsayer of Gowa's c o u r t . 44 other o l d to 
modern marked graves were present (Table F - 2 ) . We recorded a 
small q u a n t i t y of terminal Ming or l a t e r tradewares and a 
retouched stone f l a k e . 

7.1.4 Moncong-Moncong (Gowa 91) and Kasomberang (Gowa 37) 

On the next h i l l o c k to the west we recorded a small sample of 
tradewares which had eroded from a road c u t t i n g (G.91.1). I 

goes against the g r a i n of i n c r e a s i n g understanding of I s l a m i c 
p r a c t i c e s which can be assumed to have been the p r e v a i l i n g 
course of t r a d i t i o n . Information to help i d e n t i f y the buried 
i n d i v i d u a l s was not c o l l e c t e d . 
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c a l l t h e road-enbankment assemblage Moncong-Noncong ( " h i l l s " ) 
a f t e r t h e kampung due s o u t h on s l i g h t l y lower ground. I t i s 
v e r y s i m i l a r t o t h e Makam P a c c a l a y a sample and t h e two a r e 
combined i n t h e c h r o n o l o g i c a l h i s t o g r a m s ( F i g u r e 7 - 5 ) . * The 
r i d g e , w h i c h c o n t i n u e s t o Benteng Tua, i s c a l l e d T i n g g i Maek. 
I t i n c l u d e s "Makam T i n g g i Maek", named a f t e r a Makassar n o b l e 
who d i e d i n t h e e a r l y 1 8 t h c e n t u r y , and who i s b u r i e d a l o n g 
w i t h h i s d e s c e n d a n t s i n t h e c e m e t e r y (Daeng K u l e , p e r s . 
comm.). The ( e s t i m a t e d ) 100-150 marked g r a v e s , w h i c h i n c l u d e 
two kobang tombs (Pho t o 7 - 2 1 ) , c a n a l l be d a t e d t o t h e 18th 
c e n t u r y and l a t e r . " ' 

Our s u r v e y o f Kasomberang ( F i g u r e 7-1) r e c o r d e d a saukang 
( r e s i d e n c e o f t h e community s p i r i t ) n e x t t o t h e I s l a m i c 
c e m e t e r y . The l a t t e r h a s 99 marked g r a v e s w h i c h a r e g e n e r a l l y 
o r i e n t e d around 330*» from n o r t h and ra n g e from o l d t o modern 
( T a b l e F - 4 a ) . 100 m e t r e s t o t h e n o r t h e a s t s t a n d s a tomb 
l o c a l l y i d e n t i f i e d w i t h " S i t t i Maemunah" (Photo 7 - 2 2 ) . She 
would be t h e d a u g h t e r o f S u l t s m Abdul K a d i r c a l l e d S i t t i 
Rahma Mainunah Kg P a k b i n e a n g (LB:173) who d i e d i n 1742 
( L i g t v o e t , 1 8 8 0 : 2 2 4 ) . A p a r t from h a v i n g a t r u e a r c h r a t h e r 
t h a n a c o r b e l a r c h a t t h e e n t r a n c e , t h e tomb i s s i m i l a r t o 
t h e one a t Makam P a c c a l a y a . West o f h e r tomb a r e t h e s c a r s 
from 94 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s , p r e s u m a b l y t h e a r e a o f Kasomberang's 
r e p o r t e d a n t i q u e h a u l , e v e n though t h e m i s e r a b l y exposed 

* The Moncong-Moncong as s e m b l a g e i n c l u d e d a s i n g l e p i e c e 
i d e n t i f i e d i n t h e f i e l d a s " T r a n s i t i o n a l BW". My f i g u r e s 
i n d i c a t e t h a t t h e p i e c e would have had a c. 6 0 * c h a n c e of . 
r e t a i n i n g a "Ming" c l a s s i f i c a t i o n had i t been c o l l e c t e d 
( T a b l e B - 4 5 ) . T h i s c o n s t i t u t e s adequate grounds t o t r e a t i t 
a s a "Ming" p i e c e a s done i n F i g u r e 7-2b. But t h e b a l a n c e of 
p r o b a b i l i t i e s i s not s t r o n g enough t o a c c e p t t h e 
Moncong-Moncong e x p o s u r e a s a h i s t o r i c a l s i t e , e s p e c i a l l y a s 
no o t h e r 17th c e n t u r y r e m a i n s were found i n t h e immediate 
v i c i n i t y . I s h o u l d add t h a t a t one s t a g e I had a c c e p t e d 
Moncong-Moncong, and Kuburan I s l a m P a k b i n i a n g t o t h e 
immediate n o r t h , a s h i s t o r i c a l s i t e s , and t h e i r i n c l u s i o n had 
o n l y a c o s m e t i c e f f e c t on t h e s i t e - c l u s t e r i n g p a t t e r n s shown 
i n F i g u r e 6-15. 

Al t h o u g h Makam T i n g g i Maek i s q u i t e an impo r t a n t s i t e f o r 
Gowa's c o l o n i a l h i s t o r y , i t i s e x c l u d e d from SSPHAP's sample 
of h i s t o r i c a l s i t e s s i n c e t h e r e i s no r e a s o n t o s u s p e c t t h a t 
i t s o r i g i n s p r e c e d e d t h e 18th c e n t u r y . N o n e t h e l e s s i t f u r t h e r 
i l l u s t r a t e s t h e p a t t e r n i n which s i t e s n e a r Benteng Tua have 
tombs l i k e t h o s e found a t Benteng Tua. 
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s u r f a c e r e v e a l e d no sherdage. However, we recorded a few 
"Ming" p i e c e s nearby ( F i g u r e s 7-2b and 7-5). 

Pakbineang was a l s o the karaengship of two other 17th 
century nobles, i n c l u d i n g a c h i l d of the Gowa noble Kg # 
Moncong Sipong (SG:47). 20th century Pakbaniang has an 
I s l a m i c cemetery ( F i g u r e 7-1) which i s d e s c r i b e d i n my notes 
as c o n t a i n i n g maybe 150-200 marked graves, some looking as 
o l d as the 18th century. I n h a b i t a n t s near the cemetery 
s p e c i f i c a l l y denied that any l o o t i n g had occurred at 
Pakbiniang. Together these F>oints i n d i c a t e t h a t h i s t o r i c a l 
Pakbineang had been s i t u a t e d at 20th century Kasomberang. 

7.1.5 Pao-Pao (Gowa 38 and 39) 

Kuburan Islam Pao-Pao appeared to have two c l u s t e r s of marked 
graves, 67 at the north and 85 at the e a s t , i n c l u d i n g a 
number of stone markers which could be o l d indeed (Table 
F-4b). My d i r e c t question on why there were two c l u s t e r s of 
graves e l i c i t e d the resF>onse that they represent two 
" f a m i l i e s " . The northern c l u s t e r included a s h e l t e r e d , 
north-south o r i e n t e d grave with standing stones at head and 
foot (Photo 7-23). I t s e r v e s the dual r61e of Pao-Pao's 
saukang, and the commemorated b u r i a l p l a c e of Pao-Pao's nenek 
noyang ( u l t i m a t e a n c e s t o r ) . Across the road i s an overgrown 
graveyard, again reported to represent a " f a m i l y " . Only one 
of the 55 markers was not made of stone. Two of the stone 
arrangements are o r i e n t e d east-west (Photo 7-24; Table F-4b). 

Antiques were r e p o r t e d l y recovered immediately north and 
e s p e c i a l l y south of the I s l a m i c graveyards. I n the l a t t e r 
l o c a l i t y (Gowa 39) the i n h a b i t a n t s complained about being 
p r o h i b i t e d from r e c o v e r i n g the f u r t h e r antiques which they 
knew were s t i l l b u r i e d t h e r e . Gowa 39 produced a few " e a r l y " 
p i e c e s and, along with some of the Gowa 38 zones, a blanket 
of "Ming" p i e c e s ( F i g u r e 7-2). The tradeware p r o f i l e 
i n d i c a t e s a comparatively strong presence of 14th-15th 
century p i e c e s , a dip corresponding to the period 1500-1650, 
then a strong resurgence of c o l o n i a l - p e r i o d p i e c e s ( F i g u r e 
7-4). Pao-Pao can be i d e n t i f i e d with "Pao", one of the 14 
Gowa d i s t r i c t s recognised during Hasanuddin's r e i g n , but not 
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admitted to the Bate Salapang or body of nine Geiarang 
d i s t r i c t heads (Mukhlis, 1975:62). 

7.1.6 Bukit S u l e n t a (Gowa 40) and Paccinongang (Gowa 41-42) 

As with the two h i l l o c k s of Baturape-Cindako v o l c a n i c s 
p r e v i o u s l y d e s c r i b e d , Bukit S u l e n t a ( F i g u r e 7-7) c o n t a i n s a 
17th-18th century graveyard where l o c a l l y prominent people 
were bu r i e d . C a l l e d Makam Takbakka ("Graves of the Brave"), 
i t c o n t a i n s an i n t e r e s t i n g a r r a y of stone or b r i c k markers 
(Photos 7-25 and 7-26), or wooden markers i n the case of Tu 
Baranae who r e p o r t e d l y s a i l e d to Mecca (Table F-4b). We were 
t o l d that u n s u c c e s s f u l l o o t i n g attempts had been made at the 
s i t e ; nonetheless we c o l l e c t e d three " e a r l y " p i e c e s i n Zone 
4. A small number of f i n e l y f l a k e d stone a r t e f a c t s were a l s o 
c o l l e c t e d (Appendix G). A l i g h t smattering of " c o l o n i a l " 
tradewares ( F i g u r e 7-3) agrees with the 20th century land-use 
maps which show the h i l l o c k as kampung. 

The reported antique haul occurred south of Bukit Sulenta 
over a s u b s t a n t i a l area w i t h i n present-day Paccinongang (Gowa 
41 ) . We recorded a low d e n s i t y of "Ming" p i e c e s ( F i g u r e 7-2) 
and two remnant marked graves of cement s l a b s o r i e n t e d 345° 
from north and due north.® D i r e c t l y a c r o s s the road l i e s 
Kuburan Isl a m Paccinongang with a saukang and 592 marked -
graves (Table F-4b). The graves are g e n e r a l l y o r i e n t e d 
between 315° and 350° from north, but include two east-west 
o r i e n t e d cement markers with the remarkable lengths of 3.5m 
and 2.8m. The l a t t e r r e p o r t e d l y marks the grave of Kare 
Manajai (Photo 7-27) who i s p o s s i b l y S u l t a n Alauddin's son 
"Manjagai Dg Palipung", who d i e d i n 1639 at the age of ten 
(SG:59; LB:101). I n any c a s e , the cemetery has apparently 
remained i n c o n t i n u a l use from the 17th to the 20th 
c e n t u r i e s , i n d i c a t i n g c h r o n o l o g i c a l c o n t i n u i t y with the 
p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l s i n Gowa 41. 

The s t a n d a r d i s e d c h r o n o l o g i c a l histograms f o r Paccinongang 
\ ( i . e . Gowa 40 and 41) i n d i c a t e a comparative d e f i c i e n c y of 
"Ming" tradewares. The sample t h e r e f o r e d i f f e r s s l i g h t l y from 
the general Sero-Tombolok p a t t e r n with i t s s p e c i f i c emphasis 

® A f l a k e d stone core was a l s o c o l l e c t e d at the s i t e . 
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on l a t e 1 4 th and 15th c e n t u r y p i e c e s . E v e n though t h e 
Sero-Tombolok t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s c o n s t i t u t e a f a i r l y s m a l l 
sample, l e s s t h a n 6% of t h e Gowa t o t a l , t h e c o m p a r a t i v e 
s c a r c i t y o f 16th t o e a r l y 17th c e n t u r y p i e c e s c h a r a c t e r i s e d 
f i v e of t h e s e v e n s h e r d - b e a r i n g f o c i and s o a p p e a r s t o be a 
v a l i d r e s u l t . The s t r o n g p r e s e n c e of 1 9 t h - 2 0 t h c e n t u r y 
s h e r d a g e r e f l e c t s t h e i n c o r p o r a t i o n of t h e s i t e s w i t h i n t h e 
s e t t l e d a r e a shown on t h e l a n d - u s e maps ( F i g u r e 7 - 4 ) . 

7.1.7 Buk i t Manggarup i 

T h i s s t r a n d of B a t u r a p e - C i n d a k o v o l c a n i c s (Photo 7-28) i s s o 
e l o n g a t e d t h a t our s u r v e y i s most c o n v e n i e n t l y shown by 
b r e a k i n g i t i n t h e m i d d l e ( F i g u r e 7 - 8 ) . A s o i l t e s t i n t h e 
sawah between B u k i t Manggarupi and Kasomberang ( F i g u r e 7-1) 
r e g i s t e r e d a g r i t t y s i l t w i t h an a c i d i c pH o f 6. W h i l e t h e 
whole r i d g e i s d e p i c t e d under v e g e t a t i o n by t h e 1922 l a n d - u s e 
nap, and under s e t t l e m e n t by t h e 1969 l a n d - u s e map ( F i g u r e 
6-2b), our s u r v e y r e c o r d e d kampungs a t t h e n o r t h and t h e 
s o u t h , s e p a r a t e d by f i e l d s and an a r e a where r o a d m e t a l h a s 
been q u a r r i e d and baked. The h i l l c o n t a i n e d a v a r i e t y of 
s t o n e a r t e f a c t s , i n c l u d i n g a fragment from a p o l i s h e d s t o n e 
t o o l , but no d e f i n i t e " T o a l e a n t y p e s " (Appendix G).® Other 
a r c h a e o l o g i c a l d e b r i s i n c l u d e d a modern i r o n s p i k e and a 
s m a t t e r i n g of e a r t h e n w a r e and post-"Ming" t r a d e w a r e s h e r d a g e . 
F o r p r e s e n t p u r p o s e s i t i s what t h e s i t e l a c k s - p r e c o l o n i a l 
t r a d e w a r e s o r e v i d e n c e of o l d b u r i a l s - w h i c h i s i m p o r t a n t , 
s i n c e i t c o n f i r m s t h e v a l i d i t y o f Sero-Tombolok a s a d i s t i n c t 
c l u s t e r o f h i s t o r i c a l s i t e s . 

7.2 S i t e s i n t h e Shadow o f Benteng Tua 

A l l t h e s i t e s v e r y c l o s e t o B e n t e n g Tua were e i t h e r s m a l l o r 
i n a woeful s t a t e f o r r e c o r d i n g . T h i s o b s e r v a t i o n e x t e n d s t o 
M a c c i n i k Sombala, w h i c h w i l l however be d e s c r i b e d a s p a r t of 
i t s MCKGBM group, and B o n t o n a n a i k 1 w h i c h might a s w e l l be 
d e s c r i b e d h e r e ( s e e F i g u r e 6 - 1 ) . The r e c o r d e d s h e r d a g e was 

^ These r e c o r d e d a r t e f a c t s have not been c o n f u s e d w i t h r o a d 
metal b y - p r o d u c t s , b e c a u s e t h e i r main c o n c e n t r a t i o n l a y i n 
the f i e l d s , and none l a y i n a zone c l e a r l y a s s o c i a t e d w i t h 
the road-metal works ( F i g u r e 7 - 8 ) . 
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c o m p a r a t i v e l y d e p a u p e r a t e i n M i n g - p e r i o d t r a d e w a r e s and r i c h 
i n 1 9 t h - 2 0 t h c e n t u r y t r a d e w a r e s . The p a t t e r n was c o n s i s t e n t 
and s o a p p e a r s r e l i a b l e d e s p i t e t h e s m a l l q u a n t i t y of p i e c e s 
i n v o l v e d ( F i g u r e 7 - 9 ) . 

7.2.1 J i p a n g B i d a r a y a (UP11) and Makam J i p a n g (UP12) 

B i d a r a y a , t h e c l o s e s t s i t e t o Benteng Tua, f a l l s w i t h i n an 
a r e a o f dens e s u b u r b a n h o u s i n g . I t had been a r a i s e d d r y l a n d 
f i e l d ( l a d a n g ) w i t h i n wet r i c e (sawah) when i t s a n t i q u e s were 
l o o t e d . T h e s e r e p o r t e d l y c o n s i s t e d of a range o f Ming 
t r a d e w a r e s , i n c l u d i n g a Ming c e l a d o n p l a t e we were shown 
(Photo 7 - 2 9 ) , and some g o l d . We r e c o r d e d t h e s c a r s of 33 
l o o t e r ' s h o l e s , and c o l l e c t e d two "Ming" p i e c e s i n c l u d i n g a 
w h i t e w a r e w h i c h I d a t e t o t h e 1 4 t h - 1 5 t h c e n t u r i e s ( F i g u r e 
7 - 9 ) . - . 

Kompleks Makam J i p a n g i n c l u d e s t h r e e n e g e l e c t e d cement 
s t r u c t u r e s , p r e s u m a b l y tombs whose r o o f s o f p e r i s h a b l e 
m a t e r i a l s h ave c o l l a p s e d (Photo 7 - 3 1 ) , among i t s 63 marked 
g r a v e s . The o l d e s t m a r k e r s , w h i c h a r e overgrown w i t h 
v e g e t a t i o n , might d a t e back t o e a r l y I s l a m i c t i m e s ( T a b l e 
F - 4 c ) , F > o s s i b l y i n d i c a t i n g c h r o n o l o g i c a l c o n t i n u i t y w i t h t h e 
B i d a r a y a p r e - I s l a m i c s i t e . No a n t i q u e s have been found i n 
J i p a n g , a l t h o u g h we d i d r e c o r d a Swatow s h e r d ( F i g u r e 7 - 9 ) . 
J i p a n g ' s former s a u k a n g i s now d e s t r o y e d . 

7.2.2 K a r u n r i m g (UP13) 

The kampungs o f K a r u n r u n g and J i p a n g s i t a l o n g a n o r t h - s o u t h 
r u n n i n g s t r i p o f l a n d , p r e s u m a b l y a remnant a l l u v i a l f e a t u r e , 
r a i s e d above t h e w e t - s e a s o n f l o o d l e v e l s . Two l o c a l i t i e s 
b e a r i n g a n t i q u e s were r e p o r t e d i n Ka r u n r u n g . We were shown a 
Qi n g b a i w h i t e w a r e , a s e a s h e l l , and a ra n g e o f Ming-period 
v e s s e l s ( P h o t o s 7-34 t o 7-36) from t h e n o r t h e r n l o c a l i t y 
where t h e s h e r d a g e c o l l e c t e d by a v i l l a g e r i n c l u d e d s i x 
j o i n i n g f r a g m e n t s from a V i e t n a m e s e monochrome ( B u l b e c k , i n 
p r e s s : F i g u r e 5g) . The s o u t h e r n l o c a l i t y (Karxinrung S e l a t a n ) 
i s c l o s e t o two c e m e t e r i e s w i t h 47 and 61 m a r k e r s , o l d and 
new a t bo t h y a r d s ( T a b l e F - 4 c ) . The s h e l t e r e d g r a v e p r o t e c t s 
" S a n r o K a r u n r u n g " who was r e p o r t e d l y a f e m a l e s o o t h s a y e r 
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(Photo 7 - 3 2 ) . Karunrung a l s o c o n t a i n e d a s a u k a n g and f o u r 
f l a k e d s t o n e a r t e f a c t s ( F i g u r e 7 - 1 0 ) . 

The t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s we r e c o r d e d ( F i g u r e 7 - 9 ) , a l o n g w i t h 
t h e a n t i q u e s we were shown, i n d i c a t e c o n t i n u i t y o f a s m a l l 
community from t h e 1 3 t h - 1 4 t h c e n t u r i e s t o t h e p r e s e n t . The 
community c o u l d have been t h e k a r a e n g s h i p o f Kg Karunrung, 
some c o n t r a d i c t o r y e v i d e n c e from "Mangasa" n o t w i t h s t a n d i n g 
( 6 . 5 . 1 ) , p a r t i c u l a r l y a s Karunrung i s a r a r e toponym. 

7.2.3 Pandang-Pandang (Gowa 66) 

Between Benteng Tua and Sungguminasa, w i t h i n kampung 
Pandang-Pandang, i s an a r e a w h i c h r e p o r t e d l y produced a l a r g e 
h a u l of a n t i q u e s , c o n s i s t i n g o f b l u e - a n d - w h i t e w a r e s , 
Sawankhalok and a few w h i t e w a r e s . A former k e p a l a d e s a of 
Pandang-Pandang, who had p a r t i c i p a t e d a t a t i m e when l o o t i n g 
was s t i l l l e g a l , showed u s a Swatow j a r l e t (buli-buli) from 
t h e d i g g i n g s . We r e c o r d e d 93 p i e c e s o f l a t e 1 6 t h c e n t u r y and 
more r e c e n t a n t i q u i t y ( F i g u r e 7 - 9 ) . Pandang-Pandang i s 
p o s s i b l y i d e n t i f i a b l e w i t h t h e P a r a n g - P a r a n g c i t e d a s one o f 
Gowa's n i n e f o u n d i n g f l a g s o r " c o n f e d e r a t e s " ( s e e F i g u r e 
2 - 2 ) . 

7.2.4 Bontomanaik 1 (UP 24) 

The s i t e had c o n t a i n e d a l a r g e I s l a m i c c e m e t e r y , of w h i c h 
o n l y a l o n e , s h e l t e r e d marker h a s s u r v i v e d t h e o n s l a u g h t o f 
medium d e n s i t y h o u s i n g (Photo 7 - 3 3 ) . The b u r i e d man was 
r e p o r t e d l y a M akassar h e r o who had l i v e d a t t h e same time a s 
S u l t a n Hasanuddin. The l o c a l s r e p o r t e d t h a t many 
b l u e - a n d - w h i t e and c e l a d o n v e s s e l s , a s w e l l a s i r o n o b j e c t s 
( i n c l u d i n g k r i s s e s ) and some g o l d , had been dug up. The 
h o u s i n g d evelopments had o c c u r r e d d e c a d e s ago, p r e c l u d i n g any 
u s e f u l s h e r d - g a t h e r i n g e x e r c i s e . The s i t e i s p o s s i b l y 
i d e n t i f i a b l e w i t h "Bontomanaik B a r a t " c i t e d a s one o f t h e 
G e i a r a n g who s i d e d w i t h B a t a r a Gowa i n h i s s u c c e s s i o n d i s p u t e 
w i t h K g l o e r i S e r o (SG:14).^*' 

The a r e a around Bontomanaik 1 i s now w e l l b u i l t - u p . 
However, a l o n g w i t h Bonto K a p e t t e ( t h e h i s t o r i c a l toponym)

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and sone of the adjacent kampungs, i t used to o u t l i n e what 
appears to be a c u t - o f f meander of an ancestor of the 
Garassik/Jeknekberang ( F i g u r e 6-2b). 

7.3 The MCKGBM Group 

The s i t e s l a b e l l e d Gowa 7, 8, 10 and 92, which comprise the 
majo r i t y of the MCKGBM s i t e s , were recorded by SSPHAP's team 
on 21 August 1986. We were guided by Az i z Allang, Suaka's 
f i e l d o f f i c e r based at Taeng (who l a t e r accompanied us to 
f u r t h e r s i t e s n e a r b y ) . The survey occurred during the 
formative phase of the Gowa survey when my command of 
Indonesian was not always r e l i a b l e , and when I s t i l l 
envisaged a p r e - I s l a m i c c h r o n o l o g i c a l focus and so d i d not 
take much n o t i c e of e a r l y I s l a m i c graves. The information I 
have l e a v e s unanswered s e v e r a l questions which could well 
have been r e s o l v e d through d i s c u s s i o n s with A z i z Allang, had 
I been b e t t e r prepared at the time, but which must remain as 
question-marks i n t h i s t h e s i s . 

7.3.1 Kompleks Makam Campagaya (Gowa 8) ? 

T h i s small cemetery, c o n t a i n i n g 21 "o l d " and 12 "new" grave 
markers, i s named a f t e r the five-metre high, b r i c k kobang 
tomb of Makam Karaeng Campagaya (Photo 7-30). The dome and 
the ledge beneath i t c o n s i s t of s p e c i a l l y shaped b r i c k s whose 
upper s u r f a c e i s , r e s p e c t i v e l y , arc-shaped or oblique. The 
measured specimens had the same length (25.75 cm) and basal 
breadth (22 cm), but the arched b r i c k s had a s m a l l e r maximum 
t h i c k n e s s (6 cm) than the obiique-topped b r i c k s d i d (8 cm). 
The b r i c k s used i n b u i l d i n g the v e r t i c a l s i d e s averaged 22.9 
cm long, 12.3 cm wide and 3.7 cm t h i c k , i . e . very s i m i l a r to 
the s m a l l e r b r i c k s at Benteng Tua (Table 6-1). 

My notes c i t e A z i z A l l a n g s a y i n g that Kg Campagaya died i n 
1618. Campagaya r e c u r s as a high s t a t u s karaengship, yet 
p r i m a r i l y i n a s s o c i a t i o n with people who di e d i n the very 
l a t e 17th or e a r l y 18th century. For in s t a n c e i t was the 
karaengship Abdul J a l i l before he became Sanrabone's r a j a , 
and the karaengship of one of h i s s t e p s i s t e r s (Chapter 3 ) . 
The s i z e s i m i l a r i t y between some of the tomb's b r i c k s and the 
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s m a l l e r Benteng Tua b r i c k s supports a 17th century date for 
the tomb. Additional evidence that the graveyard, at l e a s t , 
o r i g i n a t e d by the 17th century comes from the other o l d 
markers, e s p e c i a l l y the renovated "Makam Karaengta Cenra 
Pole" (Photo 7-37; Table F - 2 ) . 

7.3.2 Kaledu Paya (Gowa 22) 

Kaledu Paya l i e s a c r o s s the road from Makam Campagaya on the 
o u t s k i r t s of Taeng. A bamboo grove with the s c a r s of 55 
l o o t e r ' s h o l e s had y i e l d e d gold, earthenware kendis, 
Sawankhalok, celadons and blue-and-white. Also the v i l l a g e r s 
found a p o l i s h e d hatchet i n the f i e l d s to the immediate south 
(Aziz Allang, p e r s . comm.). We surveyed the f i e l d s , kampung 
and road around the bamboo grove, recording L a t e Ming and 
l a t e r tradeware p i e c e s ( F i g u r e 7-11). The dense l e a f l i t t e r 
i n the bamboo grove prevented us from s e e i n g any a r t e f a c t u a l 
d e b r i s i n the zone where the best evidence of p r e - I s l a m i c 
tradewares might otherwise have been expected. 

7.3.3 Makam Gusung (Gowa 7) 

Two major I s l a m i c graveyards occur i n Gusung whose o l d name 
was r e p o r t e d l y Gantarang ( A z i z A l l a n g , p e r s . comm.), a r a r e 
toponym which was b r i e f l y one of the Bate Salapang during the 
mid-17th century (Mukhlis, 1975:62). Makam Karaengta Bungaya 
i s maintained i n superb c o n d i t i o n by Suaka, i n c l u d i n g the 
c o s t l y r e s t o r a t i o n of the two markers a s s o c i a t e d with Kg 
Bungaya (Photo 7-38). My notes record h i s year of death as 
1635, which i s c l o s e to the year of death, 1640, of a Kg 
Bungaya f o r whom I have no other c l e a r data (LB:102). On the 
other hand, the records a l s o i d e n t i f y a mid-17th century man 
(Figure 4-17) and an i n d i v i d u a l born i n 1680 (LB:162) as "Kg 
Bungaya". The graveyard a l s o i n c l u d e s the marked graves of 
"Kg Gantarang" ( p o s s i b l y Geiarang Gantarang) and Kg Bontojai 
(Table F - 4 ) , n e i t h e r of whom I have found i n the t e x t s . 

Around 50 metres to the west a bamboo grove encompasses 
MakcUR Karaengta Tompok Balang, an abandoned graveyard with 22 
"old" marked graves, one of o l d b r i c k s (Photo 7-39). The s o i l 
here c o n t r a s t s s l i g h t l y with the y e l l o w i s h red r i v e r s i l t s 
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n o t e d s t Makam K g t a Bungaya by c o n t a i n i n g a l a r g e r s a n d 
c o n t e n t . The Tompok B a l a n g k a r a e n g s h i p r e c u r s i n l a t e 16th t o 
17th c e n t u r y c o n t e x t s , i n c l u d i n g an u n s e x e d i n d i v i d u a l t h r e e 
g e n e r a t i o n s down from T u m a p a k r i s i k K a l l o n a ( F i g u r e 4 - 4 ) ; a 
g r a ndson o f Kg Mapekdaka by S a n r a b o n e ' s r a j a Tumenanga r i 
P a r a l l e k k e n a ( S G : 3 6 ) , p o s s i b l y t h e same Kg Tompok B a l a n g who 
d i e d i n 1660 d e f e n d i n g Paknakkukang a g a i n s t t h e Dutch 
( L B : 1 2 3 ) ; and t h e Kg Tompok B a l a n g who accompanied S u l t a n 
S ahaduddin i n h i s 1673 b a t t l e a g a i n s t Mandar ( L B : 1 4 6 ) . My 
n o t e s r e c o r d A z i z A l l a n g g i v i n g 1610 a s t h e y e a r of b u r i a l of 
"Kg Tompok B a l a n g " a t Gusung, w h i c h might f a v o u r an 
i d e n t i f i c a t i o n w i t h T u m a p a k r i s i k K a l l o n a ' s g r e a t g r a n d c h i l d . 
We c o u n t e d e i g h t p o s s i b l e l o o t e r ' s h o l e s w i t h i n t h e p r e c i n c t s 
o f t h i s c l e a r l y e a r l y I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d , and were t o l d of a 
c o u p l e o f a n t i q u e s h a v i n g been r e c o v e r e d around 17 y e a r s ago. 

7.3.4 Makam G e i a r a n g Mangasa (G93) and Bonto J a i l i n g (GIO) 

Kompleks Makam K a r a e n g t a Mangesuk I I , named a f t e r i t s main 
and r e p o r t e d l y i t s o l d e s t b u r i a l , o c c u r s w i t h i n K e r a s s a k 
kajnpung. K g t a Mangesuk's marker i s a s t e p p e d masonry 
s e p u l c h r e o f t h e same d e s i g n a s t h e b r i c k s e p u l c h r e on B u k i t 
B i k u l i n g ( T a b l e F - 4 c ) . A c c o r d i n g t o A z i z A l l a n g he d i e d i n 
1678, w h i c h i n t h i s c a s e c o i n c i d e s w i t h t h e r e c o r d e d y e a r of 
d e a t h o f K a r e Ruppa G e i a r a n g Mangasa ( L B : 1 5 8 ) . The 
i d e n t i f i c a t i o n i s s u p p o r t e d by my o b s e r v a t i o n s a t Bonto 
J a i l i n g ( 7 . 3 . 5 ) . My n o t e s a l s o mention an e s t i m a t e d 50-100 
marked g r a v e s , some l o o k i n g v e r y o l d , and t h a t no a n t i q u e s 
have been found. 

Bonto J a i l i n g Lama ("Old Bonto J a i l i n g " ) r e p o r t e d l y 
produced a l a r g e h a u l o f a n t i q u e s i n c l u d i n g c e l a d o n s , Swatow 
and b l u e - a n d - w h i t e w a r e s , i r o n k r i s s e s and g o l d . We c o u n t e d 
600 l o o t e r ' s h o l e s o v e r an a r e a 60 m e t r e s by 90 m e t r e s w i t h i n 
a bamboo g r o v e . No s h e r d a g e was s e e n , l a r g e l y b e c a u s e of t h e 
a t r o c i o u s s u r f a c e e x p o s u r e . R e p o r t e d l y t h e l o o t i n g i n t r u d e d 
i n t o t h e I s l a m i c g r a v e y a r d , s o t h e v i l l a g e r s u s e d p a r t of t h e 
p r o c e e d s t o r e - e s t a b l i s h t h e g r a v e m a r k e r s s o u t h of t h e 
d i g g i n g s (Photo 7 - 4 0 ) . My n o t e s e s t i m a t e 180-200 m a r k e r s and 
r e c o r d t h a t one marker b o r e a d e d i c a t i o n t o " K a r a e n g t a 
Mangngesa I " , g i v i n g h i s y e a r o f d e a t h a s 1611 ( T a b l e F - 4 c ) .

The a v a i l a b l e Makassar t e x t s c a n n o t i d e n t i f y t h i s i n d i v i d u a l , 
but Mangasa remained one o f t h e B a t e S a l a p a n g throughout t h e 
16th and 17th c e n t u r i e s ( M u k h l i s , 1 9 7 5 : 6 1 - 6 2 ) . ^ ' 

A s h o r t d i s t a n c e west o f t h e l o o t e r ' s h o l e s was a sunken 
f i e l d w i t h 171 o l d - l o o k i n g e a r t h e n w a r e s h e r d s and a p o l i s h e d 
h a t c h e t (Photo 7 - 4 1 ) . A l t h o u g h t h e h a t c h e t (Appendix G) was 
h a l f - b u r i e d i n t h e s o i l i t need not have been an i n s i t u 
f i n d . I d a t e t h e f o u r t r a d e w a r e p i e c e s from t h e f i e l d t o t h e 
14t h - 1 5 t h c e n t u r i e s and t h e 18th c e n t u r y ( F i g u r e 7 - 1 1 ) . The 
one-metre h i g h s i d e s o f t h e f i e l d showed a y e l l o w i s h brown 
(10YR 5/4) s i l t y s a n d a t t h e bottom, capped w i t h a p a l e brown 
(10YR 6/3) sandy s i l t . The change from c o a r s e r t o f i n e r 
s e d i m e n t s would be c o n s i s t e n t w i t h t h e f o r m a t i o n of t h e 
s o u t h e r n l e v e e o f t h e J e k n e k b e r a n g ( / G a r a s s i k ) on which Bonto 
J a i l i n g and t h e f o u r p r e v i o u s l y d e s c r i b e d s i t e s o c c u r . 

7.3.5 M a c c i n i k Sombala (UP 25) 

M a c c i n i k Sombala l i e s on t h e n o r t h bank o f t h e J e k n e k b e r a n g 
where an a c t i v e meander h a s c u t n o r t h w a r d s d u r i n g t h e 20 t h 
c e n t u r y ( F i g u r e 6 - 2 ) . We were t o l d t h a t t h e encroachment had 
washed away t h e kampung, i n c l u d i n g i t s I s l a m i c c e m e t e r y and 
the s p o t where p e o p l e had l o o t e d k r i s s e s and o t h e r a n t i q u e s 
(Photo 7 - 4 2 ) . We r e c o r d e d a s m a l l sample o f Swatow and l a t e r 
p i e c e s ( F i g u r e 7 - 1 1 ) , c o n f i r m i n g t h e i n d i c a t i o n s t h a t 
M a c c i n i k Sombala had been s e t t l e d by t h e 17 t h c e n t u r y . The 
name means "watch f o r t h e s a i l s " , s u g g e s t i n g t h a t i t had been 
a watch f o r v e s s e l s s a i l i n g up t h e S u n g a i G a r a s s i k t o w a r d s 
Benteng Tua.'* 

7.3.6 O v e r v i e w o f t h e MCKGBM group 

The t r a d e w a r e s r e c o r d e d a t t h e MCKGBM s i t e s may w e l l f a i l t o 
i n c l u d e a s i n g l e 16th c e n t u r y p i e c e ( F i g u r e 7 - 1 1 ) . I n d e e d , 
t h e t o t a l t r a d e w a r e p r o f i l e o f t h e s i t e s c l u s t e r e d around

I n a d d i t i o n , a bank e r o s i o n f l o o d e d a t t h e time of our 
s u r v e y ( F e b r u a r y 1987) was p o i n t e d out a s an a r e a c o n t a i n i n g 
b r i c k and c e r a m i c f r a g m e n t s . 
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Benteng Tua i s stamped by a c o m p a r a t i v e d e a r t h of 16th t o 
e a r l y 1 7th c e n t u r y p i e c e s . Thus, t h e a p p a r e n t 16th c e n t u r y 
h i a t u s i n t h e MCKGBM t r a d e w a r e s may o n l y r e f l e c t t h e w i d e r 
c o n t e x t o f t h e s i t e s and t h e i r s m a l l t r a d e w a r e samples 
( F i g u r e 7 - 1 1 ) . 

A r g u a b l y , t h e n , t r a d e w a r e - r e l a t e d a c t i v i t i e s p lunged 
d u r i n g t h e 16 t h and e a r l y 1 7 t h c e n t u r i e s i n t h e a r e a s 
s u r r o u n d i n g B e n t e n g Tua. T h i s might s u g g e s t t h e v i l l a g e r s 
were drawn e l s e w h e r e , b o t h t o Benteng Tua ( C h a p t e r 6) and 
Makassar e n t r e p 6 t ( C h a p t e r 1 1 ) . S e c u r i t y might have been a 
major c o n c e r n d u r i n g t h e e a r l y 1 6th c e n t u r y , an o c c a s i o n a l l y 
p e r i l o u s t i m e when T u m a p a k r i s i k K a l l o n a b u i l t t h e kingdom's 
f i r s t f o r t r e s s w a l l s ( 4 . 3 ) . But t h i s would not e x p l a i n t h e 
c o n t i n u i t y o f t h e p a t t e r n i n t o t h e e a r l y 1 7th c e n t u r y . 
R a t h e r , t h e n , t h e e f f l o r e s c e n c e o f Gowa's power might have 
p r o v i d e d o p p o r t u n i t i e s i n t h e p a l a c e c e n t r e s unmatched i n t h e 
c o u n t r y s i d e . I n d e e d we c o u l d f u r t h e r a r g u e t h a t t h e apparent 
change i n t h e a r e a s s u r r o u n d i n g Benteng Tua might m e r e l y be 
an a r t e f a c t o f t h e p e r i o d ' s r e a l change - t h e t r a n s i t i o n 
t o w a r d s c e n t r a l i s e d power and w e a l t h a t Benteng Tua and 
Makas s a r . 

The MCKGBM s i t e s c o u l d have s h a r e d a \ i n i t y o f s e t t i n g w i t h 
t h e o t h e r s i t e s d e s c r i b e d i n t h i s c h a p t e r . A c c o r d i n g t o t h e 
VOC map, t h e S u n g a i G a r a s s i k meandered s o u t h w a r d s more o r 
l e s s where t h e 2 0 t h c e n t u r y J e k n e k b e r a n g meanders northwards, 
s u g g e s t i n g t h a t t h e G a r a s s i k t h e n r a n s o u t h o f t h e MCKGBM 
s i t e s . A p p e a l i n g l y , t h e p r o p o s i t i o n would f u r h e r l o c a t e key 
b u r i a l p l a c e s - t h o s e o f t h e two " G e i a r a n g Mangasa", and of 
t h e s e v e r a l k a r a e n g s n e a r p r e s e n t - d a y Taeng - on t h e same 
w i t h s i d e o f t h e r i v e r a s Benteng Tua. Modern Taeng c o u l d 
e v e n be i d e n t i f i e d w i t h t h e l a t e 1 7 t h c e n t u r y toponym 
Taeng-Taeng, a l t h o u g h h e r e we s h o u l d add t h a t modern 
Taeng-Taeng o c c u r s n o r t h o f t h e J e k n e k b e r a n g ( F i g u r e s 5-5 and 
5 - 6 ) . 

However, t h e d i s t r i b u t i o n o f t h e MCKGBM s i t e s s u g g e s t s a 
d i f f e r e n t s c e n a r i o . They s o r t i n t o p o l i s h e d s t o n e t o o l s and 
p r e - I s l a m i c b u r i a l grounds a t t h e s o u t h ( K a l e d u Paya and 
Bonto J a i l i n g ) , b u r i a l grounds w h i c h may be no o l d e r t h a n the 
17th c e n t u r y t o t h e immediate n o r t h (Campagaya, Gusung, 
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K e r a s s a k ) , and f u r t h e r n o r t h a now d e s t r o y e d b u r i a l ground 
( M a c c i n i k Sombala). T h e s p a t t e r n i m p l i e s t h a t t h e meander now 
a t M a c c i n i k Sombala h a s been s l o w l y l o o p i n g n o r t h w a r d s s i n c e 
i m m e d i a t e l y p r e - I s l a m i c t i m e s , hence t h e north-bound 
c h r o n o l o g y of i n t a c t s i t e s a s t h e i n h a b i t a n t s c o l o n i s e d t h e 
meander's growing s o u t h l e v e e . Hence a l s o t h e d e a r t h of 16th 
c e n t u r y t r a d e w a r e s , s i n c e t h e MCKGBM s i t e s would occupy a 
landform l a r g e l y c r e a t e d d u r i n g o r s i n c e t h e 16 t h c e n t u r y . 
The b u r i a l s o f s e v e r a l eminent 17th c e n t u r y M akassar n e a r 
Taeng c o u l d be r e l a t e d t o t h e a r e a ' s s t r a t e g i c i mportance 
d i r e c t l y a c r o s s t h e S u n g a i G a r a s s i k from Benteng Tua and t h e 
"watch f o r s a i l i n g s h i p s " , p r e c i s e l y where t h e r i v e r most 
c l o s e l y a pproached t h e f o r t . 

I p r e f e r t h e l a t t e r s c e n a r i o w i t h i t s e mphasis on t h e 
a r c h a e o l o g y t h a n t h e former s c e n a r i o w i t h i t s emphasis on t h e 
1693 map. More i m p o r t a n t l y , b o t h s c e n a r i o s c a r r y t h e same 
g e n e r a l i m p l i c a t i o n s when we c o n s i d e r a l s o t h e r e c o v e r y 
( r e p o r t e d o r o t h e r w i s e ) o f p o l i s h e d s t o n e t o o l s a t M a c c i n i k 
Sombala, K a l e d u P a y a and Bonto J a i l i n g . As t h e landform 
d e p o s i t e d i n h i s t o r i c a l t i m e s c a n be r e s t r i c t e d t o t h e band 
between t h e s e f i n d s p o t s , t h e G a r a s s i k p r o b a b l y r a n s o u t h of 
t h e MCKGBM s i t e s u n t i l a t l e a s t t h e 16th c e n t u r y .
